Coroner
Kennedy decided an inquest was un-
necessary.

The giri's deed was believed to be the
result of a love affair, she and a young
man having had a falling out a short
time before. She had been acting strange-
ly for some time and her parents had
feared that she was mentally unbal-
anced,

WEALTH FOR INDIANS.

Sioux Tribe Is Soon to Be One of the
Richest of AIlL
Special to The Globe.

SIOUX FALLS, 8. D., Oct. 17.—By the
sale of surplus land inherited from de-
ceased relatives, the Sioux Indians be-
longing on what is known as the Yank-
ton reservation in the souinern part of

South Dakota, will become one of the
wealthiest Indian tribes in the United
States. The tribe embraces only a few

bundred Indians.

Congress granted them special permis-
sion to sell these lands, which are as pro-
ductive as any in South Dakota and com-

ices. During the next nine-

egale of about 20,000 acres

ted land will be sold and the

s turned over to the Indians to

- enrich them. The land thus far

as brought an average of nearly $18

an acre, which is a good price considering

that a great part of it is unbroken prai-
rie,

Some tracts have sold for as high as
$20 an acre. Six Indians at one time sold
inherited land for which they received an
aggregate of §12,000., The sales for the
vear will amount to several hundred dol-

lars, and, in addition, $100,000 in inter-
€st money will soon be distributed among
the members of the tribe by the govern-
ment. When all the inherited land,
amounting to a total of about 50,000
acres, has been sold. the Yankton In-
dians will be $1,000,000 richer.

WILL REDUCE WAGES.

DULUTH, Minn., Oct. 17.—Lumbermen
are preparing to make a sweeping cut in
the wages paid to woodsmen in Minne-
sota during the coming winter, and. it is

of them is yet fifteen years of age. The
other day while they were walking
ithrough a piece of heavy timber they

scared up a white-tailed deer, and al-
though the aunimal started on a dead
run, Miss Maloney, who was closest to the
animal, brought him down with a well
directed shot, which punctured the deer's
heart. The animal was one of the largest
ever killed in that part of the state. The
shot was an excellent one, for when the
girl fired the animal was at least 120
yards distant and traveling like a race
{.prxc, and she had to shoot quick to get
him,

She naturally is very proud of her
prowess with the rifle, and promises to
get another deer before the season closes
on Nov. 16. Miss Byrns has not yet had
a chance at a deer this season, but in-
tends to capture at least one.

goods and are buying goatskins, hides,
carpet wool, civet and ivory.

“Abyssinia, heretofore, has been cut
off from the outside world, but French
enterprise recently constructed a rail-
road and opened commerce to the
coast.

“I have been informed by the Abys-
sinian prime minister, Ilg, that the
emperor fully appreciates the aims and
purposes of the United States and the
reciprocal advantages of an exchange
of views. He is anxious to hasten my
movements and to secure an Abyssin~
fan exhibit for St. Louis. The African
sovereign has not before exhibited the
wonderful resources of his empire.

“The scientific plans of the expedi-
tion are important, as Abyssinia is the
habitat of many plants and animals
which may possibly be introduced into
the United States. I expect that
Abyssinian coffee - will be a particu-
larly suitable plant for Porto Rico.”

When Mr. Skinner was questioned
regarding the expedition of William
Ellis, of New York, to Abyssinia, he
said: 4

“Ellis’ interests are wholly of a pri-
vate nature, and we do not know any-
thing officially of his project. A num-
ber of private American expeditions
have been made to Abyssinia. The
government expedition has been con-
templated for a number of years and
has no relation with any private or
commercial enterprises. It is solely for
the general extension of the oppor-
tunities for American commerce.”
