18.—Coach
Kilpatrick, the holder of the world's
record for the half-mile run, is to keep

colleges next year. This is notwith-
standing the failure of Breitkreutz to
keep up in his classes and the gradua-
tion and professionalizing of Capt.
Keachie, who is now the assistant to
Mr. Kilpatrick in the manager’'s office,
at a salary of $600 a year.

Coach Kilpatrick, while out presum-
ably looking up football material last
summer, was chasing fast track men,
the fleetest of the graudates of the
high schools and academies of the
neighboring states. He was success-
ful. Probably his best “find” was
“Dutch” Liesel, of Davenport, Iowa,
whom Mr. Kilpatrick bengvolently as-
similated from the Grinnell college.
Kiesel has been the winner of the mile
and half-mile runs in the last four an-
nual interhighschool meets held under
Grinnell auspices, and he is predicted
as the coming star orf the West in
the distance runs.

Thirty candidates have reported for
fall training, called together by Coach
Kilpatrick. The material shows a
willingness to work that is surprising
for the autumnal season. Only five of
the thirty candidates are former Wis-
consin trackmen, and the new material
is declared to be better than the rem-
nant of veterans.

Capt. McEachron and Coach Kilpat-
rick are jubilant over their prospects,
and have set the men at work running
across the country for several miles
each afternoon, the purpose being to
develop framework which will be able
to stand the more severe and careful
training of the spring. During the win-
ter a series of indoor athletic meets
will be held, and it is planned to have
a schedule of midwinter dual meets,
incuding the Minnesota and Chicago
teams.

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ITALY'S KING AND
QUEEN GO HOME

They First Witness a Review of
Troops in Paris and Are
Lunchified.

skl

PARIS, Oct. 18.—King Victor Em-
manuel of Italy and his wife, Queen
Helena, heard mass early this morning
in the Italian chapel here, whither they
drove without escort. At 9 o'clock a
start was made for Vincennes to wit-
ness the military review. The streets
were not crowded, owing to the early
hour and a drizzling rain. Upon arriv-
ing at the review ground King Victor
Emmanuel mounted a horse and Queen
Helena took her place in President
Loubet’'s carriage, while Mme. Loubet
entered the richly decorated royal
stand, where, before the march passed,
she was joined by their majesties and
the French president. The party re-
turned to Paris by way of the boule-
vards amid the hearty cheering of the
people.

At 1 o'clock their majesties drove in
full state to the Elysee palace, where
an elaborate lunch was given; the
guests being all military or naval offi-
cials and including Commander Giles
B. Harber, the naval attache, and Capt.
T. Bentley Mott, the military attache
at the American embassy. King Victor
Emmanuel made a speech, expressing
his admiration for the French army
and recalling the days when it had
fought side by side with the soldiers
of Ttaly. President Loubet replied be-
fittingly. :

The king and queen left for Italy
from the Invalides railroad station at
3:25. They were accompanied to the
station by President and Mme. Loubet,
and along the route received demon-
strations from the crowd. King Victor
gave $10,000 for the poor of Paris and
$6,000 for indigent Italians.

ROYAL STATUES UNVEILED.

Memories of Emperor and Empress Fred-
erick Are Honored in Berlin.

BERLIN, Oct, 18.—The statues of Em-
peror and Empress Frederick, opposite the
Brandenburg gate, were unveiled today in
the presence of Emperor William and his
empress, the crown prince and other im-
perial personages and a large assemblage
of ministers, officers and officials. Their
majesties deposited wreaths at the bases
of both statues and then drove to the
castle, where lunch was served to the
members of the imperial family and their
foreign guests.

This statue of Emperor Frederick is the
first to be erected in Berlin, and is the
work of Bruett. Upon either side of it are
busts of Field Marshal Blumenthal and
Prof. Helmholz. The statue of the em-
press, which is done in white marble, is
by Herr Gerth and represents her wearing
a robe of ermine, a crown upon her head
and adorned with a sash of the Order of
the Black Eagle, in accordance with the
late empress’ own wishes.

After the repast Emperor William de-
livered an address in which he said he
believed that he would best perpetuate
the memory of his parents’ activity in
the past hy reading some sentences which
Councillor Hinzpeter had committed to
paper In grateful love and reverence
of the dead. Having read these extracts,
which referred to the tragic fate of Em-
ﬂeror Frederick and the sufferings of

is consort, the emperor eulogized the
life work. of his parents as
augury for the future of the empire ana
the dynasty. H majesty then called
upon his guests to empty their glasses in
silence to the memory of the dead.

FRENCH WILL LEGISLATE.

Session of Parliament Does Not Promise
Many Thrills.

PARIS, Oct. 18.—The reopening of par-
liament next Tuesday, after a vacation of
four months duration, excites little atten-
tion here, as there are few important issues
in sight. The Combes ministry, there is
no doubt, has a sufficient majority to re-
sist adverse votes. The main features of
the policy relating to schools and the re-
ligious orders have been carried out, A
number of interpellations, however, are
pending on the methods adopted by the
government in closing the religious estab-
lishments. It is the intention of the gov-
ernment to group the clerical interpella-
tions so that all phases of the matter be
discussed at the same time and that the
voting follow.

The principal business of the approach-
ing session will be the budget for 1904 and
the discusaion In the chamber of a bill
which already has passed the senate, re-
ducing the term of military service from
three to two years. The debate on the
budget in the chamber will begin Oct. 26.
The principal work of the senate will be
the consideration of a bill granting old
age pensions te workingmen.

Macedonians Nearly Suppressed.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oct. 18.—The
council of ministers has decided to t
£50,000 (Turkish) to rebuild villages and
alleviate the distress in Macedonia. In an
audjence held with the German ambassa-
“dor to Turkey, Baron von Bieberstein,
last Friday, the sultan said that the re-
bellion was almost entirely suppressed and
that Turkish troops were today meeting
witl; opposition only in the Djumbala dis-
trict.

Tidal Wave Strikes Steamer.

LONDON, Oct. 18.—The Cunard line
steamer Etruria, from New York; Oct.
10, which arrived at Liverpool today, re-
ports having been struck by a tidal wave
on the day she left New York. Several
persons were injured, including Mrs. W.
W. Hall, a saloon passenger, who had
her ankle fractured and her hip dislo-
cated. W, W. Hall, her husband, who
suffered with a weak heart, died on Oct.
15 from shock. <

Will Ponder for the Czar.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 18.—A spe-
cial commission, under the presidency of
the czar, has been formed to consider af-
fairs in the Far East. It includes the min-
isters of the interior, finance, foreign af-
fairs, war and navy and Viceroy Alexieff.
Other members will be nominated by the
czar. The commission will consider budg-
et proposals, measures to develop trade
and industry ar&proposed alterations in
laws. \

Not So Serlous.

PEKIN, Oct. 18.—The recent episode at
the British legation in Pekin, which has
been described as an attempt to blow up
the legation magazine during a military
ball, was in reality the robbery of cer-
tain ordnance stores, supposedly by Chi-
nese servants, who earried the gun fittings
and other portable articles away with
them but left the detonating apparatus
outside the magazine, apparently finding
difficulty in carrying it. the stolen
property has been recovered from junk
shops, where it was sold by thieves.

Sentenced for Killing a Banker.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 18.—A Turko-
Armenian has been condemned to ten
years at Moscow for the assassination
of a Russo-Armenian banker named Jan-
garoff, who failed to contribute 15,000
roubles to the Armenian national fund,
according to a promise made by him
when he was kidnaped in the Cawucasus.

TAND WITHDRAWALS

“ARE EXPLAINED

Commissioner Richards Re-
moves a Number of Popular
Misunderstandings.

—

WASHINGTON, D. C.,, Oct. 18.—
Commissioner Richards, of the gen-
eral land office, tonight gave put the
following statement regarding the
policy and practice of the land office
in the matter of the withdrawal of
public lands from settlement:

There seems to be a misapprehension
respecting the withdrawals of public land
from entry under certain of the land laws
and suspension of final action on certain
classes of entries already made. Gener-
ally speaking, the land was withdrawn
from entry in order to prevent its appro-
priation in a manner or for a purpose not
contemplated by law. ]

In case of a proposed forest reserve a
withdrawal is made of all the land that
will probably be included in its boundaries
in order to guard against speculative en-
tries made for the purpose of obtaining
lieu land.

Withdrawals under the irrigation act
are for the purpose of reserving the land
for homestead entries, the only kind per-
mitted by the act, and to prevent specula-
tive entries. Lands containing oil or
minerals are withdrawn from agricultural
entry as mineral lands, and are sold in
similar quantities and at higher prices
than larmlnf lands.

Occasionally certain areas are with-
drawn from entry under the desert land
law upon evidence that the lands are noy
arid land until productive without irriga-
tiotn, which can alone be taken under said
act,

Final action is often suspended upon
individual entries or a class of entries in
certain localities pending an investigation
as to whether or not there has been a
compliance with the requirements of the
law. There is no withdrawal of land in
this connection, nor any suspension of
the law nor interference with entries
properly made. In November, 1902, there
was such a suspension of final action upon
entries made under the timber and stone
act in Washington, Oregon and Califor-
nia. This suspension was made upon evi-
dence of collusive entries in these states
whereby individuals and corporations were
obtaining title to large areas of valuable
timber land, whereas the law provides
that the entry shall be made for the ex-
clusive use and benefit of the entryman.

That this action did not hinder nor inter-
fere with entries under this act is shown
by the fact that while there were 2,197
timber and stone entries made in the
states named during the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1902, there were 8,145 such en-
tries made in those states during the fiscal
year ended June 30, 1903, and of this §t-
ter number 3,544 entries were after Jan.
1, 1903, while the order of suspension was
in force, while but 2,197 such entries were
made in the entire fiscal year, 1902.

Ag fast as the entries in these states
can be examined all of those which
have been Hroperly made are passed to
patent, while the suspension continues
as to the others pending a hearinﬁ in the
local land office. No cancellation is made
upon report of a special agent until op-
portunityfor a hearing has been afforded
the entryman.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, Oct. 18.—Milwau-
kee's new revenue cutter will leave for
Cleveland, Ohio, tomorrow to take part
in the settlement of the international
dispute which has arisen between the
United States and Canada over the fish-
ing in Lake Erte. Orders to proceed to
that port and to report to the collector
of customs there have n received by
Capt. David A. Hall, of the Tuscarora.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, Oct. 17.—Collector
of Customs Charles F. Leach sald that
when the Tuscarora comes to this port
it will en e in determining the bound-
a.ryW line sggth at Ashtabula and Erie,
where American fisherinen have been
fired upon and their nets taken up be-
cause of alleged en chments
Canadian waters. The™; for the rev-
enue cutter’s trip to this vicinity is be-
cause she is better fitted out with of-
ficers and instruments to engage in such
work, and the resuit will probably be of
more value to the treasury department
than if undertaken by amateurs
or another city along the lakes.

Collector Leach had been informed of
the revenue cutter’s coming and has re-
ceived instructions from the secretary of
the treasury as to the conduct of the
work.
