INDUSTRIALS RECOVER
SOMEWHAT BETTER TONE OBTAINS

IN WALL.STREET.

There Is Great Activity In the Opening
Hour, but Prices Do Not Rise Ma-
terially Above Friday's Level—Then the
Market Falls Off and Becomes Irregular
and Hesitating.

NEW YORK, Oct. 17.—Yesterday's
sharp recovery in prices brought in alarge number of buying orders this morn-
ing and the stock market was very active
during the first hour, By the end of that
time it became very evident from the
narrow movement of prices that the de-
mand was being freely fed to take profits
on yesterday's rise. The bears there-
upon became less solicitious to cover
their short contracts and ceased to buy.
The sellers allowed prices to slip back
to about last night's close, at which
point there was a marked decrease in
the volume of business with the move-
ment of the market brought practically to
A standstill. The market for the rest of
the day waa somewhat hesitating and ir-
regular. •

An advance of about a point m Amal-
gamated Copper, United States Steel
preferred and Union Pacific had a re-
assuring effect and steadied the market,
but failed to lift it to a materially
higher level. A numebr of the indus-
trials which had suffered violent losses
during the week made sharp recovery
and the high-priced coalers were marked
up several points at a time on the pro-
fessed confidence that accumulations of
steam sizes of anthracite are being
worked off.

Bank Statement Is Favorable.

The bank statement was regarded as fa-
vorable. The further contraction in loans
is a satisfactory development and small
decline in cash reserves in face of the
apparent gain by the banks on the
week's currency movement is attributed
to possible withdrawals by the trust
companies. The market did not hold and
closed easy but dull. The week's de-
crease in bank clearings again centers in
New York, Philadelphia and Boston, due
apparently to the decline in speculation,
while the average for the rest of the
country shows an increase over last
year. Imports of merchandise at New
York for the week show a decrease of
$092,000 from last week, and of $1,624.-
--000 from the corresponding week of last
year. As bearing on the exchange situ-
ation thia showing marks an increase of
our power to draw on foreign centers
for money needs. '

The railroad bond market has not been
active at the stock exchange but prices
have been fairly well maintained and
banks and bond houses. report a rather
better business over the counter, with
some evidence of a growing- investment
demand. United States bonds on call
have been unchanged.
