MANY TAKE COURSE

Study Public
Schools Increases.

Industrial in-

In response to an inquiry from
Supt. Smith, Dr.” E. V. Robinson,
principal of the Central high school,
has prepared some interesting figures
as te the number- of pupils of that
school who  are. studying -what  are
designated as the “industrial”
s. This report indicates that
industrial training is appreciated and
that interest in the studies which
come under that head is growing.

The enrollment in the various classes
comprised under the head of industrial
work for the first semester of the cur-
rent school year is: Manual training,
221; domestic science, 128; mechani-
cal drawing, 106; free-hand drawing,
181. The total enroliment in the same
classes for the whole of last year was:
Manual training, 417; domestic science,
281: mechanical drawing, free-
hand drawing, 240. In many cases the
same pupils take two or more and in
Some cases all of the abowe studies.

Supt. Smith says that with the cus-
tomary proportion of growth for the
school year the classes of this year
will show a large and general increase
over those of last year. It will be seen
that in mechanical drawing the enroll-
ment of this year, although but two
months have passed, is already larger
than the total for all last year,

The figures for last year show that
the enrollment at the Central high
school under the industrial branches
was but little smaller than the total
enrollment of the Mechanic Arts high
school, which was 490.

In the Central high school there are
302 pupils this year who are studying
the business branches, as compared
with a total of 338 for all of last year.

The Central is now about filled to its
capacity in all departments.

In addition to the members of the
council, George E. Lennon, Vice Presi-

In fact, it- was reported yesterday
that the jury subpeoenas were being
prepared for immediate service, this
being for the purpose of heading off
any wanted individuals who might re-
gard a short sojourn out of the state
preferable to an uncomfortable stunt
in the grand jury room.

Says He ls Through Talking.

Assemblyman Schurmeier, the prin-
cipal in all the charges preferred up
to date, was about the city hall yes-
terday, but he declined to talk, saying
that he had told his story and would
have nothing more to say until called
upon by the grand jury.

West side institu-
tion, to secure temporary use of an al-
ley, which it has -already practically
squatted upon.

Moriarity Blocked the Deal.

Ald. Moriarity, who is a mem-
ber of the real estate firm of Moriarity
& Garlough, is agent for a small lot
adjoining the alley, which belongs to
the Fitzer estate. Acting for his clients
he vigorously objected and the com-
pany made the statement that his ob-
jections were actuated by the fact that
it would not buy -the lot for $3,000.
‘When the matter came before the
board the members refused to inter-
fere, telling the company and the
owhers to go.away .and settle their
differences and then come back. The
board was notified that it could not
give the use of the alley unless all the
abutting lot owners were satisfied.

EALIVENS SESSION
OF COUNTY BOARD

dignant Over Attitude of the
City Members.

County Commissioner James Powers
was the disturbing element at the
meeting of the county board yesterday.
He had the floor the greater portion of
the time taken up by the meeting, and
in his tirade against his fellow com-
missioners none escaped.

All attempts to quiet the member
from Mounds View were in vain, and
at different times four or five members
of the board were trying to talk at
the same time. Mr. Powers’ voice,
however, was stronger than the voices
of his colleagues, and the latter finally
gave way to him.

Mr. Powers had a number of griev-
ances and he had not finished telling
them several hours after the meeting
had adjourned.

The first trouble started when As-
sistant County Attorney O’Neill in-
formed the board of the effect the re-
cent decision of Judge Bunn would
have on road building in Ramsey coun-
ty. The court declared the 1903 road
law, under which the board has been
working, void, and Mr. O’Neill inform-
ed the commissioners that hereafter
they would have to do their road work
in an entirely different manner and
under the provisions of the general
law.

Under the law the board has no
right to make repairs on either town
or county roads, permanent improve-
ments upon county roads or the con-
struction of new county roads being
the only work for which the county
road and bridge fund might be ex-
pended.

The board was informed that it made
no difference what the board might
have done in the past, it would have
to comply with the law hereafter, and
any bills not provided for by the gen-
eral law would be turned down by the
legal department.

Under the ruling made by Judge
Bunn. the county has no power to ex-
pend money in repairing a washout on
a road or in any manner making tem-
porary repairs. >

Powers Would Defy the Law.

Commissioner Powers was wroth
when informed of the wide scope of the
court’s ruling.

“It {s about time we found where
we are at,” shouted Mr. Powers, as he
pounded his fist upon the table. “We
can do so by ordering a man to go
ahead and repair a washout and then
test the legality of such action in the
courts.

“All of this talk about it being the
duty of the town commissioners to re-
pair the town roads is bosh. The town
commissioners have no money with
which to make such repairs. What
does it cost us to keep our roads in
repair? It costs us $15,000 or $20,000
per year, and we have more than 200
miles of road to look after. Still the
people howl about the cost of the coun-
ty roads. They do not stop to think of’
the cost of keeping this court house:
and city hall clean. Why don’t they
turn their attention to the joint com-
mission .of this building, which is ex-
pending $30,000 or $40,000 every year
to keep this building clean? Then it is
not kept clean. .

“The howl goes up that the two
country members of the county board
spend all of the road and bridge fund.
I am getting tired of such talk. It is
about time we went ahead and kept our
roads in good repair, law or no law.”

Mr. Powers was so excited by this
time that no further interruptions were
offered, and after a few more remarks
he resumed his seat. e

Commissioner Powers was anxious
that the repairs on the West Town
road be made and he made a motion
that the matter be referred to the com=*
mittee on roads, with power to act.

Commissioner Pottgieser was will-
ing that the matter be referred to the
committee, but he did not favor giv-
ing- the committee power to act. Af-
ter some discussion, Mr. Power's mo-
tion was put to-a vote and lost, tha
vote being 3 to 3, with Pott-
gieser, Seng and Gray voting in the
negative. Mr. Powers later secured an
appropriation of $200 for both West
Town road and Cleveland avenue.

His Indignation Again Aroused.

More trouble was started when Com-
missioner Powers endeavored to have
the board appropriate enough money
for three culverts, two on Victoria and
one at the west end of Long Lake. On
his proposition the vote was again

to 3, and Mr. Powers waxed warm.

“You city commissioners act as it
you thought the country members
were thieves,” said Mr. Powers, point-
ing his finger at the city members.
“You fellows expend thousands of doi-
lars, but you are afraid to trust us
with $50 or $60 with which to build a
culvert.”

“Nobody called you thieves,”
Comissioner Pottgieser,

“I have been given authority to con-
struct one culvert,” said Mr. Powers,
“but I will relinquish the right. If I
can't be trusted to build one I can’t
be trusted to build another.”

At this point Assistant County At-
torney O'Neill found time to inform
the comissioners that hereafter when
they went out to look at county roads
that they would have to ga at their
own expense. With the 1903 law
knocked out, there is no provision for
carriage hire for the commissioners,

BOARD MAKES XCT
- VALUATION FIGURES

With Exemptions Deducted the
Taxable Proportion Will Be
Abeut $133,000,000.

Exact figures of the assessment of
1803, as adjusted by the state board of
equalization, show a total assessed
valuation of personal property for the
state of $156,583,197, which is not far
from State Auditor Iverson's off-hand
estimate of $157,040,000 at the time the
board completed its business. There-
fore, Mr. Iverson’s calculations upon a
total of real and personal property
valuation of $781,000,000, and a state
tax levy of $781,0086 will not be ma-
terially changed.

-With a total assessed personal prop-
erty valuation of $156,583,197. and the
usual preportion of exemptions, there
will be left, after the deduction of ex-
emptions, a taxable valuation of ap-
proximately $133,000,000. for the year.

GIVES NEW OPINION

Attorney General Says State
Should Pay for Horses Killed.

What the state may do in the way of
remunreation for horses killed by order
of the state livestock sanitary board
because of glanders is a question not
vet clearly settled by the legal de-
partment, although in the course of
the past six months that office has is-
sued three different epinions on the
subjeet.

The latest of these opinions is from
Attorney General Douglas, and was
given yesterday to the state auditor.
It relates directly to a elaim of John
Walker, who was the owner af a horse
killed some time ago by order of the
state livestock sanitary board. Dis-
cussing the law of 1903, Mr. Douglas
says, that in his judgment, the pro-
vision that in the appraisal of an ani-
mal affected by tuberculosis or gland-
ers, “the fact that such animal was
affected by tuberculosis or glanders
shall not be taken Into consideration,”
is not constitutional. v

He suggests that since the livestock
sanitary *board has adopted a policy
whereby an animal may not be ap-
praised at an amount to exceed three=

+{ fourths of its value, and that the dis-

eased condition of the animal ‘must be
taken into” consideration, it would be
legally safe to pay such bills as are
approved by the  beard.

This opinion is the outcome of a
conference between Attorney General
Douglas and John Day Smith, attor-
ney for the livestock sanitary board,
and iIs a modification of former opin-
ions from the state legal department
on the same subject. Heretdfore the
position of the department has been
that the law providing for remunera-
tion of owners of horses killed for
glanders was unconstitutional and In-
valid. .

Minneapolis Educator Comes
Afoot to St. Paul.

“I have seen almost all the large
cities in the world, but I have never
yet seen one which excels St. Paul in
beautiful natural surroundings. They
are simply grand,” said Prof. Swen
Oftedal, of gsAugsburg Norwegian
Lutheran @blogical seminary, of
Minneapolis, yesterday afternoon as he
sat in one of the parlors of the Com-
mercial club recuperating from a tramp
from Minneapeolis to St. Paul.

Although now sixty years of age,
Prof. Oftedal, who has been a resident
of Minneapolis for the past thirty years
and who was one of the founders of
Augsburg seminary, walked the entire
distance from the seminary in Min-
neapolis, at Twenty-first avenue and
Eighth street, to the Commercial club,
and arrived feéeling fresh and vigorous.
He was accompanied by his son, A.
Oftedal, a sturdy young man of twen-
ty-five, whom he succeeded in tiring
before they completed their tramp.

The two walked around by the way
of the government dams at the end of
Marshall avenue, and in on Summit
avenue, visiting a good portion of the
hill section. “Although I have lived in
Minneapolis for thirty vears, I never
before knew the beauties of St. Paul,”
said Prof. Oftedal, “and if this weather
continues- I am firmly determined to
take several more tramps similar to
the one I made today and see more of
the city.

“I have come to St. Paul frequently
on the cars and spent a short time in
the business section, but I never had
time to enjoy the beauties with which
nature had endowed the city. They
say Prague is one of. the most beauti-
ful cities in the world, but, barring the
artificial beautifications with which its
hills have been covered during the
past centuries, it does not begin to
compare . in' picturesqueness with St.
Paul.

“Vienna is one of the most beautiful
cities in Iurope, and the Danube,
which runs through its limits, is one
of the grandest rivers in the old coun-
try, but there is no comparison, al-
though centuries of culture have
adorned the banks of that great river
with works of art of every kind. The
Danube has not the grand, massive
banks which the Mississippi has, and
her banks are not the picturesque
works of nature’s most beatiful art
which those along our river are,

“St. Paul Is unusually endowed by
nature, and steps should be taken to
maintain as many of the beautiful
spots about the city as possible in their
present native wildness. Nature is far
more beautiful than artificial adorn-
ment. Berlin is a beautiful city, but it
i1s all artificial. Of course, it had to be
80, for it was ‘built en a sand plain.
Paris is the only city in Europe where
there is a great deal of nature. They
have some immense groves there still
in their native wildness, and thousands
of people enjoy them daily.”

LOSES DAMAGE CASE
AGAINST RAILROAD

Court Rules That Roads Do Not Have
to Use Safest Appliances.

In an opinion handed down ye
day in the United States circuit court
of appeals in the case of Eva 1. Briggs
against the Chicago & North-Western
Railroad company, the decree of the
lower court in favor of the defendant Is
sustained.

Sult was brought by Mrs. Briggs in

ter-

the federal court in North Dakota
against the Chicago & North-Western
for damages arising out of the death of
her husband, who was 4a locomotive
fireman on a train which was wrecked
by running into a herd of cattle. Briggs
was killed and the wife sued for dam-
ages, alleging that the engine was not
equipped with a proper pilot.

It was shown that the long pilot which
had been on the engine had been re-
placed by a stub pilot, but the change
was made in order that the company
might comply with a law requiring
engines to be equipped with coupling

attachments at the front.

The lower court held that the com-
pany was not compelled to use the very
safest appliances so long as they were
“reasonably safe,” and the jury was
directed to return a verdict for the de-
fendant company.,

The lower court is upheld in its con-
tentions by the opinion of the court of
appeals filed yesterday.
