CITY OFFICIALS
BECOME UNEASY

Discovery That They Have Been
Violating the Law Worries

Them.

It was something: of a shock to a
dumber of leading city officials of Min-
neapolis, who are also business men of
good standing, to. learn yesterday from
The Globe that they have been vio-
lating section 666 of the general stat-
utes of Minnesota, which makes it a
crime punishable by imprisonment for
a city official to be interested in any
sale, contract or lease with the city.
Some of them pleaded ignorance of the
law and others were inclined tq ques-
tion whether the section is applicable,
since supplies and material furnished
by the city have come from firms andcorporations of which they are mem-
bers, and not from themselves individ-
ually.

It appears that they have also been
violating chapter 3, section 25, of thecity charter, which reads:

"No alderman or other officer or em-
ploye shall be a party to or Interested
in any job or contract with the city, or
either of the wards thereof, and anycontract in which any alderman or
other officer or employe shall be so in-
terested shall be null and void, and In
case any money shall have been paid on
such contract the amount so paid may
be recovered by a joint or several ac-
tion from the parties to such contract,
and the alderman or other officer or
employe interested."

.While some of the aldermen and
members of the board were inclined to
make light of the probability that they
had made themselves liable to impris-
onment by their business transactions
•with the city, it is likely that they willregard the possibility of the enforce-
ment of the charter provision as moreof a probability, since their business
rivals may use it to shut them off fromtrade with the city.

Several members of boards talk seri-
ously of resigning if it is held that they
cannot hold office and do business withthe city.

The matter has at least stirred up adiscussion that is likely to cause an
effort to amend the charter, and per-
haps the statutes so as to simply debarofficials as individuals and not thefirms of which they are members fromgetting slices of the city's patronage.

through the winter, will this year lay
idle with the exception of a few men who
will be kept busy sinking a new shaft.

At the Kanawa, which Is also an un-derground mine, and in operation for the
past three years, the ore has given out.
All machinery will be taken out and themine will be abandoned.

One-half of the force has been dis-
missed at the Longyear mine and the
property will be worked now days only,
with a single shift, who will stockpile
through the winter.

The Pettit mine has suspended ship-
ments until damage she sustained by the
recent fire has been repaired and will
probably ship but little more ore this
season. This mine has had an unfortu-
nate experience since being opened up.
The first shaft after being sunk about
forty feet struck quicksand and had to
be abandoned. It has been flooded with
water a number of times, and last spring
the power house was burned shortly after
new boilers had been installed.

The two-year-old Grant mine will lay
idle until next spring. It has a stock-
pile containing 40,000 tons of ore on hand
ready for next season's shipment.

Open pit mines that will close for the
season are the Morrow, Leetina, Croxton
and Winifred.

Most of the other mines are dropping
off rapidly, with prospects of an early
shutdown.

GRIME IS STRANGE
Young Woman Is Murdered and

Authorities Are Baffled.

ALLENTOWN, Pa., Oct. 27.—Mabel
H. Bechtel, aged twenty-one years, was
murdered last night and her body
placed In an underground alley adjoin-
ing her home, where it was found to-
day by her mother. Her skull was
crushed, but there were no other
marks of violence on the body. MissBechtel went driving yesterday morn-ing with David Weisenberg, and thatwas the last time she was seen alive.

Mrs. Bechtel, mother of the mur-
dered girl, was aroused early this
morning by the barking of dogs. .Upon
looking out of her bedroom window
she saw two men carry an object froma carriage and place it in the under-
ground alley. She made no investiga-
tion, but upon arising this morning she
found her daughter's shoes, hat and
coat in the dining room. Later thebody of Miss Bechtel was found in thealley.

The police are mystified. That it isa case of homicide is undoubted, butwho did it and when and why are stillunsolved questions. Chief Eastmanhas put the entire police force at work
assisted by other detectives, but up to
a late hour tonight they are baffled.

Alfred Einstein, one of the girl's
lovers to whom she was engaged, and
whose engagement ring was found ir.
her pocket, today proved that he had
not seen the girl since Sunday evening
and he accounts satisfactorily for allhis movements. Members of the Bechtelhousehold, especially the girl's four
brothers, were also under suspicion
but they have cleared themselves to
the satisfaction of the authorities.

David Weisenberg, of South Bethle-
hem, with whom Miss Bechtel went j
driving yesterday, left for Newark, N.J., this morning, his parents say, andthither detectives have gone. Weisen- j
berg was in a theater in this city last
night and then left for home. Thegirl was not with him at the time. Itwas two hours later that the girl's
mother saw her body being carried
from a carriage near the house.

The post mortem examination today re-
veals that the girl's skull was crushedby a blunt instrument, probably a heavy
cane, the nose was broken, the frontal
bone crushed and shattered and the crown
battered in. Mingling with clotted blood
in her hair were ashes and bits of wood,
as though she had fallen in a street oran alley when struck. The contents of
the stomach are being analyzed. The po-
lice have found no trace of the horses orcarriage said by Mrs. Bechtel to have been
used in carrying the girl home.

From the appearance of the body and
the clothing the girl had been assaultedand had been unclad when the assaultwas made. Some of her clothing had
been placed about her, the remainderhaving been laid in the dining room whenthe body was placed in the underground
alley.

NEW YORK, Oct. 27.—A well dressed,
good-looking young man, who said he is
David Weisenberg, asked the police atheadquarters tonight if they were look-ing for him. The chief of police of Al-
lentown, Pa., was communicated with by
telephone and replied asking that Weisen-
berg be detained until one of his men whowas in Newark looking for Weisenberg
could'go to New York to take charge of
him. Weisenberg told the police that hewas innocent of murder and that he knew
nothing of it until he read the account in
the afternoon papers.

Weisenberg said he left Allentown on
the. 21. o'clock train last night. He did
not say when he was last with Miss
Bechtel, but he declared that she was in
perfect health when he did see her last.

Changes Diplomatic.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Oct. 27.—Signor
Mayor dcs Planches, the Italian ambas-
sador, is expected back In Washington in
December.
