URUGUAYAN POLICE
KILL BRAZILIANS

Santa Ana Citizens Shot Down

In Attempt to Rescue

• Arrested Man.

MONTEVIDEO, Uruguay, Nov. 5.—
A serious combat has taken place on
the Brazilian frontier between the
Uruguayan police and Brazilians. Sev-
eral persons were killed and a number
wounded.

The Uruguayan police arrested a man
named Gentil Oomez at Riviera. Resi-
dents of Santa Ana Dolivramento
therupon crossed the boundary line

and made an attack.
According to official dispatches from

Riviera, the mayor of Santa Ana, who
is a brother of Gomez, demanded his
surrender. The executive of Riviera
refused the mayor's request, where-
upon that official arrived at the fron-
tier with a regiment of cavalry and
numerous armed persons.

The Uruguayan consul at Santa Ana
telegraphed that a mob had stoned the
consulate.

Later telegrams say that the Brazil-
ians opened fire upon Uruguayans, kill-
ing four persons and wounding several
others. Finally the executive of Rivie-
ra announced that his own soldiers
charged vvith the custody of Gomez
had gone off to Brazil with the pris-
oners.

The government directed the Uru-
guayan minister at Rio Janeiro to pro-
test against the proceedings of the
Brazilian authorities and has received
a reply from the Brazilian minister of
foreign affairs, saying he laments the
difficulty and will investigate at once.

PROF. MOMMSEN BURIED.

Emperor William Sends Crown Prince

BERLIN, Nov. s.—The funeral of
Prof. Mommsen, the historian, took
place today. A great number of
scholars, ambassadors, cabinet min-
isters ana foreign delegates were pres-
ent. The Crown Prince Frederick Wil-
liam represented the emperor.

The services were held at the Em-
peror William Memorial church. The
emperor sent a bouquet of chrysanthe-
mums and palms which the crown
prince laid at the head of the bier.

Prof. Mommsen's children, of whom
twelve of the sixteen are living, oc-
cupied the chancel with the grand-
children. Frau Mommsen, the widow,
was too ill to attend.

Among the cabinet ministers present
were Secretary of the Interior yon
Posadowsky-Wehner, Minister of Com-
merce Moeller, Minister of Instruction
Studt and Minister of Agriculture yon
Podbielski. The burgomasters of Ber-
lin and Charlottenberg, hundreds of
university professors, literary men and
artists and delegations from the
Vienna, Leipsic and other universities
were among the congregation. The
octogenarian artist Menzel, one of the
few surviving contemporaries of Mom-
msen's early manhood, occupied a front
seat.

The corps of students in mediaeval
uniforms of striking colors with gold-
fringed banners emblazoned with the
corps insignia, stood in the background
around the walls of the church.

Prof. Hai nack, who was appointed in
Prof. Mommsen's will to be the only
speaker at the historian's funeral, pro-
nounced the eulogy preceding his dis-
course with reading the nintieth
Psalm, and the choir sang hymns.
With these exceptions the services
were not of a religious character.

The funeral procession to Trinity
churchyard passed between crowds of
people standing bareheaded. A royal
carriage followed the hearse, but It
was empty, the crown prince having
been driven to the palace immediate-
ly after the services.

HICKS-BEACH ANSWERS.

Denies Chamberlain's Claim That
British Trade Is Decaying.

MANCHESTER, Eng., Nov. s.—Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, formerly chan-
cellor of the exchequer, addressing a
meeting of business men here today,
said retaliation was a method of deal-ing with unfair competition. He
therefore would not deal with that
part of the present fiscal controversy.
The great question was whether the
guiding principle of the customs tariff
should be free imports or protection.
He rebutted Joseph Chamberlain's
claims that British trade was decaying.
The total amount of the trade of
Great Britain had increased, he said,
and the growth of Imports was evt-
dence of the increasing wealth of the
country. Nothing could be worse for
British industry, Sir Michael added,
than an attempt to make imports
dearer.

Alluding to Mr. Chamberlain's char-
acterization of the leaders of the free
food party as "little Englanders," Sir
Michael said he was a wider imperial-
ist than Mr. Chamberlain. He had
preached the doctrine of a permanent
union of the empire in England and
Canada thirty and forty years ago.
"'when Mr. Chamberlain's policies did
not extend beyond Birmingham."

The speaker further said that he re-
fused to accept Mr. Chamberlain's pol-
icy, which, he believed, would injure
the United Kingdom and substitute
for the existing good will friction be-
tween Great Britain and her colonies.
He was not a "little Englander," but,
on the contrary, he considered the wel-
fare of the empire as a whole.

OBJECT TO SANITARIUM.

Residents of Island of Capri Aroused
by Prof. Yon Behring.

ROME, Nov. s.—The residents of the
island of Capri are indignantly pro-
testing against the plan of Prof, yon

Behring to transform the villa which
he bought from the family of the late
Herr Krupp, the famous gunmaker of
Essen, into a laboratory for the manu-
facture of an anti-diphtheric serum and
a sanatarium for the treatment of peo-
ple affected with tuberculosis. The
people of Capri say that it would in-
jure the reputation of the island, which
depends for its revenues almost en-
tirely on foreign visitors. They have
interested several members of the
chamber of deputies in their protest
and hope to be able to prevent the
carrying out of Prof.. yon Behring's
project.

AFTER MAJ. WONG'S HEAD.

Russia Again Demands Execution of
Chinese Officer.

PEKIN, Nov. s.—Paul Lessar, the
Russian minister to China, has repeat-
ed the demands of Russia for the ex-
ecution of Maj. Wong, who recently de-
capitated a noted brigand in Russian
employ, and the dismissal of Yuen, the
taoai of Moukden, who is Wong's su-
perior officer. The Chinese officials
here are unable to say whether Russia
proposes to withdraw her troops from
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MQUkdexj a&d,r£lea«S^the Tartar gen-
eral of thai cj*y, now held in custody

In his yamen if the,se demands are
granted.

Minister Lessar has* informed the of-
ficials of the Chinese foreign office that
he is surprised that they should con-
sider Russia's action in this matter
high-handed: In view of the circum-
stances he jpcmgjders it was lenient. The
Russians think the execution without
tria*'6£*he'-brlga-nd who was acting as
chief of an irregular force of Russian
police will be part ojf China's policy to
"terrorlfee the Chinese so as to prevent
them frcnn entering the military em-
ploy of Russia in Manchuria,

The brigand whose execution, caused
the trouble referred to was accused of
many crimes against the Chinese.

Recently the Russians acceded to
China's demands for his surrender,
whereupon he was promptly de-
capitated.

When this became'ioapwn Russia de-
manded the ex§£ uiifetf' of the officer
who ordered the£-kiHj£njfiof the bandit,
giving as an alternative the seizure of
Moukden within five da#s. The Chinese
offered to banish thef-orocer and to re-
move Taotai Yuen frti&a office. Nego-

tiations were in fe'progress when
Moukden was occup^ie% by the Rus-
sians.

MURDERER IS IDENTIFIED.
London Police Locate liodging Place of

-Armenian i alassin.
LONDON, Nov. 5.- -rifle police have

located the lodging p et& up to Oct. 24
of Gorgie Yangie, th \u25ba .murderer of the
two Armenian delega^ftf -to the revolu-
tionary convention yesterday, and who
committed suicide immediately after-
wards, and they are satisfied that he
was identical with the murderer of
Sagatel Sagouni, president of the Ar-
menian revolutionary society in Lon-
don. It is not known where he lived
since Oct. 24, when he left his lodg-
ings after notifying the landlord that
he did not want his room any longer.

This was two days before the first
murder was committed.

All the members of the Hentchak-
ist society are in a state of great

alarm. They are satisfied that their
enemies, the Alfarists, will appoint a
successor to carry on the work of ex-
termination of the Hentchakist lead-
ers. The_ members of. the Hentchakist
society reiterate that .the murderer
was sent here from the United States
and that he was especially selected
on account of his good marksman-
ship.

dispatched to Mukden by the dowager
empress with instructions to investi-
gate affairs there and if possible to
arrange a settlement with the Russians
did not go any further than Tien-tsin,
which he reached yesterday evening.
It is now considered doubtful whether
he will go to Mukden at all.

The Chinese are more enraged at
the Russian proceedings at Mukden
than they have been by any events
since the capture of Pekin. Some of
the hot-headed members of the council
have advised the dowager empress to
declare war on Russia and send
troops to release the Tartar general,
whose detention at Mukden, growing
out of the decapitation of the Chinese
bandit who had enlisted in the Russian
service but who fell into the hands of
the Chinese after the Russians had
evacuated Mukden, wounds Chinese
susceptibilities, since it is considered
to be not only an insult to a high offi-
cial but as insulting to the Chinese
government it: If. Better informed
officials, however, realize the helpless-
ness of China and the madness of at-
tempting to go to war with Russia.
Their counsels have hitherto prevailed,
though there is much baseless war talk
in the native press and among the
younger Chinese officials.

Vatican Exhibits for World's Fair.
ROME, Nov. 5.—William E. Curtis

was received In private audience by the
pope today at the Vatican, and extend-
ed his holiness an invitation to send a
distinguished ecclesiastic as the com-
missioner of the holy see to the St.
Louis exposition, besides an exhibit of
the treasures of the Vatican. The pope,
in reply, said he was greatly pleased
with the compliment paid him, and
added that he would do all possible to
comply with the requests contained in
the invitation, both regarding the Vat-
ican exhibit and sending a representa-
tive to St. Louis.

His holiness said: "I accept the in-
vitation with gratitude, and charge you
to express our appreciation of the
thoughtfulness of including the holy
see among the other nations invited."

Debate Repeal of Falloux Law.
PARIS, Nov. s.—Debate on the prop-

osition to repeal the Falloux law, which
would result in creating a state mo-
nopoly of educational institutions, was
begun in the senate today.

There was a full attendance of sen-
ators and the galleries were crowded.
The principal feature of the debate
was the opposition of M. Dupuy, ex-
president of the council, who said that
the repeal of the law would be a seri-
ous infringement of the principle of
liberty. The debate was not concluded.

In the chamber of deputies the de-
bate on the budget was made the oc-
casion for a vote onithe suppression- of
crucifixes and other religious emblems
in courts of justice.

Cuban National Lottery Bill Up.
HAVANA,Nov. s.—The senate today

took up the national lottery bill and
passed the first article. It is believed
that the bill will pass both houses of
congress, but majorities in its favor
will not be sufficient to override the
certain veto of President Palma.

The Cuban lottery bill was suggested
as a substitute for the taxes levied on
sugar, tobacco, liquors and matches,
under the new soldiers' pay law. Dur-
ing the last session of congress Presi-
dent Palma "tEeclared his intention of
vetoing the bill, should its advocates
succeed in passing it.

Methodists Reject Financial Plans.
KANSAS CITY, Mo., Nov. s.—The
