RELIGIOUS ANNOUNCEMENTS.

SUN SPOTS, THEIR CAUSE and NATURE
Written by O. T.. Denny lor The r.i«K».

THE recent manifestation of "spot-
tedaess" on the sun, and the wide
attention attracted thereby, lead

us to torn fron> the planets to consider
briefly these supposed freaks in old
Sol.

It most not be supposed, as many of
our people and even some writers do,
that there is anything new or unusual
in the numerous spots seen upon the
sun. In fact, dark-looking spots may-
be" seen at almost any time; though, of
course, there are periods when for
days, or weeks, there are few or more.
But. at other times they are so much
more numerous that they excite con-
siderable surprise. It is not. possible,
in this brief article, to consider 'at
length the questions as to what sun-
spots are. So little is definitely known
of their cause and nature, and so many
conflicting theories have been advanc-
ed, that the student is rather perplexed
than enlightened. It is far easier, then,
to concern ourselves with their occur-
rence and the. attendant phenomena;
trusting 1 that the progress of inquiry
will not be checked till the problem
has been fullysolved.

The spots which observers have late-
ly seen are perhaps not greatly differ-
ent in size, character and motion from
those which have often been observed
before. They are frequently so distinct
that they cm. be seen--with the eye
alone-by looking through smoked gkiss,
or through a dense fog or haze: or by
looking at the sun just before setting,
when its rays must pass through so
much of our atmosphere as to lose their
excessive brightness.

Long years of observation have es-
tablished the fact that although spots
may be found at almost any time, yet
there are periods, somewhat regular,
when large numbers of them may be
found, and other periods when few or
none are found. These are the maxi-
mum and minimum periods so fre-
quently referred to. The time from a
maximum to 3. minimum period Is
about five or six years; and from
maximum to minimum again is about
twice that time; or, more accurately,
about eleven and one-tenth years.
However, the maxima are somewhat
variable, both in time and In number
of sunspots. Former maxima occurred
about 1882 and 1893. Ifthe above pe-
riod is correctly given it would seem
that the present display is either a
"little too previous," or else it has not
yet reached its full magnitude, which
may be expected in 1904.

During a maximum period the num-
ber of spots may be as great as twen-
ty-five or fifty at one time. These
spots may be of all sizes and degrees
of development, some just forming,
some at their highest development, and
some fading away. There is a tendency
to exist in groups, closely related; the
groups sometimes combining into one
or two spots, or scattering Into more.
For some time before a spot appears
there may be a more or less active dis-
turbance of the surface at the place
where the spot "expects to break out."
The formation is, however, sometimes
more sudden and without much warn-
ing.

The duration of spots is subject to
great variation. Some last, perhaps,
only a few hours, some for days, and
some even for months. The great spot

According to the best authority—

which is a delicate way of intimating

that somebody is afraid of getting
hurt, if it became known that he let
out the secret —the anthem was left to
the civil service commission as a legacy
by the Hon. William Dudley Foulke —
"our Dudley," as he is proudly and fa-
miliarly called in Washington—who
resigned his office some months ago In
order to tighten the .Indiana cinch of
the Republican presidential saddle. As
a matter of fact, the announcement of
Mr. Foulke'a authorship of the "Song

of the C. S. C." should not occasion
even a ripple of surprise.

It iftrue that many of the former
commissioner's contributions to con-
temporaneous literature have been of
the prose variety and of a serious na-
ture, one of them being a somewhat
pretentious booklet dealing with the
present vexatious general mix-up in
Manchuria; but Mr. Foulke is better
mown to the general public as th<»
possessor of a fund of general wit and
snappy humor that is conceded to
make the late lamented Joe Millei
sound like a false alarm, and as the
wielder ot an automatic self-filling

fountain pen, which he tips with honey
or venom at will.

Almost all of Mr. Foulke's moments
of relaxation and recreation from his
arduous duties as a member of the

civil service commission were devoted
to the discomfiture and undoing of such
critics of that body as be considered
worthy of his ink and steel. It waa
Mr. Foulke who trifled with the dig-
nity of a United States senator at tht
last seseloß of congress, just as hih
friend.former Commissioner, now Presi-
dent, Roosevelt did some years ago,

and it was Mr. Foulke who dammed a
torrent of abusive eloquence from the
pen of an irate Virginia editor with th«
now famous remark that his critic ar-
gued like the man who defined a crab
as "a small red fish that walks back-
ward." It is true that the editor, in a
final letter, rude in tone and chary of
words, insisted that a small red fish
that went the wrong way had nothing

to do with the administration of the

of 1840-1 lasted for eighteen months.
No other recorded spot has shown such
longevity. Of course, the long-lived
spots cannot be seen continuously, for
since the sun rotates on its axis in a
little less than four weeks and carries
Its spots and other features with it, it
follows that for half of the time they
are hidden from view of the earth. It
ts quite interesting to watGh them as
they gradually fade, out of view at one
edge at the sun, and-tben reappear or-
"rise" again about two weeks, later at
the other edge. Some of the spots end
their career and fade away while we
watch them; others die while on the
other side of the sun and-never make a
reappearance. And doubtless some
make their debut and then exit wholly
on the other side, and we never have
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opportunity to behold their brief glory.
It must not be supposed that there

are any "hard and fast" boundaries be-
tween the maxima and the minima, or
that they terminatg or begin abruptly.
It is rather a gradual transition just as
autumn gradually expires in the arms
ofwinter, or winter glides imperceptibly
into spring. It is a curious fact that as
a maximum period bogins the spots ap-
pear on either side of the sun's equa-
tor at a distance of 30 degrees or more,
and gradually move toward the equa-
tor, which, however, they rarely reach,
being lost in most cases at about 5
degrees on each side. It may be said
then that spots are confined to zones
extending from 5 to 40 degrees. on
either side of the equator, and that a
narrow belt at the equator has few or
none, while in the wide regions beyond

40 degrees spots never make their ap-
pearance.

Perhaps the most remarkable thing
connected with the periodicity of sun
spots, and the one in which we feel
most interest, is their apparent con-
nection with phenomena on -our own
earth. It has been observed in the
last few weeks, and the same thing
has happened before, that when there
is the greatest disturbance on the sun
there is likewise the greatest electrical
disturbance on the earth. This dis-

civil service laws, but Mr. Foulke's ad-
mirers and friends took this as a con-
fession of weakness on the critic's part,
and as no high-class argument any-
how.

In the brief interval when Mr.
Foulke was not transacting business
nor writing letters, he was thinking
up ways and means to extend the pow-
ers of the commission. He was the
moving spirit in the blanketing scheme
which resulted in general orders from
President Roosevelt placing the entire
rural free delivery service, with its
thousands of employes, under the civil
service, and celebrated this achieve-
ment by twisting a somewhat familiar
advertising catch-phrase into the ag-
gressive announcement: "Anybody!
Everybody! Everybody! Anybody!
Get examined by the civil service
man."

Mr. Foulke was also the inventor and
elaborator of the extended registry
system now in use, which has made
the commission similar to an employ-
ment agency on a gigantic scale, with
ability to furnish from its eligible list
men and women capable of filling any
Job under the sun, including a selected
assortment of mechanics, interpreters,
snake catchers, nurses, anthropologists,
physicians, hodcarriers, lawyers,
bricklayers, brass finishers and ordi-
nary government clerks.

In view of the many instances in
which Mr. Foulke evinced his versatil-
ity and talent, the "Song of the C. S.
C." hadn't been out very long before it
was generally understood that he was
the author. And the song' itself, ex-
pressing, as it does, all the ends, alms
and desires of the commission and
jinglingthrough its seventeen stanzas
to a mighty catchy air—Mr. Foulke
hasn't been accused of writing the mu-
sic—has made a great hit with the em-
ployes of that particular branch of the
government service.

A Washington citizen heard about
the song some days, ago and decided
to procure a copy. His visit to head-

the aurora borealis, electrical storms,
and the very remarkable disturbance
of electrical apparatus, magnetic in-
struments, etc. The presence of large
quantities of electricity on wires, so i

that the wires could be operated !
through long distances, as has recent- I
iy been done, without the aid of local |
currents, is by no means new. It has Jhappened again and again. Carring- !ton, Sporer and Wolf have collected *so much data bearing on this subject
as to leave no doubt that not only
are sun spots variable in a .period of
a little over eleven years, but that
electrical phenomena on earth, au-
roral displays, etc., have a similar
period. Perhaps it follows, then, that
the one is the cause of the other—the
greater of the less. If so, we have
here another bond or ties between the
earth and the sun. We have long been,
accustomed to look upon the sun as:
the source, not only of heat and light,
but also of nearly all ordinary forms |
of terrestrial energy. We begin to
see in it also a vast store house of
electrical energy, capable of affecting
us at the distance of 93,000,000 miles.
Is it too much to say, then, that when
we shall have exhausted our present
wealth of energy, as stored up in for-
ests and coal fields, we snail also have
found some means to take from the '
sun some of its inexhaustible supplies i
of electrical energy ajid" reduce them'to
our own uses? Have we not, in a'
measure, already accomplished this in
the operation, temporarily, of lines by
means of atmospheric electricity,whose
supply is dependent upon action in
the sun?

We ought also now to be in a posi-
tion to venture a guess at the prob-
able cause of sun spots. Since their
influence upon the earth is so largely
electrical, may we not justly suppose
that they are themselves electrical dis-
turbances in the atmosphere, or photo-

sphere of the sun? Perhaps they are
in part vast cyclones that travel over
the surface of the sun. somewhat as
our cyclone storms move here; and It
is well known that these have an elec-
trical character. Younpr, who Is per-
haps the foremost student of the sun.
in this country, thinks the spots are
probably eruptions, no doubt more or
less electrical in character; and Faye
says distinctly that they are extensive
cyclonic storms.

It seems hardly justifiable now to
carry the relation so far as to make
terrestrial rainfall, variable weather, I
etc., depended upon sun spots. There 1

ate those who believe that the climate '
of the earth, at least so far as rainfall 1
Is concerned, is likewise subject to a 4
periodicity of about eleven years. TheyS
point to old lake beds in Minnesota]
and the Dakotas, which are alternately":
dry or covered with wator. and claim
that the period varies "fcTth the sun-
spot period. It is sufficient now to say
that scientific men have been able to
determine no such relation with any
