POPE PILS HOLDS
HIS FIRST CONSISTORY

Candidates Are Appointed, but
They Do Not Include an
American.

ROME, Nov. 9.—The first secret con-
sistory of the new pontificate was held
today. No American cardinal was ap-
pointed. Several appointments of arch-
bishops and bishops were made, in-
cluding that of the Rev. J. J. Harty
ag archbishop of Manila, Philippine isl-
ands, who received the pallium at an
extra consistory when he came to Rome
for consecration. The Rev. Pedro Gon-
zalez y Estrada was appointed bishop
of Havana and the Right Rev. Max-
imilian Reynoso y Del Coral, formerly
bishop of Tulancingo, Mex., was ap-
pointed titular bishop of Nocesaroa.

The meeting of the cardinals was
simple and private, the pomp and cere-
mony of the Vatican court being re-
served for the public consistory, which
will be held Thursday. Only the pope
and the cardinals were presént today.

When the pope had seated himself
on the throne all those present, one by
one, paid him homage, after which
the master of ceremonies called upon
all but those authorized to take part
the hall,
which was done. When the doors had
been closed and a guard had been std-
tioned before them, outside, Pope Pius
intoned a prayer. Cardinal Oreglia,
dean of the sacred college, thanked the
pontiff for having put aside his pri-
vate preferences and accepted the bur-
den of the church.

The Allocution.

The  pope replied in an allocution
which received universal approbation.
He began by recalling that at first
he wished to decline the pontifical dig-
nity. He then said:

“Knowing the duties resting on a
Roman pontiff, it is not strange if e
considered ourselves unfit for the task,
for as we saw the apostolic duties, we

ognized that on rising to the papal
throne our greatest study must be to
give the most force to religion and to
rectify errors. All this, considering our
great weakness, frightened us, but as
God willed to elevate us to this dignity,
we trust in His help to sustain us. Be-
fore all, our efforts will be to retain
the faith inviolate and to provide for
the eternal salvation of all without
saving ourselves any trouble or fatigue.

“For truth’s sake it is necessary that
in governing the church the pontiff
should appear to be free and the sub-
ject of no power, But this is not the
case and that is what we lament as
being a grave injury to the church.
Your precious help and adviece, my
venerable brothers, assist me in fulfill-
ing the duties of my most important
office, and I shall always ask for your
counsel under grave circumstances.
Thus, each of you sustaining part of
the immense weight resting upon us,
our gervices will be extended not only
to the faithful, but to ‘the whole world.
We shall not follow any path but that
of our predecessors, namely, to restore
ali in Christ, As Christ is truth we
must go toward truth.” .

The pope enumerated all that was
necessary to reach this end, and added
that he knew there would be no ob-
stacles to his work and said: :
¢ “The pope, in his office, cannot sep-
arate the faith from pelitics, There-
fore, he being the head and sovereign
ruler of the most perfect” society,
namely, the church, constituted among
men and of men strictly composed, he
certainly must wish that between-him
and the princes of the world and the
rulers of public affairs- mutual 'rela-
tions should exist, if he wishes to pro-
vide for this society liberty for Cath-
olics in all parts of the world. . Efforts
are now being made to destroy the
liberty of ‘the Catholic. truth,..which
the church must absolutely oppose, as
that is not a promotion of liberty, but
corruption of liberty. However, fol-
lowing the Redeemer, we must pity
and pardon the sinners, while trying
by all means to become reconciled with
them. G R

The confirmation of the appointment
of Archbishop Harty and of Bishops
Estrade and Reynoso y.Del Carol fol-
lowed. The pope then arose and be-
stowed the apostolic blessing, after
which he returned to his apartments.

Among the confirmations were those
of Rev. Thomas A. Henrick, as bishop
of Cebu, Philippine islands, and Rev.
Manuel Orne y Vivanco, as bishop of
Pinar del Rio, Cuba. Rev. B. F. Brod-
erick, formerly of Hartford, Conn., and
the auxiliary bishop of Havana, Cuba,
was appointed titular bishop of
Giulianopoli.

DRIVEN TO SUICIDE.

Italian Minister of Finance Is Crushed
by Accusations.

ROME, Nov. 9.—Minister of Finance
Rosano committed suicide at Naples by
shooting during the night. He was
‘found dead@ this morning in his room,
a revolver at his side. The socialists
had attacked Signor Rosano, charging |
him with corruption during his political
career, challenging him to disprove the
charges and adding that otherwise they
would bring the matter up at the open-
ing of the chamber of deputies. Signor
Rosano left a letter to his wife, in
which he said: -

“I am an honest man and die as an
honest man, but during the last month
a violent storm of accusations has
poured over me that I cannot resist.
The future will render me justice. I
pardon my enemies who have injured
me so much. You also must forgive
them."”

The principal accusation against
Signor . Rosano was that he received

4 910,000 from an anarchist, Bergamasco,

to use his influence to have Bergamasceo
released from police surveillance,
which compelled him to live constantly
at a stated place, which the minister
succeeded in doing. The Roma yes-
terday evening published a letter from
Bergamasco confirming the accusation.
‘When a young man Signor Rosano
tried to commit suicide for the love
of the woman who later became his
wife. He was one of the greatest of
Italian lawyers and was born in 1847,
Sgr. Rosano also had grave family
troubles, due to the conduct of his
‘three sons. He was at one time obliged
