ACTS ON CUBAN BILL
House Comm ittec,by Party Vote,

Decrees Favorable Report.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Nov. 13.—
The house committee on ways and
means today authorized a favorable re-
port on the bill making effective the
Cuban reciprocity treaty, by a vote of
14 to 2. Mr. Metcalf (Rep., Cal.) was
present, but did not vote, and Messrs.
Robertson (Dem., La.) and Coooper
(Dem., Tex.) voted against the bill.

Two amendments were offered, but
both were rejected by the Republican
vote. One, offered by Mr. Cooper, ex-
tended the, provisions of the treaty to
all other countries. The other, offered
by Mr. Williams, the minority floor
leader, abolished the differential duty
on refined sugar. A rule will probably
be reported from the committee on
rules Monday requiring a vote without
opportunity for amendment at 4 o'clock
Thursday. The report .says:

"The enactment of the bill into law
is necessary to give effect to the con-
vention providing for reciprocal trade
between this country and Cuba. This
results not merely because the conven-
tion itself provides that it 'shall not
take effect until the same shall have
been approved by the congress,' but
because the constitution gies no power
to the president and the senate! to makea convention or treaty changing the
rates of revenue. That power now is
expressly lodged in the congress.

"This legislation will result in no
harm to any American industry. Arti-
cles, the product of this country, like
the articles embiaced in this conven-
tion now imported from Cuba, receive
the very highest protection of any in
the same schedule. The duty on sugar
was placed above the protective pcint
for the purpose of revenue. The house
tariff bill provided expressly for a re-
duction In the interests of reciprocal
trade agreement, which it authorized
the president to make. The duty ontobacco has for years been much high-
er than any necessity required, on ac-
count o£ the competition cf Cuban

tobacco. The reduction in this bill
leaves it amply protected."
