Council Awards Gasoline
Lighting Job to Cleveland
Vapor Company for Rest

of Year, but Late at Night

Injunction Is Clapped Up-

on Mayor Forbidding His

Honor From Approving

Contract.

I would like to Know what I am
here for. There seems to be a deal,
but I have not been let Into the secret.
I do not care whether a contractor
loses money or not. I am here to save
the city money If I can. I may vote
for this contract to save the city from
darkness, but not because of a favored
contractor.

That portion of St. Paul lighted by
gasoline may be in darkness for the

remainder of the year.
Council action yesterday in reaward-

ing the gasoline street lighting contract
for 1903 to the Cleveland Vapor Light
company after a former contract had
been declared null and void by the su-
preme court, received a sudden set-
back last night.

Mayor Smith was served with a tem-
porary injunction at 11 o'clock, pre-
venting him from approving the con-
tract, though he had attached his sig-

nature and the instrument was in the
hands of the official printer for publi-
cation Monday morning.

The injunction was issued by Judge
Jaggard last night at the instance of
D. W. Lawler, who is temporarily act-
ing as attorney for Robert Seeger, pres-
ident of the American Development
company. The injunction Is return-
able Monday afternoon at 3 o'clock.

The injunction was secured by Mr.
Lawler on theugrounds^ that the coun-
cil could not award a contract for
lighting the streets for any period
without calling for new bids. He pro-
tested vigorously yesterday when the
contract was let, but it was of no
avail.

Robert Seeger, of the American com-
pany, asked to be allowed to bid and
this was refused by both bodies, the
members generally contending that
even if doubt existed the time was too
short between now and the first of
the year to call for new bids, and be-
sides a moral obligation existed.

Seeger Is Quizzed,

Mr. Seeger was quizzed-in- livelyfash-
ion by several of the members of the
assembly as to his desire to enter the
field, the chairman finally having to
interfere in order to prevent the repar-
tee from becoming general.-

Yesterday the two council bodies
concluded their deliberations over the
new contract at 4:30 o'clock. Half an
hour later an official was^Jiflt*footing

after the^ may.or, affitaiv hour later his
honor's official signature was attached
to the proceedings.

This extraordinary haste was for the
purpose of heading off a threatened in-
junction from the party who succeeded
in having the original contract passed
upon by the supreme court.

The board ©f aldermen passed upon
the new contract first, fortifying itself
with an opinion from Corporation At-
torney Michael to the effect that the
proposed step was all right. Mr. Mi-
chael held that the decision affected
the procedure only and this could be
rectified by following the procedure
laid down by the supreme court.

D. W. Lawler Objects.

D. W. Lawler, appearing for the
Western Street Lighting company,
whose low bid was thrown out in the
original proceedings, objected. He
contended that any attempt to make a
new contract without calling for new
bids would be contempt arid a viola-
tion of the charter, which says that all
expenditures of $200 and over must be
advertised for.

Robert Seeger. of the American De-
velopment company, sent up the follow-
ing communication, and prefaced it
with a statement to the effect that if
his company was given a chance to bid
he would guarantee prices 25 per cent
under the existing rate:

Gentlemen —We understand that you
are about to award a contract for light-
Ing a portion of the City of St. Paul
with incandescent gasoline light during
the remainder of the year 1903, inasmuch
as the city now has no contract there-
for. We are prepared to do such lighting
and would like an opportunity to bid on
the contract therefor. We are satisfied
that we can furnish the light cheaper
than any one else. If, instead of award-
ing the contract, you propose to have the
lighting done by day's work, we stand
ready to make an arrangement' with you
to light the city from day to day at rea-
sonable prices, until you let the contract
for the ensuing year as provided by the
charter. We are satisfied that under
whatever plan for lighting the city may
proceed, we can save the taxpayers a
large amount of money, if we are given
a chance to do the work.

Contract Is Awarded.

All objections were waved aside by
the board and when the vote indorsing
the resolution awarding the contract
to the Cleveland Vapor Light company
was counted the full membership was
found in its favor.

Following the indorsement of the res-
olution came the approval of the con-
tract as to form, but in the meantime
some of the members, figuring that the
first vote settled the question, had de-
parted. Fleet-footed messengers were
dispatched after the missing members.

The representatives of the Cleveland
company also busied themselves, but
their efforts were unavailing. There
were eight present and this number
proved sufficient, being the required
two-thirds.

When the assembly met to give its
approval to the new contract Assem-
blyman Arnold entered objection at
once and started to interrogate Cor-
poration Attorney Michael as to the
legality of his stand.

Mr. Arnold took the position that
there was no contract and that a new
one could not be made on the basis of
the original bids. The specifications un-
der which those bids were received,
he said, called for a year's service,
while the new contract only named six
weeks as the period.

Corporation Attorney Michael dis-
agreed with him and insisted that he
was right. He contended that if there
was any doubt the city was not tak-
ing any .chances The contractor, he
said, would be the loser.

Case of Necessity.

Former Corporation Attorney Jamea
Markham, who appeared for the Cleve-
land company, said this was an extra-
ordinary case and it involved a threat-

ened period of darkness. Necessity, he
said, knew no law.

D. W. Lawler, for the Western Street
Lighting company, repeated his objec-
tion, likewise Robert Seeger, of the
American Development company, his
desire to bid for the work," but neither
prevailed.

It was here that Assemblyman Van
Slyke interrupted to inform the mem-
bers that he did not approve of their
action, but if the legal department ap-
proved of the contract he was willing
to stand by it. "I do not want to see
the city dark," he said.

In the vote taken Mr. Arnold alone
was in the negative.

After the meeting the attorneys for
the Western Street Lighting company,
the throwing out of whose low bid had
been responsible for the litigation that
led up to the supreme court decision,
held a conference, but declined to state
what they intended to do.

In anticipation of an injunction, the
mayor was hunted up and his approval
of the council proceedings secured.
When the first contract was let the
city officials were notified by Mr. Law-
ler that they would be held accounta-
ble for any moneys paid the company.

Some of the members announced that
they would have favored a new call for
bids but for the fact that the first of the
years is so close. Next month bids for
next year's lighting will be advertised
for.

Whether the gasoline district will be
left in the dark because of the con-
troversy, no one can tell. The Cleve-
land Vapor Light company yesterday
informed the council that it was will-
ing to take its chances if the contract
was reawarded, and it is expected tha*
the company will stand by its propo-
sition.

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CARPENTER 18 HURT
(VI. Simard Taken to Hospital

With Fractured Skull.

Menier Simard, a carpenter, residing
at 640 East Cook street, was seriously

if not fatally hurt yesterday morning

while at work on the West Publishing
company's new addition, on East Third
street.

Simard and three other men, John
Newman, Martin Moe and Eric Mplin,

were carrying a huge timber on their
shoulder*, when Simard slipped on
some ice and falling to the floor drew
the timber upon him. His head was
struck and he was knocked uncon-
scious.

It was at first thought that he was
dead, but Dr. G. A. Moore, police sur-
geon, who was summoned from the
police station near by, discovered that
he was still alive and ordered him re-
moved to the city hospital.

Simard was lowered from the third
floor, where the accident occurred, to
the ground by means of a derrick used
to elevate mortar and brick. He was
then immediately conveyed to the hos-
pital in the police ambulance.

Itwas discovered at the hospital that
Simard's skull was fractured and his
death was momentarily expected.
Towards evening, however, he showed
Improvement, and last night regained
consciousness. Physicians said last
night that he had a chance to recover.

Simard is fifty-two years old and un-
married. He has resided in St. Paul
twenty-three years, and was born in
Canada.

Grand Jury Has Investigated Case of
Whisky Agent for Two Days.

The story was current about the
court house yesterday that no indict-
ment would be returned by the grand
jury against James W. Johnson, re-
cently arrested at the instance of the
whisky trust on a charge of embezzle-
ment. The report could not be con-
firmed.

Mr. Johnson has now been before
the grand jury for two entire days,
and the affairs of his position as head
of the St. Paul branch have been care-
fully looked into. Mr. Johnson in-
formed the grand jury that it was the
system of rebates in use by the com-
pany and the complicated bookkeeping
required that was responsible for all
the trouble.

During the hearing a large number
of local liquor dealers and wholesalers
were summoned.

TWO DWELLINGS ON
WEST SIDE DESTROYED

Fire Consumes the Homes of Jack
Polus and John Shadolick.

Two small houses at 56 East Ken-
tucky street were destroyed by fire
yesterday afternoon. The houses,
owned and occupied by John Shadolick
and Jack Polus, stood close together,
and the fire, which started in Polus'
house, consumed both buildings. The
total loss is estimated at $200.

Polus, who lives alone, started a fire
in his stove and left it to go to the
store. When he returned he found his
dwelling In flames. Shadolick's daugh-
ter and son-in-law resided in the ad-
joining house, and they succeeded in
removing the furniture before their
home was consumed. As the houses
were located in a remote section of the
West side flats, far from hydrants and
inaccessible to fire apparatus, the struc-
tures were abandoned to the flames
and the department was not summon-
ed.

John H. Gieske Dead.

OPPOSE THE PROJECT
Auditorium - Armory Scheme

Meets Disapproval.

The auditorium-armory project is
dead and the subcommittee of the con-
ference committee killed it yesterday
afternoon, when the members voted
unanimously against the proposition
of appropriating an additional $40,000
to carry out the combination scheme.

Although the project is dead, It has
not been buried and the mourners will
have one more chance to attempt to
restore it to~ life when the subcommit-
tee report is presented to the confer-
ence committee. However, there seems
to be but a small chance to resuscitate
the measure, for the subcommittee cvi
dently reflected the sentiment of the
members of the whole committee when
it summarily vetoed the project.

It was the unanimous opinion of the
committee that a joint armory and au-
ditorium is not feasible, and is de-cidedly impracticable. The arugrument
was advanced that the state wouid
have complete control over the build-
ing, and that as the militia will drill
in the building six nights a week there
would be only a few times a year when
the building could be used for other
purposes. *

Reuben Warner Jr., president of the
board of fire commissioners, said that
taxes were already too high, and that
before an appropriation for the armory
could be considered* provision should
be made for an increase in the fire-
men's wages. Gen. H. W. Childs and
Maj. G. C. Lambert favored the plan
of enlargement and the combination
of the two projects. Gen. Childs said
that if the conference committee de-
cided against the scheme it was al-
lowing an opportunity to slip by to
secure an auditorium at a small cost.

The members of the auditorium sub-
committee of the conference commit-
tee are Dr. Rudolph Schiffmann, Reu-
ben Warner and O. E. Holman.

PRESIDENT OF GAS
COMPANY GOES EAST

Council Will Not Discuss Gas Ordi-

President A. P. Lathrop, of the St.
Paul Gas Light company, left suddenly
for the East list night, and It is ex-
pected that his trip has some bearing
on the negotiations now on between
the company and the city for a new
gas franchise.

The council will not take up the new
franchise again until next week, though
in the meantime it is expected that
Corporation Attorney Michael and the
company's representatives will try to
get together on some of the points In
dispute.

It is possible, in the consideration of
the franchise at the next meeting, that
the purchase clause provided for the
first five years of the franchise period
will be eliminated and the reversion
clause at the end of the franchise only
insisted upon.

It is the general opinion that the
council will stand pat on the Michael
ordinance to the extent of limiting the
minimum charge for all bills to 25
cents. The company insists on $1 be-
ing the-figure.

LEAVES AN OPENING
Scheme Said to Be Afoot to

Defeat Assessments.

It is believed that there is a con-
spiracy on foot to defeat many of the
big improvement assessments that have
been made during the past two years.

The scheme, it is said, is to take ad-
vantage of the supreme court decision
of a year ago which gave priority to all
state liens against local claims. In
brief, this decision voided all local
claims against a piece of property
which had been purchased by a specu-
lator because of the state taxes stand-
ing against it.

This contention of the supreme court
was, in a measure, contradicted by
Judge Kelly in a decision given some
weeks ago which held the reverse, but
despite this fact, it is said that a move-
ment is now on foot to tak^ advantage
of the first decision.

Should the decision prevail—though
steps are now on foot to obtain a re-
hearing—any person whose property is
the subject of an assessment for some
large improvement can let his state
taxes go to protest, have some person
buy it in for the taxes and thus avoid
the local lien.

Just now it is a little hazardous on
account of the uncertainty of the whole
thing, but the moment it is assured the
habit of knocking out the legal claims
will become general. Judge Kelly's de-
cision is now on Its way to the supreme
court and much depends upon its re-
ception.

"Ihave no fear for the outcome," said
Corporation Attorney Michael yester-
day "but our troubles will be many if
the supreme court Insists on its original
stand. Then local assessments will not
be worth anything. Anybody will be
able to evade his local obligations if
state priority exists."

HAS THE PRIEST
BEEN "REMOVED?"

Rev. Joseph Cirringione Receives
Threatening Letter* and Disappears.

NEW YORK, Nov. 14.—Rev. Joseph
Cirringione, pastor of a Catholic
church in Williams' Bridge, is missing,

and the police are endeavoring to find
him. Recently he had been active in
suppressing vicious Italian resorts, and
in consequence he had received several
threatening letters. He became so an-
noyed that he reported the matter to
the police on Wednesday. On Thurs-
day he was the recipient of a letter
which contained a threat that unless
$3,000 be paid by Friday night he
would be "removed." Last night, it is
said, two men representing themselves
as detectives called and enticed the
priest away from his house.
