Of Ordinance Passed and Resolutions
Adopted by the Common Council of the
City of St. Paul.

Bd F No. 18469—Ordinance No. 2407—8y
Aid. Moriarty—

An Ordinance providing for the erection
and maintenance of guard-fences and
barricades and the placing of danger
signals upon the obstructed portions of
streets and other public grounds and
public works.

The Common Council of the City of St.
Paul do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1.

That any person, firm or corporation,
engaged in the performance of any work
which shall require the use or occupancy.
In whole or in part, of any street, lane,
alley, bridge, tunnel, viaduct or other pub-
lic grounds or public works, within the cor-
porate limits of the City of St., Paul, shall
properly guard and protect all exposed
and dangerous places, whether the same
shall be an excavation or other obstruc-
tion in. upon or along such street, lane,
alley, bridge, tunnel, viaduct or other
public grounds or public works, by erect-
ing and maintaining such guard-fences or
barricades as may be necessary to proper-
ly guard and protect such exposed, ob-
structed or dangerous places aforesaid.

SECTION 2.
Every person, firm or corporation, en-

gaged in the performance of any work
described in Section one (1) hereof shall,
during the dark parts of each and every
day and during all of each and every night
while such exposed, obstructed or danger-
ous place or places shall so remain, place
thereon, thereat or thereby, danger sig-
nals or lamps, two or more as the case
may require, of a red color, and in the
most conspicuous places and in such a
manner as willwarn all persons approach-
ing the same of the existence of such ex-
posed, obstructed or dangerous place.

SECTION 8.

The lamps hereinabove mentioned to be
used as danger signals shall in every in-
stance be provided with globes of red
glass.

SECTION 4.
The provisions of thia ordinance are

applicable to and shall apply to any per-
son, firm, corporation or individual who,
for any cause, may have occasion to use
or oocupy any such street, alley, lane,
bridge, tunnel, viaduot or other public
grounds or public works either for him-
self and individually, or as the agent or
contractor of others, or of the City of
St. Paul, or otherwise, and In any man-
ner.

Any person, firm, corporation, or other
