DISCUSSES THE
NEEDS OF ALASKA

Gov. Brady Does Not Want a Change to
Territorial Government.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. 11.—Gov.
Brady, of Alaska. Jn his annual report to
the secretary of the interior, urges pro-
vision for Alaska's representation by adelegate in congress, and says Alaska's
needs are pioneers and homestead set-
tlers. He urged extension of the home-stead laws. Gov. Brady says that those
who have traveled through the territory
this year are certain that Alaska today
has a smaller white population than it
had in ]900, and that it is migratory.

In view of these f*cts the governor
deprecates the agitation for a change ofgovernment of Alaska from district toterritorial, though aspiring to statehood
when Alaska fills with a desirable popu-
lation. He asks what reason there can
be for requesting congress to organize an
expensive system of government that willplunge the Alaskans into debt and allmanners of excesses, involving taxationto its utmost limits.

CHICAGO, Dec. 11.—The ConstructionNews says that building statistics for
November, much to the surprise of theseers, show an increase of 25 per centover the corresponding month a year ago.
Permits were taken out in twenty-one of
the principal cities for 6,282 building im-
provements aggregating $24,619,447,
against 5,485 building improvements in-volving a cost of $19,689,789, or an in-crease of 796 buildings and $4,929,658.
