Dancing, Card Pla);lng' and the
Theater May Be Harmless,
Says Rev. Boylc._

“Dancing, card playing and the thea-
ter are amusements which demand dis-
crimination of the Christian and should
be considered with a conscience il-
lumined with the words of the Bible—
*Whatever ye do in. word or deed, do
it for the glorification of God,’" de-
clared Rev, W, H. W. Boyle, pastor of
the .House of Hope church, before a
large congregation last evening. :

Rev. Boyle spoke on “Legitimate
Amusements iIn the Home; What Are
They? He also read opinions from
the pastors of eleven churches of dif-
ferent denominations, all of whom
agreed with him that the question to
the right and wrong of amusement was
one for personal decision rather than
church discipline. ' Several of tlie pas-
tors took- a decided stand against the
theater, public dances and card par-
ties, although all were willing to ad-
mit .that the best plays might be of
benefit ang that dancing and card play-
ing in the home under proper sur-

.roundings and conditions might also

be proper recreation.

“It is quite legitimate {n life to seek
comfert, affluence, power .and pleas-
ure,” said Rev. Boyle, “but the largest
of these need 'not interfere with the
practice of true- Christianity. We
dare mnot forget that eur quest for
worldly goeds or pleasures is safe only:
when the means are right and the mo-
tive behind them 4s the glorifying of

“We dare pot play with Hfe. We
should take as our motto and our guide
those words of Paul: ‘Whatever ye do,
112 word or deed, do ‘it for the glorifi-
eation of God.’

Should Consider Their Effect.

“In seéeking amusements we should
ask ourself three guestions. First, is
the amusement in any sense profitable?
Second, is my engagement in it con-
gistent with the principles of Chris-
tian expediency? Third, how will my
cholce of amusements affect the matter
of my personal relationship to Christ?

“The theater hag been useful as an
educator, and sometimes its tone is
high; its teaching has been at times
a defense of virtue and has brought
forth high ability and has been attend-
ed with honor. But more times its pur-
poses angd its practices have been and
are bold and unblushing. I do not say
that the reading of a good book at
home by one's fireside is any more to
be commended than seeing those char-
acters depicted on the stage, provided
the slituations are not spiced to suit
the playhouse moods. I do not say that
there are not hundreds of good plays
which tend to the glorification of Chris.
tian life, but there are thousands which
do not. Therefore, we should have a
reformation of the theater rather than
Its abolishment, and the Christian
should dfscriminate carefully in choos-
ing a play he may wish to attend.

“So in the matter of dancing. Does
the dance lead to excesses? Do the
assoclations of the dance lead to in-
temperate hours, the bringing of pure,
unsuspecting childhood into fellowship
with those knowing in the ways and
evils of the world? Does the dance
lead to immodesty in apparel and de-
meanor, to flippancy and immorality?
These are things'that we shoulg ask

ourselves. If they do, then we should
avoid the dance,
“There is no doubt but that this

amusement may be an innocent and
healthful one if indulged in in the
home, with Christian friends, within
temperate hours and where reason is
not lost in ‘the passion for pleasure. If
Christidn people can keep it as such,
then I am not at war with dancing,
but we should constantly ask our-
selves the three-fold question: Is it
safe? Is it safe for my neighbor? Is
it honoring the Master? Christians

, #houlg discriminate. They should eon-

sider this carefully with an illumined
conscience.

“And so with the card table. If the
simple game of cards partakes of gam-
bling and savors of professionalism in
the seeeking for a purse or prize, the
obtaining of something for nothing,
then everything testifies’ to the prin-
ciple that card-playing is demoralizing.
The card games may no doubt be as
innocent as the game of checkers if
used in the eompanionship of the home
by the tired mind, but we shoulq dis-
eriminate. We should consider the re-
sults which may emanate from the play
in the home.”™

18 NOT NEGLECTED

BiliNye’s Grave Isas He Wished
It to Be.

‘Frank M. Nye, of Minneapolis, broth-
er of the late Edgar W. (Bill) Nye, ob-
jects tgo some statements contained in
an article published in The Globe
Nov. 1,7 advocating the erection of a
monument to the memory of the fa-
mous humorist. The article in gques-
tion bore the date line of Asheville, N.
C.,, near where Mr,. Nye dled seven
years ago, and it was represented that
his grave is ‘unmarked, and hidden
from sight in the tangled grass of a
country graveyard. Walt McDougall,
the cartoonist, who illustrated “Bill”
Nye's article, contributes in connec-
tion an interesting series of reminis-
cences of the humorist and expresses
keen regret that he should be so soon
forgotten.

Mr. Nye says, partly by the way of
correction and partly in protest:

There is an implied reflection upon my
brother’s family in this and other stories
of a similar nature that have been going
the rounds of the press. My brother
died at the lodge he had built at Fletch-
er's Station in North, Carolina, which he
called Bucksholes, and he was burled
in the cemetery attached to the little
church his family attended. His widow
preferred that a memorial window in the
church should mark recollection of him
rather than an expensive monument in
the Calvary graveyard.

She felt that this would be more in
keeping with his modest, unoustentatious
nature. He was a believer in cremation,
and had expressed himself as opposed to
the displays that are sometimes made in
the connection with the burial of men of
note. Her choice settled the matter at
the time.

It was' a small church, and the sur-
roundings gave no appearance of neg-
lect. On the contrary, everything at the
time of his burial seemed rather romantio
in the surroundings, well attended to, neat
and well kept up.

1 arrived at his home on the day of
his death, but seven hours after he had
expired, Mrs. Nye and the family were
at that time very comfortably situated.
My brother’s estate, I .think, yielded be-
tween $30,000 and $40,000, exclusive of
life insurance, which, I think, amounted
to about $10,000 more. .

Mrs., Nye afterward met with some
reverses, losing at one time $8,000 by the
failure of a bank at Asheville. She re-
moved to Ithica, N. Y. after his death
and I visited her there tweo years ago.
Since then her family has become some-
what scattered, and she is now residing
at Chicago.

I am certain that neither she nor their
children have lacked for any of the com-
forts of life; s0 the newspaper syndi-
cate writers are mistaken on that score.

While I appreciate the kindly feeling
which prompts the suggestion that con-
tributions should be eolicited for the
purpose of erecting a monument to his
memory,- I feel pained by the sensational
and unjust imputations that have been
made of neglect on the part of his fam-
ily and relatives. This has caused the
keenest distress fo his mother, and, I am
sure, to his widow, "although I have not
heard from her on the subject,

Ir a monument is to be erected to
Edgar’s memory, I hape it will be simply
a modest shaft, purchased with contribu-
tions from those who. knew and loved
him—as a matter of affection, and not
because hisz grave is said to have been
negleeted.

STATE DISBURSES
" NUCH N BOUNTIE

- Wolves, Horsethleves and
Trees in Nine Years.

‘ Minnesota has pald out of its treas-
ury, in_the past nine years bounties
amounting to $322,342.56.

. The state pays bounties for throe
different- kinds of service to the com-
munity—for the - exterminatioh of
wolves, tha apprehension of horse
thieves and the cultivation of trees,
Although there has at all times been
difference of opinion as to the pro-
' priety of paying a citizen far the per-
formance of a public service, in which
more often than not he is the person
nmiost directly benefited, there have for
a number of years Been laws in this
 state providing for the three classes
of bounties. - If a farmer kills the wolf
i that has been deatroying his live stock;
If ‘a man

'fiorse, has been stolen 1s sufficiently
| enterprising to locate the thief and se-
cure information leading to 'a convic-
;uon. he is rewarded hamdsomely for
. ridding his neighborhood of a danger-
ous character; and if a settler in"the
prairie ‘distriets shows sufficlent en-
.terprise to plant tirees, he reaps an
immediate beneflit in cash. :

Limitless Wolf Bounty.

" The wolf bounty laws of this stata
have been many times amended, each
-new law in turn being - presumably
better than the one which preceded it.
'The present law throws the whole state
treasury open for the payment of wolf
bpunties at the rate of $7.50 for a full-
‘grown animal and $1 for a cub. - This is
chapter 113 of the General Laws of 1903.
It fixes the bounties as stated, but'
makes no Hmited appropriation for the
purpose., Heretofore there has each
year been a specific appropriation for
the payment of wolf . bounties, and
when that was exhausted there could
‘be no more bounties paid that year.
‘The law repealed by the present one
made the bounty $10 for a full-grown
wolf, and of that amount the state
paid one-third, while the county paid
two-thirds., Other laws have placed a
higher price upon a full-grown female
wolf during certain months of .the year
than at other times.

State Pays $200 for a Horsethief.

-The present bounty for information
leading ‘to the apprehension and con-

-

vided by chapter 156 of the General
Laws of 1903. Prior to the enactment
of this statute of last winter the reward’
was but $50. - The bounties paid-‘last
year at the rate of $50 éach amounted
in all to $850; but, although only four
:and. one-half months of the present
fiscal year have elapsed, the horsethief
bounties paid in that time under the
new law already amount to $1,400.
Under chapter 177 of the Laws of 1895
the state pays a bounty of $2.50 per
acre for the cultivation of trees, pro-

4 viding no one person shall draw boun-»

ties upon more than ten acres for the
same perfod of time, or shall draw

the same area of land. Thus a man
may plant ten acres of trees and each
year for six successive years, in case
he keeps those trees allve or replaces:
those which die, he may draw $25-
from the state, making a total in the
gix years of $150 in bounties on a ten-
acre tract. Having finished with one
such undertaking, he may then begin
again with another ten-acre tract.

The average sum paid out by the
state in bounties of all three classes
mentioned above for the past ten
years has been between $35,000 and
$36,000 per year. For the past nine
years the flgures of each year are as
ollows:

Reforms In British Navy.

LONDON, Dec. 13,—The admiralty has
fssued a circular giving the new regula-
tions for the earlier retirement of naval
officers when not employed in active serv-
ice, Increasing the rate of retired pay and
naming other reforms, the object of which
is to eliminate from active service the
aged and otherwise unfit, so as to insure
the speedfer promotion ¢f younger officers
to the rank of admiral. At the same tima
the number of admirals'is increased from
eleven to twelve,. the number of vice ad-
mirals- from twenty-one to twenty-two
and the number of rear admirals from
thirty-seven to fifty-five.

Aslatic Squadron at Honolulu.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 13, —A dis-
‘patch recejyed %ﬂtbe nayvy department to-
day from Adm¥ral Terry, the command-
ant at Honolulu, teports the Asiatic
cruiser ‘squddror “Had passed the Midway
islands on:thelr way to Honoluiu yester-
day. ‘Fhis squadren, which is in com-
mand of Admiral Ceoper, is made
up of the New Orleans, the Albany, the
Cincinnati and the Raleigh. The squadron
left Yokohama in the ‘early part of De-

cember on 2 practice cruise to the Ha-
walian islands.

PLANS BIG OUTLAY
e e v

More than $609,000 will be expended
by the board of control, if its plang are
carried out as now projected, in the
coming year in improvements at the
various stata public institutions, be-
sldes a copsiderable amount in small
repairs and betterments,

The amount embraces the different
specific appropriations now available,
or to become available in the presenmt
fiscal year, which closes July 31, and
all of this money will be expended be-
fore the close of the year. Although
most of the work is of such a charac-
ter that it cannot be done at this time
of the yeat, the board 13 now busy with
the preparatory arrangements, such.as
the adeption of plans and specifica-
tions and letting of contracts.

The most extensive undertaking ef
theh year will be the erection of the
new gemneral administration building
and the live stock building at the ag-
ricultural college at St. Anthony Park.
These buildings ‘and  their equipment
have been provided for in a special tax
which. will-amount in round numbers
$0-$269,000.

Another important piece of work will
be. the bagcteriological building: at' the
state 'university. -An appropriation of
$100,000 was made for this purpose by’
the legislature, but only $60,000 of the
amount will become available this year.

Cottages, to cost $40,000 each, will
be built at the Hastings and Anoka
agsylumsg for the insane; and at the
St. Peter hospital the central portion
of the main building will be rebullt at
a cost-of $40,000.

There is an appropriation of $40,000
for equipment and repairs at the en-
gineering department of the state uni-
versity; one of $10,000 for a new wing
at- the reformatory, and another of the
same-amount for continuation of work
on the main building at this same in-
stitution; one of $10,000 for new work
at the school for the feeble minded at
Faribault, and another $15000 for a
new wing to the hospital of this insti-
tution, which will be used exclusively
in the care of tuberculosis patients,

Besides these there are specific ap-
propriations for repairs amounting in
all to $85,000,

Succumbs to Tuberculosls,

Nels Anderson, for several years an
employe of the street railway company,
who left last spring in the hope of re-
covering hig health in the pine forests of;
Wisconsin, died yesterday at Esdale, in
that state, of tuberculosis. He leaves &
wife and three children. He was widely
acquainted in St. Paul, and was a mem-
ber of North Star camp,.M, W. A, and
Harmony Court of Honor. Maj. and Mrs.
E. L. De Lestry have gone as representa-
tives of these orders to take eharge of the
funeral.
