LIND VOICES DEM-
OCRATIC DEMANDS
AS TO TARIFF

Continued From First Page,

and blessing to ourselves of such a
market and doing what we can to cul-
tivate closer commercial relations, we
have objected because Canada sends a
little cheese across the line into Min-
nesota or sells a little butter in Boston
and we continue to do all in our power
to alienate this market and to bring
about the closer commercial alliance
between Canada and England for which
Chamberlain is working. Persistence
in our present selfish course, Mr. Lind
Insisted, could not fail evenually to
drive Canada and England, as well as
other nations, to retaliatory tariff
measures and shut ourselves out from
the last European market remaining.
He declared it would be a sorry day for
our country when Chamberlain suc-
ceeds in bringing about his schemes
for any intercolonial federation..

Speaking generally of the tariff, Mr.
Lind said-that the time had passed for
mere academic discussion of the “tariff.
Even admitting - that protection was
the best policy for the United States
to have pursued up to the present time,
the tariff must now be considered with
reference to whether it is being con-
tinued for the best interests of home
producers. When the tariff ceases to
further the demand for home produc-
tion, the speaker declared, it was time
to change it. The effect of the Ameri-
can tariff schedules must be considered
in the light of such facts as the bar-
ring of the American farmers from the
greatest markets of the old world.

The statistics show that during ten
months ended Oct. 31 England was

about the only market for American

flour. We sold that country in round

numbers 25,000,000 barrels, while to
Germany we sent only a few hundred
thousands barrels, and to France only
So in this eountry

£ nominal amount.
the tariff on steel has ceased to en-
courage home production, operating as
it does to keep up the price of the raw
material to the thousands of small

imanufacturers who are thus cut off

from making for the foreign or do-
mestic market. The price of rails in
this country is held by the pool trust
at $28 a ton, while the steel trust sells
the same rails for a road at Alepha for
$22 a ton. The operation of our tariff,
Mr. Lind said, is seen in the fact that

we sold last year $8,000,000 of home

products to England, while the re-
taliatory tariffs of Germany and France
have theoretically shut these products
out of those countries, %

Representattive Lind was warmly

congratulated on his speech by many
of his Democratic colleagues and it was
listened to attentively by many mem-
bers of the Republican side.

R ERVT WL CONFESS
THKT HE COMMITTED FORGERY

i Erstwhile Financler, Who Has
Been Sojourning in the County
Jail, Will Be Ar_ralgnpd- in the
Criminal Branch of the Dis-
trict Court Today and Will
Plead Guilty to the Indict-
ment Charging Him With
'Selllh'g a ForQéd Meortgage.

—

Casper Ernst will plead guilty to
forgery when arraigned in the crim-
inal division of the district court this
morning at 10 o’clock.

This course has been decided upon
between the banker and his attorney,
Stan ‘J..Donnelly, and will be carried
out when Ernst is brought before Judge
Orr today.

This means that Ernst is face to face
with a term in the penitentiary, but the
.extent of his punishment rests entirely
with the court and he may get off with
a sentence of three or four years.

His friends even hope to get him off
with a reformatory sentence, but this
is not considered probable on account
of the magnitude of his swindling op-
erations while handling other people’s
money.,

The charge which the erstwhile
financier will have to face when
brought into the c¢riminal court today
will be that of forgery In connection
with the sale of a forged mortgage to
Father Willlam Stultz, of Sleepy Eye,
Minn. .

There are four other indictments
against. Ernst, charging forgery and
grand larceny, but these, it is under-
stood, will not be pressed if the banker
carries out his plans to plead guilty to
the first charge. :

The’ remalnlni indictments may be
nolled altogethef, which. would mean
that the only punishment to which
Ernst would be subjected would be
that of serving the sentence which will
be imposed upon him by -Judge Orr
after his plea of guilty has been re-
ceived by thé court, .- : :

“Guilty” His Only Plea,

The decision. to enter a plea of guilty

was arrived at by Ernst only after all
other avenues” of eéscape had been
closed. It is admitted by the closest
friends of the banker that the evidence
which has been gathered against him
could not be overcome should any of
‘the cases go to trial, and the only
-course left open was for Ernst to plead
guilty and throw himself upon the
mercy of the court.
This he will do today, and it is ex-
‘pected that-his fate will be pronounced
by Judge Orr before the end. of the
week. - : :

Ernst has been a ;prisoner at the

unty jail for almost two months, and,

éd to accept the inevitable, is said
to he anxious to begin serving his term
asg soon as possible, . bt

Casper Ernst's trouble commenced
during the latter part of October, when
he was placed under arrest upon-a
warrant sworn out by Father John B.
Metzler, of Chippews Falls, Wis.,- who
charged Ernst with forgery and em-
bezzlement in econnection with the
handling of money which had been in-
trusted to him for investment by Fa-
tehe Metzler. : :

The arrest of Ernst caused a sensa-
tion in St. Paul, where he had come to
be regarded as’ a most successful
financier and capifalist. He had no
trouble in securing well known citizens
to go upon his bond, and for two or
three days following his arrest he re-
ferred to the matter as a piece of splte
work, an investigation of which would
relieve him of any wrongdoing.

But time disclosed the fact that he
was only bluffing.

Bondsmen Surrender Ernst,

The publicity given the charges pre-
ferred by Father Metzler caused others
who had intrusted their money to
Ernst to make an investigation of their
securities, and within a week after his
arrest there were a dozen or more
charges of a similar nature 'made
against him. His bondsmen became
alarmed and surrendered him to the
sheriff, since which time he has been
unable to secure a bond, although his
friends and associates were among the
more wealthy people of the city.

Well Known Financier, Who Wlil Plead
Guilty in Court Today to the Charge
of Selling a Forged Mortgage.

heard from in all parts of the United
States, and It is believed that the ag-
gregate of his swindling operations will
amount to more than $300,000, while
it is placed by some as high as half
a million dollars.

Catholic priests were his especial
prey, and it was the clergy of this
church who suffered most at his hands.

The recent grand. jury returned five
indictments against him. .

It was shown that his scheme for
defrauding people had been carried on
in a wholesale manner, there being
evidence of an indisputable nature to
show that, in some instances, he had
disposed of as many .ag four or five
forged mortgages on the same piece
of property.

His Victims Numerous. -

His victling are sald to number more-
than half g hundred, and the sums for
which they were defrauded ranged in
amount from $300 to more than $60,000.

The meteoric history of Casper Ernst
is well known to most St..Paul people.
Seventeen years ago he commenced life
as a penniless clerk in the abstract
r. After working
i thig capacity for a few years he left
St. Paul, returning a few.years later.
It was not until the pasc three or four
years, however, that the name of Cas-
per- Ernst became identified with the
more prominent and successful capi-
talists of St. Paul,

This was after he had embarked in
the banking and brokerage business,
dealing largely in municiapl bonds and
other paper which would indicate that
he was in command of large sums.of
money. u ? PP st

His purchase of the.,Mainzer ‘block
on Wabasha street attracted but 'little
attention, but a year or more ago, when
the announcement was madé that Ernst
had purchased the Germaii<-American
bank building, the elght-story office
block at Fifth and Wabasha streets,
there was much™ comment over -the
rapid strides the young man was mak-
ing in the financial world.

The purchase of this building was
following by the leasing of a large home
on Summit avenue, into which - M.
Ernst and his family moved.

The banker was given & high rating
in the financial guides and he spent
money like a millionaire. Wine flowed
at his house like water, and the best
was none too good.for him.

Gives Up Palatial Home.

After the arrest of the banker, how-
ever, things were different. The Sum-
mit avenue house was pgiven up, and
much of the expensive furniture which
had been ordered for it was taken back
by the dealers.’ 3

‘While the banker was oceupying his
cell at the county jail his family moved
back to the old and more modest home
on Farrington avenue, and Ernst's
friends, so loyal to him during his
brosperous years, deserted him one by
one,

Casper Ernst is yet a young man, al-
though his hair is rapidly turning gray.

When he is arraigned in court this
morning he will enter a plea of guilty
to the charges preferred against him,
after which his attorney will ask the
. court to show the prisoner clemency.

As soon as sentence has been pro-
nounced the banker will go to state's

prl.son to pay the penalty of his wrong-
doings.

MINE IS NOT A BANK

Court Dismisses Suit Charging
Attempt to Defraud.

The Hunter Creek mining suit has
been dismissed by Judge Cray, of the
Hennepin county district court, who
yesterday filed .a decision in which he
held that no conspiracy to defraud
had been proven.

The decision will be of interest to
several St. Paul people who are stock-
holders. Judge Cray says:

“The. plaintiffs all knew -that they
were not making deposits in a savings
bank, but were entering into a mining
venture. The property in Stevens
county, Washington, was legally pur-
chased. Some work was done there
and what there was of it was well
done. As to any misappropriation on
the part of the officers and directors,
that is not in issue here. An action on
that ground must be taken part in by
all the stockholders, and /only a very
small proportion of them are repre-
sented in this case.”

The decision is eminently satisfac-
tory to W. P, McDonald and Mrs, Lulu
Brain, the chief promoters of the mine,
who are at present under indictment
charging embezzlement in connection
with their management of the affairs
of the corporation. It is believed the
indictment will be noiled on motion
of the county attorney.

PLEADS DRUNKENNESS
TO EXCUSE CRIME

Arraigned for Burglary.

Joseph Valeske, who is accused of tak-

OPENS SEWER BIDS

But Board Will Investigate Be-
fore Making Award. :

Bids on a portion of the St. An-
thony park sewer system were open-
ed yesterday by the board of public
works, but no contract was placed, the
board desiring to investigate first.

Prices on two classes of work, the
first stone and brick construction, and
the second steel and concrete, were
asked. E. J. Kirkland bid the same
for both, $59,122.99, against the en-
gineer's estimate of $59,775.

The other bids were: James Forres-
tal, $79,000 and $77,000: Fielding &
Shepley, $75.269 and $64,755: Dickson &
Moore, $76,398 and $66,332: P. J. Ryan,
$74,300 and $73,790; P. Dougherty, $74,-
767, for stone and brick construction
only,

If a contract is placed it will be only
for the first installment of the big
system which is planned for the St.
Anthony Park district. Much of it is
so low that it can never be tapped for
service connections, and for that rea-.
son the entire cost will be met from
the $60,000 which the conference com-
mittee set aside a year age. \Where
the sewer empties into the Mississippi
river it is fully 100 feet below the sur-
face of the ground. It has to be driven
much of the way through sandstone.

The" price agreed upon at the time of
the purchase was $975, although- the
roller§ are & to have been offered
for $300 lesss$hortly before the pur-
chase was made, g

Before -it-#f8 customary _for. the
county¥tiorney to rove all bills
subniitted teiithe county, the Board al-
leaving a balance of $475,
which the ¢6RiPany that seld tha rollers
now desires to collect. -County Attor-
ney Kane has héld up the payment of
this bill on the ground that the county
had no right to purchase the.rollers at’
any price, and he strongly intimated, a
few weeks ago, that there was some-
thing suspicious in connection with the
price paid for the rollers. -

At yesterday’s meeting Attorney
Mitchell, - representing the  Austin
‘Wiestern company, from whom the
purchase was made, offered to compro-
mise the settlement with the county
by taking back one of the rollers with-
out cost to the county, and Mr. Kane
intimated that such a compromise
might be agreeable.

One of the rollers is in Commissioner
Powers’ district and the other in Com-
missioner Wright’'s, and each of these
commissioners objects to the roller be-
ing removed from his district.

The settlement of the matter finally
went over until Friday, when another
meeting will be held for the purpose
of disposing of it 3

Disagree Over Bridge. =

Another matter which came up for
consideration at the meeting yester-
day was the construction of a bridge
over Phalen creek, on the Bald Eagle
road. : ‘

‘When the board decided last fall to
replace the old bridge over Phalen
creek, it was planned-to put in a steeil
bridge, but, after bids had been twice
advertised for, the park board stepped
in and asked the board to build a con-
crete ‘structure, one which would be
artistic as well as serviceable.

A single arch concrete bridge was
planned and advertised for, but when
the ‘park board looked the plans over
the members were of the opinion that
the bridge was not artistic enough, and
a double arch bridge was @sked for.

Yesterday County Surveyor " Irvine
submitted plans for a double arch con-
crete bridge, such as is desired by the
park board, but when the commission-
ers learned that this bridge would cost
more than $10,000, there was consid-
erable objection. ; 2

Commissioner Seng favored the more
expensive bridge, but the other mem-
bers were of .a different opinlon, an&
the matter went over until the next
meeting.
