ANERICAN LEAGUE
CAN RESERVE MEN

Though Contracts Are Minus
Reservation Clause Clubs '
Can Hold Players.

CINCINNATI, Ohio, Dec. 14.—The na-
tional baseball commission through Pres-
ident Herrmann teday handed down sev-
eral important decisions., In view of the
fact that the American league contracts
are minus the reserve clause, the na-
tional committee has decided that if a
contract contains no réserve clause, a
club may reserve a playeti unless he can
produce a written agreement ‘that he was
not to be reserved or give conclusive evi-
dence to that effect.

After Dec, 15 a new rule goes into force
under which all written agreements re-
leasing a player from reservation must be
written on the contract itself, and no
written agreement offered by the player
releasing him from reservation wiil be
conslidered unless it antedates the time of
the enactment of this rule, to be adver -
tised in two sporting papers twice a year
in order to familiarize the players with it.

TEN CHINAMEN
LOSE THEIR CASE

Montreal Judge Decides for Canadian Pa-
cific and Orders Deportation.

MONTREAL, Deec. 14.—The Canadian
Pacific railway today gained a decisive
victory in the case of the ten Chinamen
who sought, after having been refused
admission to enter the United States, to
remain in Canada, and who took out writs
of habeag corpus to compel the railway
company to release them.

Judge Lavergne held that. as the China-
men had not complied with the provisions
of the Canadian law, and that as they
had been transported by the railway com-
pany on their having represented them-
selves to be citizéns of the United States,
which clatm they were not able to sub-
stantiate, the company could not disem-
bark them here witheut seriously vieolat-
ing the law. Seo far as any contract be-
tween the United States government and
the railway company was concerned it
was perfectly legal and there was neo
ground for interference by the (Canadian
courts. He accordingly ordered the com-
pany to return them te Heongkong, from
which place it had brought them.
