CHADIMAIS SET FREE
Jury Decides That He Did Not

Kill Hellms.
• It*^L. S. Donaldson Declares Per-

sistent Rumor Merely Idle
Street Gossip.

The rumor that has been in circulation
In business circles of the Twin Cities for
some weeks past to the effect that a
change in the management, if not the
proprietorship, of the Donaldson Glass
block department store, at Minneapolis,
is imminent, is characterized by L.. S.
Donaldson, president and treasurer of
William Donaldson & Co., as "idle street
gossip.

This was Mr. Donaldson's reply to an
Inquiry from the Globe as to the truth of
the report that the Glass block property
is likely to be transferred to Marshall
Field & Co., of Chicago.

"We do no business with Marshall Field
& C0.," was his further reply. "Some-
body is getting very busy with our af-
fairs," he added, with considerable as-
perity.

The report that Mr. Donaldson thus dis-
poses of has been much discussed In a
quiet way, and it has even been said that
representatives of Marshall Field & Co.
liave been In Minneapolis for some time
at work on the details of the negotiation
looking to the transfer of the property
coon after the holidays, if not before.

Mr. Donaldson, it was said, was to re-
tire from the active management and go
to Europe. Mr. Donaldson, In the inter-
view with the Globe, also characterized
this as "all news to me."

Last year cessation of the work oferecting the new annex, during Mr.
Do^ildson's absence abroad, occasioned
considerable speculation, but his return,
the rapid completion of the annex, which
has since been elaborately fitted up and
occupied, put a stop to the talk of a
prospective . change of ownership.

During 1" tfie past two tnonths, however,
there has been a revival of the rumor
"which has within the past few days as-
sumed the deflniteness of a report that
the deal has been practically completed.
- The value of the Glass Block property,
aside from its immense stock of goods, is
estimated to considerably exceed $1,000 -000, and the deal which was supposed to
have been in progress would have been
the largest transaction of the kind inthe history of the Northwest.

CHICAGO, Dec. 19.—Marshall Field,
when asked whether he contemplated
buying the Donaldson business at Minne-apolis, said:

"There Is nothing In the story. I haveQuite enough to keep me busy here."

HASTINGS, Minn., Dec. 19.—The jury

in the case of Joseph Chadima, indicted
on charge of the murder of Charles
Hellms, of South St. Paul, returned a ver-
dict of not guilty this morning, having
been out twenty hours.

Mr. Chadima was a constable
at the time the alleged crime was com-
mitted. He returned home to Inver Grove
with his family on this afternoon's train.

CHRISTMAS TRADE
IS RECORD BREAKER

Retail Merchants Say Holiday

Business This Year Is Heavi-
est Ever Known.

Christmas shoppers will leave $2,-
--500,000 with St. Paul merchants this
year.

The Christmas business this year is
said by the merchants to be the heav-
iest in the history of the city. It is
big in all lines.

The dollars not alone come from St.
Paul buyers, but from all over the
state. The union depot yesterday was
filled with transients, and every train
out carried a crowd of bundle-laden
passengers. Nearby localities were rep-
resented, but the Dakotas and Wis-
consin were by no means behind.
. Yesjerday probably was the heaviest
hi'respect 'to buyers since the Christ-
mas trade began. In all of the big
stores ihe crush was so great that
locomotion was impossible and force
had to be used to push the crowds
along the aisles. In one store it re-
tarded business to such a marked de-
gree that prospective customers were
asked to wait until the aisles were
cleared.

"We are ahead of last year," said
Frank Schlick, of the firm of Field &
Schlick.

There has been a heavy out-of-town
trade. Either the people have more
money or there is a big increase in
population; in any event they are buy-
ing.

Jacob Dittenhofer, of the Golden
Rule, said last night that there was a
heavy increase in the company's re-
ceipts over last year and it was not
alone confined to the Christmas pe-
riod.

Gain Has Been General.
"The gain has extended over the

entire year," said Mr. Dittenhofer. "We
were taxed to handle the crowds today.
They were the largest I ever saw."

"Our Seventh street entrance was
unequal to the task of handling the
crowds today," said J. T. Kennedy, of
the Emporium department store last
night. "We had to station men at our
Seventh street entrance and ask the
crowds to go around to our Minnesota
street entrance. We could have used
more clerks. For the past ten days our
capacity has been overtaxed. The bus-
iness this year is the heaviest I have
ever seen it."

"The biggest in the history of the
Mannheimer store," said Benjamin
Goodkind. "The Christmas shopping
trade never was better. Our out-of-
town trade this year is unusually
heavy." -

"I could not ask for better business
than has come our way so far," said
Joseph Simon, of the Palace Clothing
company. "Our sales were unpreced-
ented today. We were overtaxed and
we thought we had made ample prep-
arations for a rush. I think this is the
best Christmas in the history of our
store."

It's a Record-Breaker.
Schuneman & Evans say this Christ-

mas will be a record-breaker, as far as
their store is concerned.

"I am more than satisfied," said
Charles Schuneman last night. "Our
busmess has been heavy all the year.
St. Paul is certainly prosperous this
time."

Will E. Matheis & Co. say their trade
has some unusual features this year.
It is earlier.

"The last week of the holidays Is
generally the best for us, but buyers
are ahead of that period this time,"
said W. E. Mathels last night. "We
are doing a nice business. We certain-
ly have no complaint to make."

Anticipating the heaviest run this
week, many of the merchants are pre-
paring to increase their clerical force.
The unusual business of the past week
has shown that such a precaution is
necessary, and every available clerk is
being employed. Not only is this un-
usual rush of business being enjoyed
by the big stores, but the smaller busi-
ness houses also speak of prosperity.

TAXES MUST BE PAID
ON SWITCHING CHARGES

State Railroad Commission Notified Lines
of Its New Ruling.

The railroad and warehouse commis-
sion has notified the St. Paul-Chicago
lines that they will be required to return
for 1903 taxes the $2 for switching charge
on each car of live stock shipped to Chi-
cago in proportion to the mileage within
Minnesota.

This has been done in accordance with
a decision of Assistant Attorney General
W. J. Donahower, who holds that the
switching charge is a part of the gross
earnings of the railroads.

The through rate for each car Is $42,
which includes the 52 paid by the rail-
road companies to the terminal com-
panies at Chicago for switching. Some of
the railroads have reported the whole
amount, while others have deducted the
$2, claiming that it is not a part of theirearnings.

As about only 25 per "cent of the mileage
of the railroads is within the state, the
amount realized In taxes by the state Is
small.
