The stem and all other parts connected
with the gates shall be of solid phosphor
bronze, which shall contain 90 per cent
of copper, 5 per cent of phosphor and §
per cent of tin, and if nuts and bolts are
used they must be of brass. Stems must
be of the following dimensions: 4 inches,
114 inches; 6 inches, 13 inches; 12 inches,
1% inches; 16 inches, 2 inches: 20 inches,
214 inches; 24 inches, ZSQ inches; 30 inches,
2% inches double; 36 inches, 21% inches
double.

The stuffing boxes must be of the kind
known as “strapped stuffing boxes,” and
must have a layer of leather in center of
packing in stuffing box to,fit tight to
spindle.

The surface of contact with the collar
of stem must he of bronze. The iron and
bronze must be of the very best kind and
made of new metals, and capable of
standing a tensile strain of 20,000 and 35,~-
000 pounds respectively; and the casting
shall be smooth and perfect, without
sand-holes or scabs, and the workman-
lship must be first-class in every particu-

ar.

The joints shall be planed smooth and
well fitted.

When open the valves must present a
clear water-way of the diameter of the
valve opening.
