He therefore moved, and it
was carried, that the Board adjourn to
meet on Thursday afternoon, 4 p. m., Jan.

President Warner stated that the or-
ganization of this Board for the year 1904,
and that it would now be in order to elect
a President and Vice President. On mo-
tion Reuben Warner Jr. was nominated

efficient service and economic manage-

Vice President Schweizer also returned
thanks for the honor conferred in re-elect-
ing him Vice President.

President Warner then presented the
following summary report of the depart-
ment affairs for the year 1903:

The year that is now of the past is one
that will ever stand pre-eminently in the
history of this department. First, for the
great number of alarms responded to,
namely 763; second, the small fire losses,
estimated at $260,000; and third, for the
services rendered by our officers and men
in checking many inecipient fires that
would have proved most disastrous but
for the timely action and the fearlessness
enacted in arriving at the seat of ac-

tion.

The fatalities of the year have been of
the most unfortunate and deplorable. The
most important of these, and the one that
will ever be fresh in the memory of our
city, was the destruction of No. 1's truck
in a collision, at the intersection of Sixth
and Seventh streets, with a work train
operated by the Twin City Rapid Transit
Company. Through this accident it caused
the death of one man and injured five.

Another unfortunate fatality was the
accident that happened to our line man,
Mr. Archie Morrison, and who, at the
present time, is in the hospital. In all,
there were twenty-eight men injured dur-
ing the year while in active service.

The apparatus throughout the Depart-
ment is in good condition. The Nott En-
gine, which was purchased under date of
Aug. 26, 1903, and which was purchased
on the condition of a six months trial, has
already passed through three months. By
order of the Commission this apparatus
was returned to the manufacturer for cer-
tain repairs. Upon receipt of the Engine,
after these repairs had been complied
with, the Engine wags tested under the di-
rection of our Chief Engineer, Personally
speaking, I wish to state that the test
was- performed under very unfavorable
circumstances, the temperature of the
day ranging from ten to sixteen below,
and in fact I have been informed that
when the apparatus arrived at the loca-
tion for the test that some of its oil cups
and other delicate parts of the machinery
were frozen. However, this did not deter
our officers from placing the apparatus in
action. It was coupled onto a hydrant and
cold water pumped into its boilers and
fires placed in its boxes for the purpose
of raising steam.

In bringing out these points I simply
bring them out on account of the fact that
it is well known to the Commission that
we do not permit the State Boiler In-
spector to subject any of our steamers to
any such test, knowing that a cold water
test is one of the most severe and would
be ruination to our apparatus; and tak-
ing this into consideration I feel that the
Engine was not shown any favoritism.
Conclusively speaking, the= test proved
satisfactory, in fact it was a test that
any manufacturer can be well proud of.

‘When the test was completed, the En-
gine was ordered to Station House Num-
ber Twelve, and placed in service. On one
run, which was a distance of .two blocks,
the Engine left the house with about one
pound steam pressure, and when she ar-
rived at the plug she had forty pounds.
This is sufficient evidence iff regard to its
steaming qualifications.

The stock in the Department has been
selected with great care, and with the
