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THE CANADIAN IMMIGRATION
SYSTEM.

Papers in various parts of the coun-
try have been much stirred up of late

over announcements of the wonderful

progress of the Canadian government

in attracting immigrants from the
United States to its unoccupied terri-
tory in the Northwest. In almost ev-

ery state of the Union immigration
agents have been at work soliciting

people to go upon the wild and cheer-

less plains of the Northwest provinces.
The population of that district has
been increased quite largely by this
systematic drumming "up of business,

and some alarm has been felt in vari-
ous quarters in this country lest' Can-
ada's energy and persuasiveness

should affect our growth unfavorably
as compared with her own.

We need not feel the least alarmed
about additions to population and in-
crease in cultivation and settlement
brought about by the means now em-
ployed to populate the Canadian
Northwest. Not only have the Can-

adian railroads, existing and projected,
exerted themselves to build up this
immigration, but the Canadian govern-

ment has paid a regular bounty for
every immigrant procured. It is the
terrible abuses incident to this sys-

tem that have brought the whole mat-
ter to a head.

The agent of the government re-
ceives a stated sum in cash for each
person whom he can bring into the
country. This can readily be made a
profitable business. There is no way
to keep check on such a system, and
travelers visiting Canada on business
or pleasure are easily registered as
immigrants and the bounties for them

drawn down. There is every thinkable
inducement to fraud. The agents farm
out the business to sub-agents, and
these again to employes of their own.
until pretty nearly the whole com-
munity is. interested in swelling the

total of immigration, actual or fraud-
ulent, and breaking into the Dominion
treasury. Of course it gets a certain
amount of population in this way, but
the cost per capita is something mon-

strous.
According to reports, the condition of

these immigrants in the far West is
most unhappy. They are placed upon a
soil that is fertile enough, but all
the necessaries of life not immediately
drawn from the ground command ex-
orbitant prices. The climate is one
of intense severity, and only by the
most strenuous labor can the immi-
grant be kept from : actual suffering.
With thousands of miles between him
and the nearest centers of transpor-
tation, he is absolutely dependent upon
monopoly in every least detail of hia
life. ;.With this man so circumstanced
at .one end of' the scheme and th«
fraudulent immigration system and Its
beneficiaries at the other, the policy
of Canada in trying to fill her unoc-
cupied territory appears to be sadly
in need of revision.

Canada will fill it in time. The only
rational course for her/as.. for any
other country or community, is to
wait for the operation of natural busi-
ness conditions. It is proper'to en-
courage settlement in the newer parts
of the country, just as it has been en-
couraged by the United. States. It is
proper for railroad 'or other corpora-
tions that have their interests to serve
and that can make a business under-
taking out of it to promote immigra-
tion into territories where they are in-
terested. All these plans rest- on -a

business basis '. and must be worked

out by business methods to the profit

of both parties, or else they will quick-

ly fail and be abandoned. ' '

The condition of our own Western
country as compared with thirty or

twenty 'or ' even ten years : ago - illus-
trates the point. The people in. those
states are better fed, better ; clothed

and have ' more money in the bank

than they ever had before. Nobody

wants to leave, and every interest has

profited by their coming. The attempt

to use other agencies to settle the Can-
adian Northwest far. in advance of its

natural development- is a mistake. The

bounty method is so absolutely cer-

tain to expand into an enormous abuse
that we wonder how any Intelligent

government or people could resort to
it. The sooner. Canada gets out of

this blunder the better for her, as.well
as for the people who are being per-

suaded to remove' to ' her distant un-

occupied and at present, unavailable
spaces. '

Let us have a few more county

boards like the present, and even the

most inveterate believer in multiply-

ing offices at the expense of the tax-

payer will become converted to the
idea that our city and county govern-
ments should be consolidated.

THE POLICE AND THE MAYORAL-

The Pioneer Press says that it would
be perfectly safe to elect a Republican
mayor because he could not possibly
interfere\u25a0-with the present police ad-
ministration.

"He . cannot. disturb the present ad-
ministration of that (the police) de-
partment," says the Pioneer Press, re-

ferring in a large and indefinite way to
the possible Republican mayor. "Con-
sequently the police Issue in its old
shape will not influence thoughtful
voters."

The Masonic Temple is eighteen

stories high. It is built about a great

central well, in which all the stair-
cases and the elevators are contained.
Five thousand persons inhabit the
building during business hours. The
structure is built ofwhat is known as

fireproof material and would only burn
if it had a good start. When the fire
started Saturday the furniture in a

couple of the lower suites burned
rather freely. The well was filled with

smoke that became so dense that 'the
people on. the upper floors could not

venture into it: The elevators were
useless in the stifling atmosphere.

Five thousand people were as closely
prisoned^ in the building as though

they were locked in. f- The assurance
that the fire was under control pre-
vented a panic that must have been

awful in/its consequences had those
thousands of men'and--."women made a
rush down the narrow stairs to the
street.

The occurrence adds another. argu-

ment to those already made against

the skyscraper. It is hideous, generally
unnecessary . and obnoxious because it
makes for the congestion of business.
There is no possible excuse for its ex-
istence in any city in America, with
the possible exception of -down-town
New York, where natural limitations
have been set to . the ; spread of • the.
city. Now it has ; been shown that it
is unsafe in spite of fireproof materials..
Even a Chicago theater would offer a
better chance of escape in the case.of
a panic than would, the '"average- Chi--

Ought to Run Well.

At St.: Paul Theaters

The presentation of, "Under j.Two
Flags" at the Metropolitan hast night,
with Jane Kennark in . the role-: of
Cigarette, proved a novelty. Local
theatergoers imagined they, had wit-
nessed a dramatization of Ouida's fa-
mous story during the halcyon days
of a summer stock company two years
-and a half ago. It:is 'true they saw a
fascinating Cigarette at that time, but
they";did not' behold an intelligent
dramatization of. the novel.

.: Paul Potter's adaptation of this re-
markable fiction to the stage is a
worthy effort. It preserves some of the
atmosphere of the tale and omits su-
perfluous incidents. The dialogue is
terse and direct, and there is plenty
of action. It is easy to account for the
popularity the drama has attained with
a capable actress in the role of the
passionate and jealous vivandiere.

Jane Kennark, hitherto a stranger
to St. Paul, made her appearance in
this role last night. Nature has be-
stowed two valuable 1gifts upon Miss
Kennark, a resonant voice, that vi-
brates with feeling and an expressive
eye. Her impersonation of Cigarette
emphasized the vixenish, jealous na-
ture of the vivandiere in a most con-
vincing manner. The lovable qualities
of the young woman should receive a
.warmer color at the hands of the ac-
i tress.

An interesting personality has Miss
Kennark, and her acting rings true,
being essentially spontaneous. She is
also to be commended for her excel-
lent make-up, which imparted an
Othello complexion to. her manifesta-
tions of Jealousy.

The company is deficient albeit H.
Guy Woodward contributes a consist-
ent, -sustained characterization of
John, Earl of Rockingham, and Bert
Lytellis acceptable in the role ofBertie
Cecil. The other impersonations bear
the stamp of uninteresting mediocrity.
They need not be particularized.

The play is picturesquely mounted
and the sandstorm scene is undeniably
effective.

MINE OWNER IS SUED
FOR HALF A MILLION

Plaintiffs -Claim Defendant Filed Claim
on Mine They Located.

CHICAGO, Jan. 24.—Three suits for
a total of $530,000 have been filed in the
circuit court against P. H. Anderson, of
this city. Nels O. Hultberg, a plaintiff
in one of the suits, seeks to recover
$500,000, while Dora Adams and Hanna
Hultberg ask for $15,000 each.

Nelson O. Hultberg, his wife and niece,
Miss Dora Adams, claim to have been
the original prospectors at the White
Star mine and according to Anderson
Hultberg asserts he struck gold in suffi-

HALESiD HOSPITAL
ALONE ESCAPED FIRE

AllBuildings In Norway Town
Were Destroyed and 11,000

Persons Are Homeless.

AALESUND, Norway, Jan. 24.—The
fire which swept over this town yes-
terday morning destroyed every build-
ing in it with the exception of the
hospital. The 11,000 inhabitants ol
Aalesund were compelled to camp in
the open, as only a few damaged and
uninhabitable houses were left stand-
ing. The children of the town had to
be housed temporarily in the church
at Borgund. The panic among the peo-
ple was so great after the outburst
of the flames that all attempts at lead-
ership or discipline became out of the
question; no excesses, however, were
committed. The people first endeav-
ored to save some of their property,
but they soon found they had quite
enough to do to save their own lives.
The destruction of the town was com-
plete within a couple of hours from
the time the fire started. Over twenty
steam fishing boats and many sailing
smacks were sunk in the harbor In or-
der to save them from the flames, butthree steamers and many smacks were
burned. It is believed now that only-
three persons lost *neir lives. Succorhas arrived from Molde. Bergen andother places, and provisions are beingdistributed. Relief committees havebeen formed and have invited publicsubscriptions. The king and queen ofbweden and Norway have contributed
51,500 to a relief fund and all the other
members of the royal family have alsosubscribed. A majority of the inhab-itants of the town lost everything they
possessed and only in a very fewcases were the damages covered by In-surance. Thousands of persons had to
spend twenty-four hours in the open
fields, where they were without food
and exposed to a bitterly cold wind
and a driving rain storm.

Hamburg Oil Company Expands.
BERLIN, Jan. 24.— Hamburg Pe-

troleum Product company has increased
its capital from 1750.000 to $3,000,000. and
has purchased all the Roumanian petrol-
eum interests of the Deutscfa bank. The
company is allied with the Shell Trans-
port and Trading company, and these
transactions, following as they do the
formation last week of the new German 'Petroleum company, of Berlin, with a
capital of $5,000,000. indicate, it la thought,
a greater interest on the part of Germancapitalists in the petroleum business than
has been seen for ten years past.

Panic In Berlin Theater.
BERLIN, Jan. 24.—During the perform-

tonight at the Deutsche* theater the fall
of a portion of the ceiling of the corridor
caused great excitement. With the ex-
ception of an usher, who was slightly
hurt, no one was injured. The falling
celling made a great crash, and the audi-ence rose to its feet in panic. From the
stage an actor assured the people there
was no danger and quiet was restored.
Firemen came to the theater in great
numbers. After the excitement subsided
the play was resumed.

United States Cruiser Reported.
LAS PALMAS, Canary Islands. Jan. 24.

—The .United States cruiser Buffalo and
the torpedo boat destroyers Decatur, Bain-bridge. Barry, Chauncey and Dale, under
command of Lieut. Lloyd H. Chandler,
which arrived here Jan. 6, will sail for
Gibraltar Monday morning.

Pope Sends Message to Diaz.
ROME, Jan. 24.Monsignor Serafino,

the new apostolic delegate in Mexico, has
been received in farewell audience by tie-
pope, and was entrusted by his holiness
to express to President Diaz and the Mex-
ican government his satisfaction with themeasure of liberty granted under Presi-
dent Diaz to Catholicism in Me: 1:0, which
has resulted in the prosperity of the
church there.

Koreans Start Small Riot.
SEOUL. Korea. Jan. 24.An accident on

the electric street railway here today,
which resulted in the killingof a Korean,
led to rioting on the part of the populace.
The marine guard at the American lega-
tion, however, without having recourse
to their firearms, succeeded in preventing
the trouble from assuming serious pro-
portions.

OHIO EIVER AGAIN
OPEN FOR NAVIGATION

Steamers Blocked by Ice for Two
Months at Last Able to Move.

CINCINNATI. Ohio, Jan. 24.—With
arrival here of the steamer Courier last
night navigation was- opened In part
of the Ohio river after a complete sus-
pension of almost two months. During

that time seven large packets and a
dozen smaller ones and hundreds ofcoal
barges have been anchored here. Two
small packets were wrecked by the
breaking of Ice gorges and the number
of barges lost will never be known.
The total direct loss is placed at $200,-
--000. The Indirect loss is much greater.
It is stated that the loss of one of the
large packets by being tied up is $1,000
per day. The river is open for naviga-
tion now only between Louisville and
Maysville, Ky., so that none of the
through packets up the river for Pitts-
burg or down the river for Mississippi
points are yet able to run on account
of the ice. While freezing weather again
prevails through the Ohio valley the
river is now too high to be again closed
up.
