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CALL THE IRONCLAD
AGREEMENT A JOKE

Sporting Writers of Associa-

tion Circuit Show Up Club

Cwners' Game.

Although the "highest legal talent,"

that passed upon the ironclad agree-

ment of the American association
"charter" members, declared that in-

strument free from loopholes and a
most binding document, it has failed,

in almost every town of the circuit, to

create the sensation that the magnates

pictured when they attached their sig-

natures to this imposing paper.
Already the sporting writers in the

Eastern end of the circuit, the end that

will be with the winners when the as-
sociation is wrecked, are declaring

what The Globe maintained from

the start, that the agreement was mere-
ly designed and drawn up to quiet the

Western fanatics until the smashup

date arrives.
Though the owner of the St. Paul

club has, according to an eveningl pa-
per, declared these claims "so absurd
and ridiculous that they are not worthy

of attention," the fanatics may dis-
agree with this opinion when they read
what other writers about the circuit
have ti> say in discussing the agree-
ment and the plans of the magnates.

Tom S. Andrews, sporting editor of
the Evening Wisconsin, of Milwaukee,
and recognized as one of the leading
sporting authorities of the West, tells,
\u25a0without mincing words, the real worth
of agreements signed by baseball mag-
nates, and his one observation, "Re-
member what Tebeau and Hlckey did
to the Western league," tells a story in
itself.

Still more evidence is offered to the
fans in the clipping from the Columbus
Dispatch, a paper recognized as one of
the stanches! i"riends of the American
association to be found in the Eastern
end of the circuit. Sporting Editor
Miller's declaration that the agreement
was prepared as "a palate tickler for
the Northwest and Kansas < "ity fans,"
is also liible to be branded as a "con-
ten ptible attack on the St. Paul team"
by the evening paper that fails to see
any signs of syndicate ball or an ap-
proaching wreck.

In the Evening Wisconsin Tom An-
drews says:

"The magnates of the American asso-
ciation are beginning to wear gum .shoes.
At the meeting in Chicago Monday four
of the men with the Rockefeller title met
in secret, so it i.s said, signed a document
binding pach one to stick to the other
tliioiiKl! thick and thin for a Jerm of
seven years, swore secrecy ami then pro-
ceeded to quietly give it to the press.
So secret were the magnates thai even
the president of the association was not
let in on the deal. President Griffo feels
terribly aggrieved and will Iill a grand
jury to investigate the affair. The r|-'on
given for signing the alleged .secretagreement was the fact that each mag-
nate thought the other was going to hand
him the "harpoon." However, as one of

the magnates says, the agreement does
noi amount to the worth of the paper it
Is written on: it was made up to calm
s !' the papers which had been roast-
inn them for being- mixed up in an al-
leged deal to throw out certain towns
and form a big minor league, taking four
association cities and four from the.East-
ern league. The fact is, if the magnates
wanted to throw out certain members
thety would do it Irrespective of any secret
agreement Remember what Tebeau and
Hlckey did to the Western league!

"Agreements did not prevent the Ameri-
can league from expanding when Milwau-kee was dumped. If Mr. Tebeau wants toexpand with certain other members, why,
they can resign from the association aiid
go ahead with their plans. Then wouldcome the question of the national agree-
ment protecting certain territory, butsooner than face another war a compro-
mise would be reached and the expan-
sionists would no doubt carry their point.
Tiiis would not come about, however, un-
less the National and American leagues
combined."

In laughing at the simple-minded
fans of the West Harvey Miller adds
to Mr. Andrews' contribution with the
following in the Columbus Dispatch:

That little agreement, a sort of mutual
"handcuff," entered into at the American
association meeting at Chicago between
the charter members of the league, never
to leaVe the circuit as it is now nor tojoin the Western nor Eastern leagues for
th<; space of eight years, was the neatestmove vet on the part of the magnates inquestion to make themselves solid with
the fans of their cities and allay their
fears for tin- existence of their franchises
in a leaeue of good standing and to bring
about the feeling of security that good
baseball would continue to be dished out
to them.

Up in St. Paul and Milwaukee there has
been ;< great "hub-bub" and a "I told you
so." The league, they claim, is now solid
ami tin- chance for the Eastern division
club to go into a merger with four cities
ut' the present Eastern league has goneglimmering. It is sufficient to say that
the name of George Tebeau is affixed to
that agreement, and he is known to be
one of the moving spirits in getting a
merger through in the year t# come.

It seems to have been merely a "palate
tickler" for the Northwest and Kansas
City fans, shrewdly worked out by the
owners Interested there. The merger is

now no further out of question than be-
fore Baseball is such a strange business
that the merger is just as possible now as
It ever was, an^ there is a strong feeling
even at present in this end of the circuit
that even with this resolution of the
charter members there are plans in action
just the same to get the Columbus. Louis-
ville. Indianapolis and Toledo clubs into
a new circuit. There is a "hen" on, de-
spite the circulations of the agreement.
The bnseball horoscope presages some in-
teresting developments before another
nine months roll by.

LABOR LEADER
DEFIES GRAND JURY

Secretary Nockels, of Chicagtf, May Be
Punished for Contempt.

CHICAGO, Jan. 29.—E. N. Nockels.
secretary of the Chicago Federation of
Labor, has been cited to appear In
court tomorrow and show cause why

he should not be punished for con-
tempt. Nockels was tailed before the
grand jury today to give evidence con-
cerning alleged acts of lawlessness
committed during recent strike* In this
city and was told to bring the books
and records of the Federation of La-
bor with him. He told the grand jury
that he had no intention of obeying

the order. He was thereupon cited to
appear before Judge Garry.

The grand Jury, which has been in-
vestigating strikes, will conclude Its
labors tomorrow, and it Is said that
walkingdelegates and labor union offi-
cials will be indicted.

Recommends Maneuvering Camps.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 29.—Lieut
Gen. Chaffee, as chief o/ staff, has made a
report to the secretary of war, recom-
mending an appropriation of $2,000,000 for
the purchase of four tracts of ground, one
in each of the four quarters of. the Unit-
ed States, for military maneuvers. Gen,
Chaffee says investigation indicates a de-
sirable locality in the Conewago Valley, In
Pennsylvania, also a section in the vi-
cinity of West Point, Ky., and the sec-
tion known as the J. H. Henry ranch In
California. No point has yet been looked
for In the Northwest section.
