PASS UP LEXINGTON
Old Ball Park Found Too Small

for Local Gun Club.

The search for a suitable shooting
grounds for the St. Paul Rod and Gun
club is still on.

WAS WEAK IN RING

Pliiladelphlan Says Heroic Manner of Re-
ducing Weight Took Away Strength.

PHILADELPHIA. Pa.. Feb. I.—Jack
O'Krien, the C2uaker City middleweight,
believes himself still capable of whipping
Tommy Ryan, despite hi.s recent defeat.
Asktd today if he would meet Ryan
again. O'Hrien replied: "I am ready and
anxious to make another match. I am
well pleased with the result of our six-
round bout, and the way I hit Ryan at
will makes me think a fifteen or twenty-
round battle would be a romp home. I
will not be able to fight lor at least six
weeks or two months. I am going up to
the mountains about Pottsville after a
good long rest, which I need badly.

"Til tell you a few things about the
fight which may cause some people tochange their opinions. When I arrived in
Philadelphia, Tuesday night, to my dis-
may I found myself three pounds overweight I knew something strenuous had
to be done. I went at once to a Turkish
bath and pulled off four and one-half
pounds. When 1 weighed in I was a
pound and a half below the required fig-
ures, and much weakened. The few hours
before we entered tho ring were not
enough for me to regain my accustomed
strength, and maybe that is why some of
my blows lacked the necessary steam toput Ryan away.

CANADIANBILLIARD
CHAMPION WINS GAME

St. Louis Man at New York.
Biljiardist From Across Border Defeats

NEW YORK. Feb. I.—Arthur Mar-
cotte. of Quebec, the Canadian amateur
champion billiardist. defeated J De Mun
Smith, of St. Louis, by a score o,£ 300 +r>
258 in the opening game of the amateur
billiard championship tournament, which
was begun tonight in the music room of
the Llederkraw dub, of New York.
Neither man played anywhere near to his
normal form, although at times both made
fine runs. Smith opened with a well
nursed 31, but his next effort netted only
24, which he got in the thirteenth inning.
Smith's nursing piays were better than
Marcottes, but in open table work the
Canadian excelled, making runs of 35,
29, 24 and L'3, by good all-round work.
Each man played seventy-seven innings,
with the following result:

FOOTBALL ROAST BY
PRESIDENT OF HARVARD

Declares Intercollegiate Games an Evil
That Ought to Be Checked.

CAMBRIDGE. Mass., Feb. 1 —In his an-
nual report submitted to the board of
overseers today President Charles W.
Eliot, of Harvard university, has this tosay on athletics:

"The game which has been conducted
at Cambridge with the least intelligence
and success is football—except from apecuniary point of view. The breaking up
of college work for the individual student
by frequent absences to play games at a
distance from Cambridge is an evil which
ought to be checked. It is a greater evil
than formerly, now that intercollegiate
games take place all the year round."

Meeting of Magnates May Result in Gl-

CHICAGO. Fob. I.—Every ball player in
the country will have his eyes on Califor-
nia this week, for the mooting of the
magnates scheduled at San Francisco on
Tuesday may cut off the disatisfled play-
er's one chance to "hold up" his club. If
Ban Johnson, James Hart and Ed Har.lon,
who represent the interests of organized
baseball, agree upon terms to admit the
Pacific Coast league as a member of the
association, banded together by the na-
tional agreement, there will be left no
"outlaw" league in the entire commu-
nity.

Peace between the American and Na-
tional leagues and the members of the
National Association of Minor Leagues
has made all the players in these leagues
subject to the "draft" and "reserve."
While no man can be forced to sign a
contract or play with any particular club,
once in one team, no other club in the
organization is in a position to bid for his
services. In consequence the player has
to accept the terms of the club to which
he belongs or gain his income from some
other calling. \u25a0 i •President Hart, of the Chicago National
league team, has been conducting the
preliminary negotiations with the Califor-
nia league men, and, according to report,
the Westerners have offered terms which
the big leaguers are likely to accept.

While on the ropes, with the top rope
holding his head up, Attell started a
wild overhead right swing that landed
on Forbes' ear and Forbes rolled to the
floor and was counted out.
