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NEWS OF THE CITY

HOLDS THAT LENGTH OF DAY'S TOIL
MUST DEPEND ON PRODUCTIVENESS

Prof. G« S. Innis Discusses

Subject Before Bethe! Men's

Club—Says Industrious Men
Working Eight Hours a Day

Could Do More Than the Av-

erage Street Laborer Would

Accomplish in Fifteen Hours

—Points to England's Ex-
perience to Show Benefit of
Short Work Day.

"Laborers employed by the city in
cleaning streets might work fifteen
hours a day and not accomplish as
much as industrious men could in six
or eight hours," said Prof. George S.
Innis, of Hamline university, address-
ing the Men's club at the Bethel last
night. "I have seen the men paid by

the city to clean the streets shoveling
leisurely and resting several minutes
between each slight exertion. They
plck up a stone, cast it aside, converse
for a while, smoke their pipes, gaze
about for an interval, and then for a
brief space of time resume their toil.

"If hours of labor are to be reduced
the productiveness of the workmen
must be increased," continued Prof.
Innis. "It Is well recognized that men
can do better work if they are confined
only eight hours instead of ten or twelve.
They are more energetic and responsive
to the demands made upon them, and
will, as soon as properly trained, do as
much in the shorter period. But the
workman should bear in mind that in
seeking shorter hours he should also
seek to become more efficient.

"To get shorter hours the laboring
man and mechanic must remember that
his skill must be increased in propor-
tion to the reduction of the length of
time he Is to work each day, for it
would be wrong to think that the in-
dustrial work could get along by pro-
ducing less. Reductions in hours un-
der those conditions would not be op-
posed by the employer, for he would belosing nothing. He would have thesame quantity of goods to place upon

the market whether his plant was In
operation eight hours or twelve hours.

How It Works in England.
"The enforcement of an eight-hour

law might, however, be interfered with
by workmen themselves who were anx-
ious to make more money instead of
having extra leisure.

"Many objections have been brought
against shorter hours for workmen by
those opposed to the movement In
England, when the factory operatives
were working fourteen and fifteen
hours a day, it was said that if the men
were given more time to themselves
they would spend it in the public
houses, or saloons, as we would call
them; but as the hours were cut down
from fourteen to twelve and twelve to
ten the result most apparent was the
increase in the beauty of the towns.
The men, instead of resorting to the>
saloons, spent their time in cultivat-
ing gardens about their homes, so that
before long every village and town in
the kingdom was improved in appear-
ance. Today, with an eight-hour law
in effect, the people are not only happy
and prosperous, but the country is
beautiful, and the nation is holding itsown with the other countries, notwith-
standing the fact that the workmen ofsome others work fourteen hours a
day.

"Improvement in machinery and in
the skill of the workmen is bound tohave the effect of reducing the length
of the working day in America as inEngland, and the result will be the
same."

IGNORE HEALTH LAW
Loggers Fire Out Men Afflicted

With Smallpox.

Smallpox in the lumber camps of the
extreme upper Mississippi region, sur-
rounding Lake Itasca. has been giving
the state board of health a great deal
of annoyance. The trouble is not so
much due to prevalence of the disease
as to the course pursued by the own-
ers of camps in their treatment of theirmen who become affected.

Dr. P. D. Winship, local health offi-
cer of Park Rapids, in a letter to Dr.
Bracken, secretary of the state board,
says:

"The owners of camps are getting
•wise, and as soon as there is suspicion
of smallpox they fire the men out ofcamp and give them the 'trail' with-
out ceremony."

Dr. Winship tells of his Investiga-
tions as to an outbreak of smallpox inone of the camps near Mallard, Minn.He says that one of the men, as soonas it was discovered that he had small-pox, was "given his time" and told to
leave. This man went to Park Rapids",
and on the way visited a number of
saloons and rode for some distance inthe mail carrier's sleigh, along the ru-
ral free delivery route. Three othermen at this same camp, who had pre-
viously developed the disease, had dis-appeared before Dr. Winship arrivedthere, and it was believed they went toBemidji. Dr. Winship estimates thatmore than 400 persons were exposed tocontagious through the scattering ofthese men.

There are five camps in the Immedi-ate vicinity of Park Rapids, and thestate board will take measures to havethem closely watched and their ownersheld accountable for strict observance
of the health laws regarding conta-gious diseases.

Dunn's Followers in Control.
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DM DOWNS THE
COLLINS FOLLOWERS

Shows That He Has the Call
on the Republican Centra)

Committee.

The Republican state convention for

the selection of delegates to the na-
tional convention will be held in Min-
neapolis March 17, and the McKinley

vote of 1900 will be used as a basis of
representation, each county in the state
being allowed five delegates at large,

and one additional delegate for every
250 votes or fraction thereof cast for
McKinley in 1900.

This was decided upon yesterday aft-
ernoon at a meeting of the Republican

state central committee, held at the
Windsor hotel in St. Paul.

St. Paul supporters did what they

could to secure the convention for this
city, but Minneapolis was chosen by a
vote of fourteen to seven. Ex-Mayor

T. W. Hugo, of Duluth, will be tem-
porary chairman of the convention.

It was also decided by the committee
that the county conventions should be
held March 12—the Saturday preceding
the state convention. At these county

conventions delegates will be selected
to attend the Minneapolis convention
and also delegates to the state conven-
tion at which candidates for state of-
ficers will be named. The latter con-
vention will be held some time in July,
the time and place to be selected by

the state committee at a future meet-
ing. Duluth and St. Paul are the can-
didates for this convention.

The most significant feature of the
meeting of the central committee yes-
terday was the disclosure that Dunn
controlled a majority of the members
of the committee, a handicap that has
all along been claimed by the Collins
supporters.

The test of the relative strength of
the two candidates came when a suc-
cessor was to be named to J. F. Jacob-
son, whose resignation was read at the
meeting. Candidates were named by
both the supporters of Dunn and Col-
lins, but the Collins forces, when they
saw that a vote would force them to
disclose their weakness, withdrew their
candidate and the Dunn man was
named without opposition. The Dunn
forces were jubilant at winning what
they termed the first round of the bat-
tle between the two candidates.

Early in the meeting Chairman Jami-
son read the resignation of J. F. Jacob-
son, of Lac Qui Parle county, who was
recently appointed to a position on the
state board of control. The Collins
forces had been waiting for this, and
almost before Chairman Jamison had
taken his seat, C. C. Eastman, of Wa-
dena, a strong Collins supporter, placed
in nomination J. F. Rosenwald as Ja-
cobson's successor.

But the Dunn men were not inactive,
and to the surprise of the Collins forces
J. G. Hamlin, of Blue Earth county, a
recognized Dunn man, nominated Sher-
iff J. F. Ellickson. Both Ellickson andRosenwald are Lac gui Parle men re-
siding at Madison.

This unexpected move by the Dunn
forces almost caused consternation in
the Collins forces, and the latter's sup-porters hurriedly gathered in groups
and held a whispered conference.

* Collins Forces Capitulate.
If a vote were to be taken the rela-tive strength of Dunn and Collins wouldbe disclosed, and this the Collins menfhf lrrfd *? aV.°v! d- Judge Jamison savedthe day for the Collins men by askingMr Eastman if he did not desire tovtithdraw the name of Rosenwald, andMr. Eastman said he did. Sheriff El-lickson was named to succeed Mr Ja-cobson without opposition.
Th*US*uthe Coliins supporters weresaved the necessity of showing theirweakness in the central committee, andth D̂"nn were as well satisfiedwith the showing made as if the con-test had been in the open.
Later in the meeting the Collins fac-tion was given another opportunity toshow its strength in the committee,but refused the bait thrown out by theDunn supporters.
The Collins people were favorable tothe abolition of the delegates-at-large

from the counties, and for some timepast members of the central committeehave been approached individually by
Collins supporters with the suggestion
that the five delegates at large now
accorded to each county be done awaywith and that there be but one dele-gate at large from each county.

This strategic move was expected torob Dunn of a large number of dele-gates, for the reason that Dunn is con-
ceded to have many more counties than
Collins, and it is admitted that he is
especially strong in some of the coun-
ties which have small Republican
votes. By doing away with the fivedelegates at large from each county
many of the Dunn counties would come
to the convention with but one or twodelegates, instead of six or seven, un-
der the present system.

Refused to Vote.
W. C. Masterman, of Stillwater, witha view of showing the sentiment of

the committee upon the question ofrepresentation, moved that the McKin-
ley vote of 1900 be used as a basis of
representation, each county being al-
lowed a delegate for each 20 votes or

fraction thereof, and five delegates at
large in addition.

In view of the fact that all of the
talk of abolishing the delegates at
large had been by the Collins people,
it was expected that this motion would
force them to show their strength, but,
instead of opposing the proposition,
the Collins supporters remained quiet
and declined to enter into any propo-
sition which would force them to a
vote.

Chairman Jamison, in calling the
committee to order, said the object of
the meeting was to fix the date for a
state convention to elect delegates' at
large and alternates to the Republican
national convention, and to designate
congressional committees to call the
district conventions for the election of
delegates and alternates to the same
convention.

C. A. Morey, of Winona, moved that
the convention be held at Minneapolis,
but Gen, M. D. Flower thought it
should be held in St. Paul. Following
brief talks of the supporters of the two
cities, Minneapolis was chosen by a
vote of 14 to 7. The convention will be
held in the Bijou opera house Thurs-
day, March 17. In this connection it may
be stated that the selection of St. Pat-
rick's day was merely a coincidence,
the date favored being Wednesday.
March 16, but the opera house could
not be secured on this date, and the
change was made.

The apportionment agreed upon by
the committee will make a state con-
vention of 1,170 delegates.

BEDE SAYS HANNA IS
OUT OF THE FIGHT

friend, Frank M. Eddy, who is making
a still hunt for the Republican nomina-

Mr. Bede asserts that he Came to
Minnesota to look after a few postofflce
matters. He denied he was interest-
ing himself in the gubernatorial fight.

He was interested in the reports con-
cerning the health of Senator Hanna,
and expressed a fear that the senator
would not recover from his attack of
fever.

"Hanna is in nowise a candidate for
the presidency," said Mr. Bede. "He
realizes that he has not the strength
to undergo a campaign and to fill the
office for four years, should he be
elected. He is satisfied to remain where
he is with six years more of senatorial
work before him"

DULUTH GOES AFTER
STATE CONVENTION

Zenith City Makes Bid for Re-
publican Gathering That

May Capture It

Duluth is to make a fight for the Re-
publican state convention to be held in
July for the purposes of nominating
candidates for state offices, and the
sentiment in favor of the city at the
head of the lakes, which became mani-
fest at the meeting of the state central
committee yesterday afternoon, would
indicate that St. Paul and Minneapolis
will have to do some hustling to keep
the convention in the Twin Cities this
year.

The convention has usually been held
in St. Paul, although Minneapolis has
been favored a few times. An attempt
to wrest the plum from the Twin Cities
has never before been attempted, and
the people of St. Paul have come to
look upon it as theirs by right. But
this year Duluth is going after it, and
it was admitted yesterday that St. Paul
would have to make a hard fight if it
succeeded in securing the convention
for this city.

It has been charged repeatedly that
St. Paul and Minneapolis have never
done anything to show their apprecia-
tion of the convention, and the party
organization has always.had to bear all
expenses incurred by ihe convention.
It is also charged that the hotel men
of St. Paul have come to regard the
state convention as a fixture, whichmeans a harvest for them.

Twins Lack Suitable Auditorium.
It developed at the central committee

meeting yesterday that this year neith-
er St. Paul nor Minneapolis has a suit-
able auditorium in which to hold the
convention, and when this fact was
announced there was a disposition upon
the part of some of the members to re-
duce the size of the convention by cut-
ting off the five delegates at large al-
lowed each county. This suggestion
was strongly opposed by the country
members, however, and had to be giv-
en up.

The Duluth supporters were not slow
to take advantage of this situation, and
Milie Bunnell, the Duluth member of
the state central committee, suggested
that the summer convention be held In
Duluth. Mr. Bunnell not only extended
a cordial invitation, but he assured the
committee that Duluth would hold out
inducements that would be well worth
considering.

"Duluth," said Mr. Bunnell, "willpay
all of the expenses of the convention
and will make a liberal donation to the
campaign fund If it is chosen as the
convention city."

Mr. Bunnell said Duluth had fine
hotel accommodations and that the
convention would be accorded liberal
treatment, and the delegates would not
be considered as "good things."

Duluth Boom Grows.
The Duluth boom took on alarming

proportions before night, and a number
of the committeemen stated last night
that the city at the head of the lakes
stood a good chance to secure the con-
vention. Should Duluth secure the
nominating convention it would leave
St. Paul without a state convention at
all this year so far as the Republicans
are concerned, as it was decided yes-
terday to hold the March convention in
Minneapolis this year.

It developed yesterday that several
members of the committee favored fol-
lowing the example of the national
committee by giving the convention to
the city offering the best inducements.
In Duluth's favor it is argued that the
city has a better auditorium than is to
be found in the Twin Cities, and that
the weather in July would be more
pleasant in Duluth than in St. Paul or
Minneapolis.

The members of the committee from
the porthern part of the state are a
unit for Duluth, and they will have the
support of some of the influential mem-
bers from the southern part of the
state, such men as C. A. Morey, of Wi-
nona; Phillip Leisch, of New Ulm, and
others being favorable to Duluth.

From the talk last night it is evident
that Duluth will have a strong backing
when the central committee meets to
arrange for the state convention prop-
er, and if St. Paul succeeds in retain-
ing the convention it will not be with-
out a hard fight.

WILL INDORSE SOME
CANDIDATE SATURDAY

Fourth Ward Republicans Will Hold
Meeting for the Purpose.

Chairman Henry Gallick, of the
Fourth ward Republican organization,
has called a mass meeting of the Re-
publican voters of the Fourth for Sat-
urday evening, at which time an In-
dorsement will be given some Repub-
lican candidate for alderman in the
Fourth. It is generally conceded that
this indorsement will go to John I.
Howard, whose candidacy was an-
nounced by The Globe.

At a meeting of the Fourth ward or-
ganization last Saturday night an at-
tempt was made to secure the indorse-
ment of Mr. Howard, but the action
was forestalled by Republicans who
declared that it would be bad policy for
the organization to indorse a candidate
before the primaries. In order that all
of the Republican voters in the ward
may be given an opportunity to express
their preference, the mass meeting has
been called.

FAVOR Of VAN SANT

Reported That Judge WillWith-
draw From Gubernatorial

Race for Lack of Support.

It was currently reported about the
corridors of the Windsor last night that
Judge Collins is to withdraw from
the gubernatorial fight and that Gov.
Van Sant, despite his repeated denials,
is to enter the race as a candidate him-
self.

While the rumor was denied by the
Collins supporters, it is said to have
been freely discussed at secret con-
ferences held by members of the Re-
publican state central committee, who
were here to attend the committee
meeting held at the Windsor yesterday

afternoon.
The failure of the Collins manage-

ment to line up Ramsey and Hennepin
counties, which is now admitted, is
given as the cause of this latest turn
in the political wheel, and it was an-
nounced by Republican politicians who
are on the inside that the Collins fac-
tion, foreseeing defeat, had decided to
withdraw Judge Collins from the race.

In withdrawing from the gubernato-

rial fight Judge Collins is said to have
tightened his grip upon the string

which he tied to his resignation from
the supreme bench, which means that
Attorney General Douglas' aspirations
to the supreme bench will have to re-
main unsatisfied for the time being.

The rumor of Collins' decision to
withdraw from the fight and remain
on the supreme bench, while not a
surprise to many of the members of
the state committee, is said to have
resulted in the prediction that such a
move would leave the Republican party

in an embarrassing situation.
Would Embarrass the Party.

According to the politicians who dis-
cussed the matter, it would arouse the
enmity of Attorney General Douglas,

as well as of W. B. Donahower, slated
to succeed Mr. Douglas, and it would
naturally lead to an embarrassing po-
sition with regard to the fight for the
nomination of attorney general this
fall, something conceded to Mr, Don-
ahower if he entered into the posi-
tion by appointment.

Members of the state, committee and
other politicians who are credited with
being on the inside of the deal were loth
to discuss the rumor last night, although
some of them admitted that such a propo-
sition had been discussed in secret con-
ference.

To those who have watched the trend
of political affairs in Hennepin and Ram-
sey counties, the announcement does not
come as much of a surprise, for it has
been known for some time that Collins
could not hope to win out in either of
these counties, and without one of them,
his supporters admit that it would be use-
less for him to hope for success.

"Ido not know how much truth there Is
In the "rumor," said a well known Re-
publican and a member of the State com-
mittee, when pressed for information by
The Globe last night, but with the
understanding that his name would not
be used, he admitted that there was som<
foundation for the talk of Collins' with-
drawal.

The plan is, according to this politician,
to restore Collins to his place on th<
benoh and pacify Douglas and Donahowerby promises. If Collins withdraws his
place in the race is to be taken by Gov.Van Sant, who stands ready to becomea candidate at jiny time.

With Gov. Van Sant again in the race
and Collins out of it, James Martin It is
stated, will swing his support to the gov-
ernor, upon the promise of being cared for
in the event of Van Sanfs success
Should Van Sant be defeated, Martin oicourse, would be out in the cold but hi
would be in no worse predicament than hewould if Collins remained in the race
and lost, and for this reason Mr. Martin
is said not to be greatly opposed to thechange.

Whiie not willing to admit it to the pub-

useless to hope for anything for Collins
in Ramsey and Hennepin counties andeven Mr. Martin is not radical enough topredict the success of his candidate unlessone or the other of these counties can belined up for him.

by law. The order for the month's sal-ary was issued by the clerk, but Bard-
well declines to sign it, and the towntreasurer cannot pay without the trus-tee's signature.

The trouble between the teacher and
the patrons of the school arose over thealleged strenuous methods employed
by Miss Mclntosh in disciplining pu-
pils, and her resignation was demand-
ed, but not forthcoming. The teacher
has a number of friends in the district,
some of them on the school board, and
she has thus far been successful in re-
taining her position.
