JAPAN SEEKS TO AVERT
A CONFLAGRATION

Explains Her Attitude in the Matter of
Chinese Neutrality.

PARIS, Feb. 13.—The Japanese lega-
tion here today gave out the text of a
cable message from Tokio, defining
Japan's attitude toward the neutrality
of China. It says China should ob-
perve strict neutrality and lays down
the following principles:

‘“First—The belligerents are morally
bound to reduce to a minimum the
area of war. To this end the war oper-
ations should be geographically limit-
ed.
“Second—The number of belligerent
powers should be reduced as much as
possible, and the war should be con-
fined to Japan and Russia, in order to
prevent a general conflagration.

“Third—It is of the utmost impor-
tance that order be preserved through-
out the interior of China and at the
treaty ports. Therefore Japan hag in-
structed her minister at Pekin to urge
upon Prince Ching that China serupu-
lously observe neutrality, maintain or-
der and refrain from furnishing sup-
plies to the belligerents. China should
also keep sufficient garrisons at Shan-
Hai-Kwan and other strategic points
to prevent a breach of neutrality and
see that all territory except Manchu-
ria is free from war operations.

“Under the foregoing conditions Ja-
pan will respect China’s neutrality.”

China issued a declaration of neu-
trality today.

PRINTS FALSE NEWS
AND WILL BE PUNISHED

St. Petersburg Paper Destroys Jap-
anese Cruisers and Transports.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 13.—It was
officially announced tonight that Vice-
roy Alexieff today telegraphed the
czar that there had been no change in
the far Eastern situation in the last
few days.

The Russe, which today published a
story of the destruction of four Jap-
anese cruisers and six transports by
the Russian Vladivostock squadron,
will be penalized by the authorities for
this publication of false news,

DENMARK OBEYS THE
BEHEST OF ENGLAND

Takes Measures to Prevent Russia

Seizing Her Fortresses.

COPENHAGEN, Feb. 13.—The Brit-
ish government has inquired if the
Danish government is prepared to de-
fend Denmark’s neutrality, especially
the important sea routes. Denmark re-
plied in effect: “We will defend our-
selves.”

The construction placed on this in-
quiry here is that Great Britain appre-
ciates the danger of Russia occupying
Danish fortresses in the event of com-
plications between Great Britain and
Russia on the far Eastern question.
In consequence of possibility of such
an outcome the Danish war department
has ordered the "army reserves to be
ready for mobilization throughout Den-
mark within twelve hours. All the regi-.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 13.—The
entire text of the president’s neutrality
proclamation was cabled today to the
Philippines for promulgation there.

There Are Others.

EVANSVILLE, Ind., Feb. 13,—At a
meeting of the Indiana Lincoln league
here today a lively discussion followed
the introduction of a resolution provid-
ing that a telegram be sent to Presi-
dent Roosevelt, commending his ad-
ministration and pledging the league’s
support in the national convention.

The telegram was sent after being
amended by striking out the pledge of
support. The reasons for this action
set forth by the opposition were that
the league should pledge itself to no
one when the state had such excellent
bresidential timber, and that Senator

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FRANCE APPROVES
HR. HAV'S NOTE

Japan, Russia, Germany and
Great Britain Likely to
Follow Suit.

PARIS, Feb. 13.—United States Am-
bassador Porter and M. Nelidoff, the
Russian ambassador to France, called
at the foreign office this afternoon and
held important conferences with For-
eign Minister Delcasse. as a result of
which France has given official notifi-
cation of her adhesion to Secretary
Hay’s note on China.

Teday’s conference between Ambas-
sador Porter and M. Delcasse was the
third which has been held during the
last few days, M. Delcasse, in the
meantime, having conferred with the
cabinet and Russia.

Today the French authorities were
advised that Russia waived her ob-
jections to the Hay note, thus remov-
ing the obstacles in the way of its ac-

ceptance by France. The approval of
Japan has not been doubted, and this
is made more certain by the receipt of
an official Japanese declaration favor-
ing the neutrality of China and limit-
ing the area of the war,

Exchanges between Paris and the
chancellories of Europe have shown
their favorable consideration of the
Hay note, and the following statement
in the Temps explains the attitude of
three cabinets:

“The cabinets of London, Paris and.

Berlin are in acr rd upon Secretary
Hay's note. In the response which the
three powers will make to the United
States it will be suggested that the
text of the American document be clar-
ified and simplified. The three pow-
ers agree in glving the note a con-
struction. favorable to China’s pro-
claiming her neutrality and also that
this neutrality be recognized and re-
spected throughout the period of hos-
tilities; but owing to the special condi-
tions prevailing in Manchuria, which
is the present theater of actual war-
fare, Manchuria will not be included
under the declaration of Chinese neu-
trality, this exception of Manchuria not
affecting China’s rights or stipulations
in treaties It is believed the United
States will accept this lmitation of
the interpretation which, it is said, is
acceptable to Russia and Japan.

The outcome of these negotiations is
considered another admirable stroke of
American diplomacy and one which is
likely to have far-reaching conse-

quences in limiting the scope of the
war and its after effects.

It is
understood that M. Delcasse brought
strong pressure to bear at St. Peters-
burg in support of the note, and that
Ambassador Porter at Paris was most
active in obtaining France's approval,

the American Natiopal Red Cross today
to authorize those who applied to en-
gage in Red Cross work in the Russo-
Japanese war to effect such organiza-
tion for the purpose as may be prac-
ticable with the sanction of the com-
mittee and such force as might be
available. Among those who have

made application are two prominent
medical men.

GERMAN NIGHTMARE

Changes Are Worked on the
“Yellow Peril” Theory.

BERLIN, Feb. 13.—The position of
the German government respecting the
Russo-Japanese war is well defined. It
is exact neutrality in act, but in senti-
ment Is sympathetic toward Russlan
predominance in China rather than
Japanese predominance there. The
common talk in ministerial quarters is
that this is not a simple contest for ter-
ritory in Korea or Manchuria, but
rather a combat of civilizations and of
race ideals, and if one must choose be-
tween white and yellow, Germany
stands by the white.

The government here is conscious
that Russia has not acted wisely and
that Japan has sufficient reasons for
making war, and especially when, after
the Chinese-Japanese war in
Japan was advised to give up Port Ar-
thur and that Russia took possession of
this place.

Germany realizes also that other
powers have ecause for complaint in
that Russia did not keep her promise to
evacuate Manchuria, and among these
powers is Germany, which holds opin-
ions identical with those of the United
States concerning the “open door.”

The foreign office has this week ex-
pressed this view to the state depart-
ment at Washington, but beyond these
considerations there are, according to
a very high German official, greater
considerations of statesmanship which

prompt Germany to withhold its sym- |

pathy from Japan and to hope that
Russia will not be vanquished.

Japanese victory is believed by this |

official to miean that Japanese influ-
ence will be supreme in China and that
the cry would go up, “Asia for the
Asiatics.” He believes also that, terri-
torially and economically, Great Brit-
ain, Germany and the United States
would in the event of Japan's winning
be expelled from the East. In Ger-
many there is foreseen a state of af-
fairs when Japan shall have trained
several million Chinese as soldiers and
sailors and inspired them as Gordon's

“ever victorious” army was inspired by |

successful and thoughtful leadership.
The “yellow peril” troubles Germany
and Germans readily appreciate that to
give the Japanese equal rights to enter
and settle Manchuria and to cross the
3,000 miles of frontier geparating China
from Russia might turn Western civ-
ilization back upon the Ural moun-
tains. The Russia peasant cannot com-
pete with the Chinaman or the Japan-
ese; and if the United States, with
10,000 miles of ocean between it and
China, has adopted a Chinese exclusion
law, and if Great Britain is disturbed
lest the Chinese get a footing in South
Africa, how much more, as German
thinkers often aver, should Russia and
all Europe fear the economic invasion.
Chinese miners are now excluded
from Siberia. “The yellow danger” is
accepted in Germany as a substantial
fact and it is belleved that Japanese
imitation has already resulted in injur-
ing Germany’s trade in the far East.
