Reveals Life of Preacher Who
Secretly Married Teacher
and Then Wed Another.

LONDON, Feb. 28.—A curate who
contracted a secret marriage, and who
eventually went to penal servitude in
the United States for bigamy, was the
central figure in a somewhat romantic
story recently told in the divorce
court.

‘While Mr. Rowland Paul Hills was
curate at the parish church in the little
Derbyshire town of Bolsover, he fell
violently in love with a pretty teacher
at the chureh school.

There were .clandestine meetings be-
tween the couple, and one day in 1885
they met at the door of a Sheffield
church. Seime 7
‘ They returned the-same day to. Bol-
sover, and the curate continued to re-
side, as before; at his mother’'s house.

No one guessed that.the Rev. Row=-
land Hills and the pretty school teach-
€r were married. - -

Keep the Secret.

The girl had consented to the secret
wedding at Sheffield because
sweetheart urged that if his mother
knew of the union it would affect him
financially.

For a number of yearsg this state of
things continued,  Husband and wife
saw each other frequently without a
single parishioner guessing the real
state of affairs.

After a while the clergyman’'s wife
left Bolsover. A son was born, who,
however, died shortly afterward.

When, in 1896, Mr. Hills’ mother
died his wife wanted him to provide a
home for her.

But his affection had by this time
quite died out. - He made various ex-
cuses, and wrote that he had glven up
the curacy and was going to London,

Finally, he sent a letter, stating
that “after anxious thought” he had
been compelied to decide that it would
be impossible for them to live together
happily; that it would only result
after a few weeks “in an open quarre!
and separation,” and that to prevent
this he would take “a final step”
which would practically set her free.

The Bitter Letter.

The letter went on:

“Though ‘I have tried, there now
seems nothing in common between us;
no similar tastes, and we are both
self-willed and too old to altér, and
have lived such different lives, and
hav.e such different tastes and habits.
- Ll

“Which, then, is the worst? To drag
on a few months and then separate,
or before the world knows anything
exact, to simply part? I think the lat-
ter.

“lI am not cross, nor blaming you. I
"only regret our mutual mistake, and
feel it is wisest to pass out of your
life altogether. * =* =

“If you agree to keep the facts pri-
vate, as we have so long, I will send,
through Mr. , for two years £1 a
month, payable in advance, on
condition, that you let the past be un-
known. But if you talk it will be at
once forfeited.”

Following that, Mr. Hills departed
alone to America, and in 1900 he con-
tracted a bigamous marriage in Ne-
braska.

The ex-teacher followed him, and
discovered this, with the result, said
counsel, that he was sentenced to four
years’ penal servitude for bigamy.

Mrs. Hills came back to England,
and was granted a decree nisi.

OLDEST MAN DYING

Noah Raby, Aged 132, Barely
Alive on Jersey Poor Farm.

NEW BRUNSWICK, N. J., Feb. 28.—
Noah Raby, who is said to be the old-
est man in the world, is dying in the
Piscataway township almshouse, where
he has been living for many years.
Raby says he will be 132 years old if
he lives until April 1, but it now looks
as if he would not live until that time,

Day after day for many years Raby
has sat alone in his little room, patient-
1y walting for death to claim him. He
has always been contented, but has not
seemed to care whether he lived or
died. He lost his sight several years
ago, but retained his hearing, and his
intellect was clear, . i

Raby’s visitors have not. been many
during the last few years, as it was
found that company excited him and
the effect was bad upon his general
health. A few friends have called up-
en him regularly, and he awalits their
calls with keen pleasure. He hag been
kept alive by the use of stimulants
for a year. He does not eat any solids
and does not care for hot drinks.

Raby told the story of his life some
time ago as follows:
