SULLIVAN N ELEVENTH ROUND

New York Boy Makes a Game
Fight, but Is Unable to Meet
the Pace Setby the Champion
—Foul! Is Claimed by the De-
feated Man’s Seconds in the
Tenth Round, but Claim Is
Ignored by Referee Graney.

SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 29.—Cham-
pion Featherweight Young Corbett had
no difficulty in retaining his laurels
tonight, defeating Dave Sullivan, of
New York, in the eleventh round of
a scheduled twenty-round contest,

Corbett left the ring without a mark,
while on the other hand, Sullivan re-
ceived a terrific beating, only the ac-
tion of Referee Graney in stopping the
contest saving the New Yorker from a
knockout.

Sullivan put up a game fight, and
while outboxed, outfought and outgen-
eraled, he gave the®hampion cause for
worry in one round.

Aside from Sullivan’s extraordinary
gameness, the contest was never in
doubht. Corbett held his man safe
doubt. Corbett held his man safe
it was but a question of time when
Sullivan would have to gquit.

The fourth round nearly saw the
end of the fight, and only by taking
the full count at four different times
did Sullivan manage to pull through.
The main feature of the fight was the
great amount of infighting. They
hung together for a minute at a time,
using either hand they could get free.
Corbett proved himself superior in
that style of fighting, and he seemed
to punch harder from a short dis-
tance. 2

After the disastrous fourth round
Sullivan’s recuperative powers were a
surprise. He seemed to have taken a
new lease of life, but it did not prove
of benefit to him, as he received more
punishment without any chance  of
ultimate success. The contest, on the
whole, was one-sided. Jimmy Britt
was an interested spectator at the
ringside,

No twn pugilist ever appeared more
confident than did Young Corbett and
Dave Sullivan before the fight. Sulli-
van made the weight much easier than
Corbett, who is a larger man. Though
fighting at 130 pounds, Corbett had to
indulge in the “drying out” process,
which is weakening to some extent.
Sullivan ate and drank what he wanted
and entered the ring as fit as he ever
was., Ha2 said in advance of the fight
that he was Corbett’s equal, if not his
superior; that he thought he was equal-
ly clever and that he could stand more
hard punching. TUnder these circum-
stances ke hoped to win. :

Sullivan had for his seconds Spider

Kelly, Frank McDonald and Jimmy
Barry. Corbett had Tim McGrath,
George Weedon, Billy Otts and Billy
Roche.

Corbett was introduced as “the Pride
of Denver and the Featherweight

Champlion of the World.” He received
a popular demonstration. Sullivan was
warmly received. A challenge from
Johnny Burns, of New York, was re-
ceived anc read, as was also oné from
“Spider” Welch, a local pugilist. Kid
Herman, of Chicago, was also there
with a challenge.

As Corbett disrobed it was seen that
his condition was superb, while Sulli-
van also looked to be in perfeet trim.

The first preliminary was between

ieorge San Franson, of Nome, Alaska,
and Caesar Attel, of San Francisco.
It was declared a draw after eight

rounds of fierce fighting. The referee
in the first round awarded the de-
cision to Attel, San Franson having
twice deliberately fouled his man as
the latter rested on his knees from

the effects of a knock-down. He sub-
sequently rescinded his decision, how-
ever, Attel expressing his willingness
to continue the contest which then
went the limit to.a draw.

The contest between Seiger
Rafael was declared a draw at the end
of the tenth round. Rafael put up
a good fight for a short-ender and the
crowd became very demonstrative at
the decision, evidently thinking that
Rafael should have receeived the ver-
dict. Rafael throughout landed the
most telling blows, but Seiger on ‘the
latter was clearly -overweight.

Corbett was the first to emerge
from his dressing room. Sullivan
entered the ring a moment or two
later.

Round One.

Affer some sparring Sullivan led twice
with left, falli short. Corbett then
swung ineffectively with right for the jaw
and tried a left cross which failed to
connect. Corbett missed a left and right
swing for the.face and Sullivan neatly
blocked a similar . attempt. - Sullivan
landed lightly with Jeft on ear and they
closed in. - Both ditplayed great clever-
“ness and Sullivan ‘agaiy blocked left and
right swings for the head. Finally Cor-
bett got his right to the body lightly and
a left jab to the face. Sullivan tried a
left swing, missed and slipped _to the
floor, Upon rising Cérbett chopped a right
to the face and as the bell sounded sent
in a straight left to the face. There was
no damage doné-and but veéry little fight-
ing of consequence.  Sullivan made a fa-
vorable impression by his cleverness and
was cheered.

Round Two.

.They went to a clinch.. Sullivan missed
left for the face and the champion count-
ered with left adn right swings to the
face. Corbett-had Sullivan laughing at his
talking and “jollying’’ his antagonist and
then as quick as & flash; drove his right
to the body, following it with a left to the
face. Corbett has Sullivan laughing at his
witty badinage. The .champion . missed
right and left swings for the body and
Sullivan missed a vicious left swing
that just grazed Corbett’s face. Sulli-
van planted a right swing over the kid-
neys and received a straight arm: to the
face. After landing a straight-left on
Corbett’s nose, Sullivan went to the floor
for a count of seven from a well-directed
right flush’ on the jaw. He was up
quickly, however, and previous to the
sound of the bell mixed It viciously with
the champion. It was Corbett’s round.

Round Three.

Corbett swung with right for the ear but
it went wild. He then missed a left for
the body and the referee cautioned both
men -about holding on. They mixed it,
Corbett missing some lefts for the body.
A vicious left swing by the champion
grazed the top of Sullivan’s head, Then
followed a mix. Corbett missing several
lefts and rights for the- face. Sullivan
made the champion stop talking by plant-
ing a left and right hard on the face
while in a mix. Corbett sent Sullivan's
head back with a straight left to the
jaw., The latter clinched and in a mix
Corbett got in two short-arm rights to
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the body. Corbett rocked Sullivan’s head
with a raking right on the face and the
bell found ivan slugging ineffectually
m c on’s body. It was Corbett's

Sullivan jabbed the champion on the
face with straight left and some fast in-
fighting followed, Corbett planting his left
to the jaw and’ then followed it with left
to the body. Corbett shot his right vi-
Cioul{i to the jaw and Sullivan resorted to:
infigh nlg in which he was worsted. Sul-
livan planted two hard rights on the
champion’s ear and the men ‘refused to
break. They breast to" breast,
both giving and ta hard face blows.
Finally Corbett broke it up and_ chopped
a vicious right to the jaw, sending Sul-
livan to the floor for the count of nine.
Sullivan came up groggy and a left up-
percut to the jaw once more sent him to
the floor for the count of nine. It looked
easy for Corbett.,. Sullivan came up and
clinched and the bell practically saved
him from a knockout. Corbett's blows
were clean cut and it looks as if Sullivan
will niot last another round.

Round Five.

Corbett drove fearful rights and lefts on
his antagonist’s jaw and Sullivan went to
the floor twice for the count of seven.
Torbett met Sullivan with a fearful jolt
to the stomach and the latter clung des-

erately to the champion. A wild swing
gy Sullivan caught Corbett on the
stomach, but he waded right in after Sul-
livan, sending him to the  ropes with
rights and lefts to the jaw. They mixed?
it, Corbett delivering terrible punishment
on the body and face. Sullivan bled from
the nose. -Corbett drove his left straight
to the face, but Sullivan surprised the
champion by sending in two terrific lefts,
one to the body and one to the face. Both
men fought desperately, Sullivan making
a rally that sent the pavilion into an up-
roar. It looked very much like a dying
man’s effort, however, but, nevertheless,
Sullivan inflicted bad ‘punishment on the
champion as the round ended. It was
Corbett’s round.

Round Six.

They rushed together without result.
Sullivan appeared to have recuperated
somewhat. Corbett swung left to. the
jaw lightly and was countered with a left
hook to the stomach. Corbett missed a
terrific left swing for the jaw and a right
swing also went wild, as did a straight
left by Sullivan. Corbett missed two left
hooks for the body and failed ih an at-
tempt to land a right swing. Sullivan put
in straight left to the face an followed
it with a right swing te the head and
they clinched. Corbett sent Sullivan back
w'it{l straight left to the face and in_ a
mixup they exchanged lefts to the body.
Just as the bell rang Corbett sent in a
straight right to the face. Sullivan
showed great improvement in this round
and Corbett acted more cautiously.

Round Seven.

Sullivan was short with left and they
clinched. Breaking away both swung in-
effectually with rights and Corbett put
two rights over the kidneys and then a
wickedg right swing to the body. Sulli-
van planted a vicious left hook to the body
that made Corbett wince. They elinched
and Corbett after the breakaway miissed
a fearful left swing for the jaw. He off-
set this by a hard right swing to the
head and escaped ‘a counter. Corbett
swung his right to the ear and missed
a swing with his right for the jaw. Sul-
livan forced the champion to the ropes,
Janding left flush to the face and a right
to the head. They went to close quar-
ters, mixing it without damage. The
bell clanged at this stage.” Sullivan con-
tinued to show improvement and is far
now from being a defeated man.

Round Eight.

Corbett missed right swing for the ear
and they went together. Emerging from
the ciinch Corbett jolted Sullivan with
right to the jaw, and, quick as a flash,
planted his left hard to the nose and a
moment later got in a left to the head
and a right to the jaw. They stood close
together, and finally as Sullivan backed
away two rights caught him on the jaw

in which he received two fearful rights
to the body. Corbett missed a.  right
swing and after receiving a straight left
to the face, drove in a straight right on
Sullivan’s face, forcing him to a clinch.
Vicious infighting followed with Corbett
having considerably the better of it. It
was easily Corbett’s round, the champion’s
blows having great force behind them.
Sullivan looked a bit worried as he went
to his corner,

Round Nine.

They at once mixed it, the champion
landing several rights on the body and
lefts to the face. Sullivan was out-
matehed at this kind of fighting and Cor-
bett had no difficylty in landing. Sulli-
van backed Corbett against he ropes
nearly forcing him through and delivering
several rights and lefts on the body. They
worked their way to the center of the
ring, Corbett finally landing two rights
and a left swing on the jaw. Sullivan
fought back gallantly, but his blows
failed to find a resting place. They again
fought breast to breast, Corbett doing the
most execution. However, Sullivan drove
his right twice to the body and a left to
the same place. He forced Corbett against
the ropes in his opponent’s corner and
gave the champion as much as he took.
It was a gruelling finish to the round,
with honors even. Corbett had the bet-
ter of the early part of the round. E

Round Ten.

They mixed it agaln fiercely, exchangin
rights and lefts to the body Corgetf
however, outfought his antagonist and
gave three blows to Dave’s one. Sullivan
Jjolted the champion with a right uppercut
and was ordered to discontinue holding
by Referee Graney. Finally Corbett caught
Sullivan with a hard swing to the jaw and
a left to the same place. Corbett received
a straight left to the jaw as he hroke
away and they mixed it again viciously,
Corbett planting right and left to the
jaw. Corbett sent Sullivan to the floor
with a blow very low and the crowd yelled
foul. He followed it with right and left
to the jaw and the bell rang. The foul,
while unquestionably delivered, was plain-
ly accidental. The erowd kept on yelling
foul at the end of the round, but Referee
Graney paid no attention to the claim of
Sullivan's seconds.

Round Eleven.

In the mixup Corbett planted two rights
over the kidneys. He swung three hard
lefts to Dave's face and forced the lat-
ter to a clinch. Corbett jarred Sullivan
with an avalanche of rights and lefts to
the jaw and Sullivan spit blood all over
the ring. He saved himself only by hold-
inﬁ on. Corbett sent Sullivan to the floor
with a fearful right and left swing, and
as Sullivan came to his feet Corbett beat
his face repeatedly. Sullivan clung des-
perately to the champion. Corbett beat
him mercilessly on his face and jaw, near-
ly sending him through the ropes. The
crowd yelled for Graney to stop the con-
test, the game Irishman being practically
helpless. Graney finally did so and
awarded the decision to Corbett. Sullivan,
while not knocked out, was hopelessly
defeated when the deeision was given.
