Some trapeze stunts were next given, at
the rings while the central platform was
occupied by the Wonderful Case, whose
unusual skill in hand balancing attracted
so much attention at the circus last
year.

The next performances were given on
the slack wire, the center performer be-
ing George Ledgerer the famous “Flying
Dutchman.””

DISAGREE OVER
INDIAN LANDS

Roosevelt and, Hitchcock Said
to Be Inspired by Conflict-
ing Motives.-

WASHINGTON, D. C. March 4.—
President Roosevelt and Secretary of
the Interior Hitchcock are not in entire
accord as to the method of disposing of
the public lands in Minnesota and else-
where which are about to be open-
ed to settlement. The president, for
political reasons, is disposed to
listen to the views of the Western
Republican senators and representa-
tives, while the secretary is looking
strictly after what he regards as the
interests of the government, by apply-
ing business principles to the sales.

‘Within the last few days the presi-
dent has talked with several Western
senators and representatives, especial-
ly those from Minnesota, North and
South Dakota and Montana, about the
proposed sales. The president is lean-
ing toward the auction plan of sale,
and it 1is probable that Secretary
Hitchcock will fall in line, The secre-
tary, however, prefers the system of
sealed bids, and he points to his expe-
rience in OKklahoma as showing that
the government will realize more for
the Indians whose lands are sold by
employing this method.

Many of the Western senators and
representatives are opposed to either
plan. Among these is Representative
Dixon, of Montana. He says the prin-
cipal objection is that the best lands
would go to the men with the most
money, leaving the poorer lands for
people of small means. He advocates
the old plan of registering all persons
who wish to obtain land, and if the
number exceeds the number of lots to
be disposed of, to draw the names ac-
cording to the lottery plan. Of the old
Crow reservation in Montana, about
1,100,000 acres will probably soon be
sold, as a bill providing for this has
been passed by the house. The meas-
ure has the approval of the interior
department and will probably secure
favorable action in the senate.

Secretary Hitchcock is violently op-
posed to the registration plan, both as
applied to the old Crow lands and to the
Rosebud and Red Lake lands. He says
it is his duty to look out for the inter-
est of the Indians, and they invariably
receive more money when the method
of sealed bids or auction is followed.
