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MUSIC

THE "Parsifal" controversy reminds
.one of Kipling's line, "Each one
talked of the aims of art and

each in an alien tongue." Painful as it
is to have to confess it, the aims of
art today seem to be to make money,
although nobody who is in the art-
producing business would confess it, of
course. Take this matter of "Par-
sifal," for instance. Everybody who
has made money out of the opera, or
who hopes to make money out of it,
has a "j'accuse" to hurl at everybody
else who contemplates a similar In-
iquity. Herr Conried is now shudder-
ing at the thought of Henry W. Sav-
age Englishing the production. Frau
"Wagner, it will be remembered, shud-
dered at- the thought of the opera be-
ing produced in America at all. Wal-
ter Damrosch shuddered because Con-
ried ventured to produce it, and now
that Damrosch is to present it in con-
cert form, .the Metropolitan opera house
manager is undoubtedly shuddering at
the thought of the sacrilege.

We have not a doubt that ifa vaude-
ville manager should suggest present-
Ing a scene or a selection from the
opera (and this is not so improbable as
It sounds) the enterprising Minneapolis
theatrical manager who has added
"Parsifal" to his stock repertoire would
6hudder and talk of the aims of art and
of art desecration. In spite of all those
shudders it seems very probable that
"Parsifal" is to go all the way down
the line, and if it should end up at
Weber & Fields' there would be many
more shudders, perhaps, but no real
surprise. Because of its symbolism
reverent people would be glad to have
this opera presented only by reverent
artists and before audiences that were
capable of receiving it reverently, or
of understanding it, but there can be
no doubt that many more people than
have already done so will take advan-
tage of its vogue to make money, and
that before another year has past we
Bha^l have "Parsifal" in all forma.

It was not the American premier of
"Parsifal" that was to be feared; It
was the aftermath. There are already
productions of "Parsifal" ludicrous
enougn to make Wagner turn over in
his grave, and most assuredly the end
is not yet. Meanwhile the accusations
of sacrilege that mercenary managers
are hurling at each other meraly add
to the gayety of nations.

A number of St. Paul people are

planning to go down to Chicago some
time during the grand opera season,
which begins at the Auditorium Mon-
day evening, March 14, with Wagner's
incomparable opera, "Tristan und
Isolde." Felix Mottl is to conduct, and
the following soloists will sing the big
roles: Ternina as Isolde, Kraus as
Tristan, Edith Walker as Brahgaene,
and Van Rooy as Kurwenai. "Faust"
will be sung the second evening, with
Mme. Acte, the Parisian prima donna,
as Marguerite; Calve will sing the
leading role in "Carmen" Wednesday
night, and In "The Magic Flute," on
Thursday evening, Sembrich, Gadski,
Homer, Plancon and Campanari willbe
heard; the opera for Friday night Is
"Die Walkure;" for Saturday afternoon
there will be a double bill, "Cavalleria
Rustieana" and "The Barber of Se-
ville;" Saturday evening "Tannhaeu-
ser" willbe sung. Although Herr Con-
reid has not decided the matter defi-
nitely (he is in Chicago now), it is
probable that "Parsifal" will not be
given there. The severe fire ordinance
now enforced in Chicago would pre-
vent the use of lights necessary for the
scenic effects, and this ordinance would
interfere in other ways with the pro-
duction.

New York has been extremely for-
tunate this season in the number of
new musical works it has heard. The
latest of these was S. Coleridge Tay-
lor's "Atonement," which was com-
posed for the Three Choirs' festival,
held in Hereford, England, last Sep-
tember. It was produced in New York
last week by the Church Choral so-
ciety. One critic says of It: "There
Is much that is interesting, much that
is elevated, much that is beautiful in
"The Atonement," but it is not a great

Emilie Frances Bauer, the New York
correspondent for the Musical Leader,
gives the following pen picture of Richavd
Strauss, who is now in this country:

His appearance was quite a surprise to
many for he is more than ordinarly tall
and very slender. He is extremely
blonde and while he has thought out
much of his philosophy, he has also shed
much of his hirsute equipment. He has an
almost delicate mustache, and an ex-
tremely quiet manner. It need hardly be
stated that he is impressive, firm and
dignified, and rarely powerful with that
power which is usually the complement
to extreme reserve. At this day there is
nothing new to be said about the Strauss
compositions, and to the credit of the
great American orchestras be it said that
the composer himself offered nothing radi-
cally different in the way of interpreta-
tion. There was, of course, a keener
sense of sympathy between the orchestra
and the composer than is usually appar-
ent between the orchestra and its con-
ductor, much of this being attributable
to the high psychic condition of the man.
In calm moments Strauss is more than
ordinarily calm, and there is a surety
that must of necessity react upon the
orchestra. In the climaxes he is all there,
and a veritable body of nerves he is.
His concentration has the quality of be-
ing centered in the music and not in the
composer, or in the conductor, either one.

* * *
The figures given as authentic of the re-

ceipts for "Parsifal" show that eleven
performances have brought $186,000, and
it is believed that over fifty thousand per-
sons have heard "Parsifal" in New York.
The seating capacity of the Metropolitan
grand opera house is 3,300. and upon each
occasion the seats were all occupied.

* • *The tenor, De Reczke, and the impre-
sario, Conried, have not been able to come
to an arrangement this season. The in-
imitable Jean insists as a proviso to his
consenting to appear in opera that the
manager shall engage the basso De
Reszke. Conriea stated to a representa-
tive of a New York daily paper that he
had no use for Edouard De Reszke, and
that if Jean's appearance depended upon
the engagement of Edouard. then the
famous Polish tenor would never be heard
under Conrled's management.

The average man, if he ever considered
the question at all, if asked why soap was
rubbed into the beard before shaving,
would probably reply "to soften it."

In the days of Damascus blades, doubt-
less, soap was unnecessary to the bar-
bers of Bagdad, and assumed Its present
prominence in our scheme of civilizationonly when some oriental Yankee threw a
panic into the steel industry by the in-
vention of potmetal.—New York Medical
Journal.

If vessels could run from light ship to
light ship infallibly by sound as they do
by sight in fair .weather, the improve-
ment would amount almost to a revolu-
tion in coastwise traffic; and it is on a
coastwise route that the practical trial of
the new system of submarine bell signal-
ing is being carried out.

The apparatus may be described brief-
ly as follows: Electrical transmitters pe-
culiarly sensitive to sounds which pro-
ceed through the water are placed in iron
cases, one on the starboard and one on
the port, inside the ship, below the water
line, and some distance back from the
bow. They are wired to the wheelhouse
and connected there with a switchbox
having two ordinary telephonic receivers.
By a system of switches the observer is
enabled instantly to compare the sound
received on the starboard with the same
sound received on the port side. If a
more exact direction is desired a slight
swinging of the bow of the vessel will in-
crease or diminish the Bound received in
either one of the transmitters to such an
extent that the exact location of the sub-
marine bell may be determined when the
bow crosses the line.

It is well known that a navigator in
straining his eyes in the night for a light
is tempted to believe that he sees a light
at the point where he expects to see It,
and many wrecks have occurred for this
reason. The apparatus of the Submarine
Signal company is designed to eliminate
the personal factor entirely. The captain
