Breaks in Metropolitan Traction, Penn-
sylvania and People's Gas caused a gen-
eral weakness, but the short interest
came to the market's assistance and
covering brought about a rally before
the close.

It is bullish on present situation
because of scarcity ana small shipments
and reports of unfavorable prospects for
Hew crop. There were reports from Kan-
Bas and Oklahoma claiming one-third of

STOGKS ARE ACTIVE
AT THE SAME TIME THEY ARE

POSITIVELY WEAK

Liquidation In Traction Stocks Is Unex-
plained by News and the Obscurity of

the Motive Gives the Selling a Sinister
Effect

NEW YORK, March 12.—The stock
market developed some activity today
and a rather positive tone of weakness.
The weaitness was largely sympathetic
with the pressure upon individual stocks,
especially Metropolitan Street Railway
and Metropolitan Securities. The liquida-
tion in these two stocks gave signs of
urgency and cost the former 4% points
and the latter 8 points. The selling was
unexplained by any news regarding the
property and was thought likely to be
due to settlement of one or two large es-
tates largely interested in the property.
The obscurity of the motive of the sell-
ing gave it a sinister effect. Pennsylvania
was also freely pressed for sale and broke
through the support which had been in
evidence above 1.12. The price touched
1.11%, which is only % above the low
point since the last stock issue started its
long decline. The selling of Delaware &
Hudson was supposed to be to provide
funds for subscription to the new stock
offered.

The market hardened on short covering
in spite of the continued weakness of
the two Metropolitan stocks and the clos-
ing was firm. United States Steel was
rather conspicuous in the recovery. The
decrease in loans shown by the bank
statement was contrary to expectations.
The bank statement was of little influ-
ence, however, as the present condition
of the money market gives little occasion
for solicitude. The steadiness of North-
ern Securities on the curb had a dis-
suasive influence on traders, who sold
stocks yesterday to discount a possible
decision in the supreme court on Mon-
day. Total sales of bonds, par value,
$945,000.

The bond market has been dull and
sluggish during the week in sympathy
with stocks. United States bonds are un-
changed on call for the week.

STRENGTH IN WHEAT
GOOD EFFECTS OF IMPROVED DE-

MAND FOR FLOUR

First Hour Is Marked by Depression Due
to Unresponsive Liverpool Cables —In-
formation From the Northwest- Turns
Prices Upward.

CHICAGO, March 12.—Improved de-
mand for flour in the Northwest, togeth-
er with better foreign inquiry, caused a
strcng wheat market today. Compared
with last night, the May delivery closed
%c higher. July was up %@%c. May com
showed a gain "of l@l%c, oats %@%c and
provisions 7%c to 30c.

The unresponsive character of the Liv-
erpool cables nad a depressing effect on
the wheat market \u25a0during the first hour.
The English market failed to reflect the
strength shown in Chicago yesterday, and
as a result opening quotations here were
easier, May being %@%c lower at 95% c
to 95%c. July was l^c to %c lower at
90c to 90%c. Another factor of almost
equal importance was the probability of
relief from drought in Kansas and Okla-
homa. The weather bureau predicted rain
or snow throughout the West and South-
west. Under these influences there was
quite general selling early in the day.
May declined to 95c, while July was car-
ried down to 89%c. Some information re-
ceived from the Northwest at this junc-
ture made traders foTget about rain and
caused sufficient buying to ' advance
prices above yesterday's closing figures.
Large sales of flour—50.000 bbls —-were re-
ported from Minneapolis, and 100,000 bu
of wheat were reported taken at Du-
hith. The figures indicated a revived de-
mand for flour and a better inquiry for
wheat for export purposes.

A sharp rally in corn proved a bull fac-
tor in wheat, starting shorts to cover. A
dispatch from Odessa claimed consider-
able anxiety is being felt in regard to
the condition of the growing crop. The
market held strong during the last half
hour, the close being at the top, with
May at 96%c. Final figures on July were
at 91%@91%c.

Clearances of wheat and flour were
equal to 73,000 bu. Primary receipts were
464.000 bu, compared with 363,000 bu a
year ago. Minneapolis, Duluth and Chi-
cago reported receipts of 300 cars,
against 344 cars last week and 371 cars a
year ago.
