With Christian work among Ameri-
can women the topic of discussion,
“ladies’ night,” was enjoyed by many
women last night in the Savoy hotel,
under the auspices of the Presbyterian
Union of New York, says a writer in
the New York Press.

Willis E. Lougee presided, Miss Har-
riet Taylor, national secretary of the
Young Women’s Christian association,
spoke on “Young Women in Cities—
Their Perils and Safeguards.”

“There are four principal things a
young woman has to combat when she
goes to a large city alone,” she said.
“There is ignorance- of dts ways, un-
preparedness for work to be under-

life, and isolation. The only safeguard
is the Young Women’s Christian asso-
clation.

“When a young woman comes from
a village there is no one to tell her not
to do this or that. TUnless she be of
firm character she will grow careless.
She is unknown and thinks she can do
as she pleases. It is to correct this
We are working.”

Miss Bertha Conde, national student
secretary of the same organization,
spoke on “Christian Work Among
Students.”

“It is a pleasure to work among
these women,” she said, “because they
have purpose and ambition. The prin-
cipal thing we have to contend with in
the college woman is doubt. The young
woman is beginning to form her own
opinions' of life, but, being intelligent,
is better able to cope with its prob-
lems.”

Miss Ella Parsons, editor of Woman'’s
Work for Woman, spoke of a recent
trip she had taken around the world.’
She said that the Asiatic woman is at
a great disadvantage because of lack
of education.
