Bouldin is not talking much, but he
did not let up on his training following
his match with Moth Monday night.
He is still working at the Y. M. C. A,
gymnasium, and will not let up until
the night of the match. He has suc-
cessfully defended his right to the
championship for some time, and be-
lieves he will be able to retain it even
with the rast German.

All of the preliminary arrangements
for the match have been cared for, and
the spectators will not only be given
an opportunity to witness the contest
for the world’s championship, but will-

be given a couple of fast preliminaries.

On account of the large side bet and
the championship which is at stake,
much interest is being taken in the
match, and there was a ready sale for
seats when it became known that they
were on sale yesterday. At both Tib-

bil's and Winecke & Doerr’s, where the
tickets are being handled, there was a
steady demand all day yesterday, and
1any of the best seats were disposed
of before the places closed last night.
Perry Werden, the veteran baseball
player of Minneapolis, has consented to

referee the match, his selection .being
most satisfactory to both men.

Young Corbett May Meet His Equal at
Jollying In Californian.

SAN FRANCISCO, cal, March 22.—
Jimmy Britt can talk as well as ﬁgh]:.
it is a mooted question with Jimmy’s
friends as to which form of diversion
he likes best. Jimmy says it all depends
on the man. If his opponent is simply a
mental culturist Britt will try to fioor
him with a hypothesis and impair his
wind with a volley of five ounce logic.
Be his adversary a professional boxer,
Britt will employ the modes of argu-
ment common with the bruising guild,
and be happy in either class.

Jimmy does not relish ‘Young Cor-
bett’s” criticism of his right hand work.

“Mr. Corbett saw me fight Canole, and
he knows me from ‘A to Z,’ eh? Well,
all T have to say is that I am thankful it
was the Canole fight Corbett saw me in.
If it had been any one  of my other
fights I-am satisfied Mr. Corbett would
never have signed articles to box me.

“Now, if Corbett was enabled to size
me up with such alphabetical exactitude
in one sitting, how must it be with me,
who saw ‘Young Corbett’ box four times?
I guess I'm as intellectual and as quick
brained as he is, and when it comes to
summing up individual talent I think I
am keeping within the bounds of modesty
when I claim that I know Corbett four
times as well as he knows me.

“I am not finding fault with Corbett be-
cause he thinks he will defeat me. I have
always held that confidence should form
the biggest portion of a fighter’s stock in
trade. But, of course, a few other com-
modities are necessary. If confidence
were the only thing, I could eclaim the
winner’'s end of the purse right now.

“As to Corbett’s remark that he bases
his belief in his superiority on what he
saw of me in action, I would like to. re-
mind him that other men who saw me
fight thought they could whip me. When
Canole saw me in my go with Sieger he
told his friends he would settle me in tem
rounds. Many others who were after-
ward opponents of mine spoke the same
way, and I have yet to taste the bitters
of defeat. .

“I will be ag frank as ‘Young Corbett
and tell him that I am as sure as possible
that I will defeat him.

“Y have been fighting bigger men than
myself all my life and it will be quite
a relief to have a shade physically. I
am bigger and rangier than Corbett. I
am faster that he.is and I will not allow
him to rest when he is tired, as some
of his opponents have done. As he was
olite enough to criticise my handiwork,

wilt say that it appears to me that most
of his blows are of the haymaker variety,
and I hardly see how he can expect to
catch me with one of those wild wal-
lops.”

BURTON IS ON THIAL

Was lltlely Counsel,
it Is Claimed.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., March 22.—The trial
of United States Senator Joseph Ralph
Burton, of Kansas, charged with hav-
ing accepted $2,660 from the Rialto
Grain and Securities company to use
his influence with the postoffice depart-
ment to prevent the isswance of a
fraud order against the Rialte com-
pany, was begun before Judge Adams
in the United States district court to-
day.

United States Attorney Dyer made
the opening statement for the govern-
ment. He said:

“It is unlawful for any railroad or
representatives to accept pecuniary
fees for any service rendered to any
person or concern in any matter in
which the government is either di-
rectly or indirectly interested. The
government will endeavor to show that
the defendant aceepted sums
of money from the Rialto Grain and
Seecurities company of St. Louis for his
influence in certain matters pending
before the postoffice department in
which the government was interested.
It is not the contention of the govern-
ment that Senator Burton used his
influence for any matter that in itself is
vnlawful. The government contends
that while complaints against the Rial-
to Grain and Securities company were
being investigated by the postoffice de-
partment and before any final action
had been taken, the Rialto Grain and
Securities company offered $500 a
month to Senator Burton to take
charge of its interests in the investi-
gation and that five installments of
gg”each were paid to and accepted by

Judge Chester H. Krum, leading
counsel for the defense, followed. He
admitted the employment of Senator
Burten by the Rialto company. “The
agreement was that Senator Burten
would be employed-as general counsel
and that his name would be used on
the company’s literature as a guarantee
of its reputability,” said Judge Krum.
“It will be shown that Senator Burton
had inserted in the agreement in ex-
press lIanguage that he (Senator Bur-
ton) was not to be required to repre-
sent the company before any depart-
ment of the United States govern-
ment in any capacity.”

Judge Krum denied that any sums

| received by Senator Burton from the

Rialto company were compensation for
any services other than those men-

 tioned in his agreement as general

counsel. Senator Burton did go to the
postoffice department on the request of
Maj. Hugh M. Dennis, president of
the Rialto company, but it was because
Maj. Dennis had received in an indi-
rect way reports that complaints had
been made against the Rialto com-
pany and requested Senator Burten
simply to verify the report and neot
to represent the company in any mat-
Judge
Krum sstated that according to Sena-
tor Burton’s contract as general coun-
sel he was to be paid each month in
advance and it was in accordance with
that agreement that the checks wera
sent to Senator Burton.

Several witnesses were put on the
stand to identify letters alleged to have
been sent to the postoffice department
and used by inspectcrs as a basis for
the investigation of the Rialto com-

pany.
