A ST. PAUL WOMAN IS SATISFIED

WITH WHAT SHE HAS

Envy of Other Women Has Broken Up
Many Homes —More Women Are Dis-

contented Than Men.

A St. Paul woman said the other
day that she was conscious of possess-
ing one virtue, and that was a satis-
faction with what she had. Further
than that, she said, if some one gave
her something that in itself was of no
particular value she immediately found
great beauty and worth in it as soon
as it became hers. She said if she
was presented with an iron kitchen
spoon she felt that it was the best
spoon of the kind one could possibly
have. This woman, to be sure, has a
great deal, and it would be strange in-
deed if she was not satisfied, but in
her remarks she enunciated a great

principle or rule which, if put into
practice, would save much unhappiness
and discontent among women. There is
a satisfaction which is nothing but a
fatuous self-conceit, and which in ef-
fect is not elevating; as a certain dis-
content with what we are tends to
elevate us and makes for progress.
But to be contented with what we
have is a very different thing from
self-satisfaction, and is often the se-
cret of much good nature. If we are
of the unfortunate disposition which
makes what others have appear par-
ticularly desirable and what we have
ourselves look very poor and mean, we
should try to cultivate a contented
spirit and it will stand us in good
stead during many times of. stress and
trial. Nothing will ruin life more
quickly than an envious disposition and
the ability to see beauty in everything
except what we have ourselves.

Now, follow this out in the small
matter of a woman buying her spring
hat. If she gets one that is the best
she can afford and uses some care in
looking for it, and does not take the
first one she may happen to like, she
should resolve to be contented with it,
and if she can make up her mind it is
the prettiest hat in town she will be
much happier than in thinking every
other woman she meets has a better
hat. This is not conceit, but common
sense.

There are, of course, women with
whom self-satisfaction is a sort of
obsession; who think themselves, their
clothes, houses and children could not
in any way be improved upon, but
this sort of thing is easily discern-
ible and is absolutely different from
a fine spirit of making the best of
things and being pleased with what
one has. To be contented is not to be
happy, because happiness is so much
and includes a great deal that is above
and beyond contentment; great happi-
ness is rare and not to be cultivated.
But contentment is within the reach
of all. In this matter of contentment
women seem to be the greatest sinners.
Men are pretty well satisfied, as a rule,
with their wives, homes and children.
But much domestic unhappiness has
come from some woman making her-
self miserable because Mrs. Brown has
a sealskin coat and she has not, or a
particular set of ice cream plates, or a
very beautiful rug, or even a ruby
ring. There are women who can work
themselves into a frenzy because of
something they want for the house or
table which their friends may have.

When it comes to everyday life the
fatuous and self-satisfied woman is
infinitely easier to live with than the
one with the envious and discontented
disposition. It is not necessary that
every woman should be at one extreme
or another; there are many normal
\u25a0women who are pleasant and good-
natured under any conditions, but, alas,
there are thousands of the other kind.

So when thia woman mentioned in
the beginning said that if a thing once
became hers she found great beauties
In it, it struck the writer that It was
a blessed sort of disposition, and that
surely this woman's husband was to
be congratulated upon possessing such
a Jewel. Ifhe brought her a turquoise
ring, she would be sure not to say,
"Thank you, so much, it is very nice; I

HE ISA FOE OF LABOR
Representative Llvernash Thus

Describes the President.

WASHINGTON, D. C, April 4.—ln
the house of representatives today an
attempt, under the leadership of Mr.
Tawney, to secure consideration under
suspension of the rules, of the bill
appropriating $475,000 for the Lewis
and Clark centennial exposition to be
held in Portland, Or., in 1905, failed,
after the house had dlvded several
times and the roll had been called
twice.

The military academy appropriation
bill was taken up.

- Mr. Goldfogle (N. V.) spoke in be-
half of the Jews of the United States,
for whom he asked equal treatment and
protection while traveling in Russia.

Mr. Morrell (Pa.) discussed the ne-
gro question.

A bill was passed, increasing from
$72 to $100 a month the pension of
those who have lost both eyes or have
become totally -blind from causes ac-
cruing in the military or naval service
of the United States.

Mr. Livernaak discussed the labor
question, and attacked President
Roosevelt for having turned the execu-
tive arm of the government against
the men who work. That arm, he said,
had arrayed itself on the side of spe-
cial privilege and despotism, and as-
sociated itself with the men who hire
and against the men who are hired.

Referring to the Miller case in the
government printing office, he said that
the president had embraced the oppor-
tunity in a letter to Secretary Cortel-
you on the subject of the findings of
the anthracite coal strike commission
to express himself in language which
clearly identified him with the "open
shop" in private employment- He said
that the president of this country who
goes forth and seeks to place a barrier
In the way of labor unions by encour-
aging non-unionism under the guise of
an "open shop" is the deadliest common
foe of labor. He regarded the president
"as the man of all Americans, worse
than Rockefeller, Carnegie and Mor-
gan as to labor unions." Mr. Livernash
also attacked the membership of the
house and said there was in that body
a distinct intolerance of laboring men
and thfeir acts.

TRY TO SETTLE A
CHURCH DISAGREEMENT

Test Case May Be Made to End a Dis-
pute in the Philippines.

WASHINGTON. D. C. April 4.—
Secretary Taft and Gov. Wright, of the
Philippines, are in correspondence with
a view to arranging some satisfactory
method of settling the dispute between
the Roman Catholic church and the
Philippine Catholic church, of which
latter Bishop Aglipay is the head, re-
garding the ownership of certain
churches and convents in the Philip-
pines. In most cases the matter is
complicated by reason of the faot that
while the buildings were erected un-
der the direction of the Roman Catho-
lic church on crown lands donated for
the purpose by the Spanish government,
money and labor for the building were
supplied by the people of the different
provinces where the buildings are lo-
cated. Because of this fact some muni-
cipalities claim Jurisdiction In the mat-
ter and have turned certain of the
churches and contents over to the fol-
lowers of Aglipay.

Secretary Taft holds that the ques-
tions in dispute affecting the title to
the property should be determined by
regular process before the courts and
the particular point now under con-
sideration is how best to accomplish
that result through a test case.

Discuss Tibet Expedition.'
ST. PETERSBURG, April 4. — The

newspapers continue to discuss the
British expedition to Tibet and the
speech of the viceroy of India, Lord
Curzon, of Kedleston, March 30, at
Calcutta, at which time he reviewed
the last five years of Indian adminis-
tration and referred to the govern-
ment's watchful policy, but most of
them write in a singularly dispassion-
ate tone.

The Bourse Gazette openly suggests
that King Edward is planning an en-
tente between Great Britain and Rus-
sia and then says, in referring to Lord
Curzon's speech:

"There Is no need for alarm. We
have been accustomed since the days of
Disraeli and Salisbury to such veiled
threats. Indian Secretary Brodrick's
announcement of big guns for India
has broken no bones nor is anyone

frightened by the forthcoming British
naval demonstration in the Mediterra-nean. The fact is that the British for-
eign policy is now in higher hands
than Lord Curzon's, and we all know
that a sincere, peaceful and loyal in-
fluence is being exerted by King Ed-
ward. There is no longer doubt of
British neutrality, and there is no rea-
son for apprehension regarding the
promise of a friendly agreement with
Russia concerning Tibet. We are only
curious to see how Great Britain will
explain armed aggression in a Chinese
province."

The Russ says that Great Britain
took a leaf out of Japan's book on the
way to open hostilities by attacking
the Tibetans without a.declaration of
war.

The Novoe Vremya says;
"Two American millionaires have

changed the destinies of India. Since
Lord Curzon became Lord Kitchener's
brother-in-law their personalities seem
to have been merged. Curzon spoke
with the words of Kitchener on the
glacis theory, and Kitchener adopted
the policy of Curzon in sending a dip-
lomatic armed mission into Tibet. The
glacis theory is all right so long as it
has to do with unarmed foes."

The mistake of the Novoe Vremya
in speaking of Lord Curzon and Lord
Kitchener as brothers-in-law probably
emanated from a rumor in circulation
some time ago that Lord Kitchener
was to marry Miss Daisy Leiter, a sis-
ter of Lady Curzon.

The glacis theory, to which the
Novoe Vremya refers, was contained in
Lord Curzon's Calcutta speech in
which he said that India resembled a
fortress beyond whose walls there ex-
isted on one side a glacis of varying
breadth and dimensions, which they
did not desire to occupy but which
they could not afford to see occupied
by a foe.

Says He Killed Barrett.
CHICAGO, April 4.—Almost within

the coils of the hangman's rope, Pefer
Neidermeier, one of the car barn, ban-
dits, today made what he declared was
a true confession to save two other men
from the gallows and one from long im-
prisonment in the penitentiary.

"I killed Patrick Barrett in his sa-
loon at 421G Wallace street last May,"
said Neidermeier. "John Lynch and
James Sammons, who are under sen-
tence of death for the crime, and also
Hugh Reilly, who has been sentenced to
the penitentiary, are innocent. They
had nothing to do with the raid.

"I shot and killed Barrett. I make
this statement solely to save innocent
men. I have no hope for life, and I do
not want innocent persons to suffer for
what I have done."

On the strength of Neidermeier's
statement the attorney for the con-
victed men will tomorrow apply for a
writ of habeas corpus.

Decorated With Cross of St. George.
PORT ARTHUR, April 4.—Prepara-

tions have been made to give the Jap-
anese a warm reception in case they
again attempt to block the harbor.

Vice Admiral Togo was right in
surmising that Vice Admiral Makaroff
is responsible for the change in Rus-
sian naval tactics and for the inspira-
tion of Russian seamen.

A signal man named Andronsenko,
who during the bombardment of Vlad-
ivostok remained at a small signal
station on Askold island, near the en-
emy's ships, and wired information of
their movements to the fortress, has
been decorated with the cross of St.
George.

Chicago Journal Is Sold.
CHICAGO, April 4. — The Chicago

Journal has been purchased by John C.
Eastman, business manager of Hearst's
American. Formal transfer was made
today by George G. Booth, of Detroit,
and Ralph H. Booth, of Chicago, The
sale was arranged by Charles M. Palm-
er. E. W. Harden, one of the owners
of the New York Commercial and for
many years connected with the press
of Chicago, is associated witTi Mr.
Eastman in the ownership and man-
agement of the paper. The Journal is
the oldest daily newspaper in Illinois,
having been established in 1844. It has
been Republican in politics, but will
now be independent.

Will Not Bombard Yin Kow.
ST. PETERSBURG, April 4.—A cor-

respondent at Yin Kow says the opin-
ion prevails there that the Japanese
will not bombard that place, because
99 per cent of the population is made
up of Chinese, who are not at war with
Japan, and because a shell from the
Japanase ships would be sure to strike
the residence of the United States con-
sul, wTho is safeguarding Japanese in-
terests.

The same correspondent humorously
describes the speculation among the
British correspondents there as to
whether the victorious Japanese army
will stop in China or go on to Irkutsk.

Fleet to Be Strengthened.
ST. PETERSBURG, April 4. — As

soon as the Neva is clear of ice the
battleships Souvaroff and Slava, in
course of construction at the Baltic
works, the battleships Borodino and
Orel, at the Franco-Russian works, and
the cruiser Meleg and the transport
Kamtchatka, at the new admialty yard,
will be sent to Kronstadt for comple-
tion. The cruisers Zhomochug and Iz-
umrud and the battleships Sissoi Vel-
iky and Imperator Alexander 111. are
already there and are being prepared
for commission. These ships will form
part of the fleet, which is destined to
reinforce Vice Admiral Makaroffs fleet
next summer.

American Climate Bad for Filipinos.
ST. LOUIS, Mo., April 4.—A third

death since their arrival in St. Louis
two weeks ago, occurred tonight among
the native Filipinos. Basio, a member
of the tribe of Negritos, died of pneu-
monia at the Mullanphy hospital. Basio
was mayor of his native village, Ba-
tune. His wife and daughter are among
the members of the tribe now quartered
at the Cuartel de Filipino at the world's
fair.

Gas Price Is Confirmed.
WASHINGTON, D. C, April 4.—The

national supreme court today affirmed
the decision of. the lower court in the
case of the People's Gas company. The
case is that of the People's Gas corn-
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pany vs. the City of Chicago. The de-
cision is in favor of the city. The case
involved the validity of the ordinance
of Chicago fixing a rate of 75 cents per
1,000 feet for gas. It was dismissed
by the United States circuit court for
the northern district of Illinois, and
that decision was affirmed by today's
opinion. The effect is to sustain the
validity of the ordinance.

Russians Buying Cannon.
PARIS. April 4.—The St. Petersburg

correspondent of the Figaro says that
Russia has ordered 250 cannon in Eng-
land for the Manchurian army. He
adds that the Tenth and Seventh army
corps will not start for the seat of war
before the end of the month.

Japanese Transports at Seoul.
SEOUL, Korea, April 4. — Five

Japanese transports carrying light
artillery, cavalry and infantry, have
arrived at Chemulpo. The men are
entraining for Seoul.

Gen. Haraguchi, the newly appointed
commander of the Japanese forces
here, has arrived.

Gov. Ourousoff Feared Outbreak.
KISHENEV, Bessarabia, April 4.—

It is explained that Gov. Ourousoffs
warning against race disturbances was
not issued because of any attempted
disorders, but simply owing to the sug-
gestion of the possibility of outbreaks.
