PROTECTS TOD MANY

Minority Objections to Bill
Guarding President,

WASHINGTON, April 5—A minority
report on the bill introduced by Sen-
ator Hoar to provide for the protection
of the president of the United States
was submitted today by Senator Bacon
from the committee on judiciary. Sen-
ators Pettus, Culberson, Blackburn and
Patterson, all Democratic members of
the committee, also signed the report.
It states that the title is misleading
and tends naturally to enlist the sym-
pathy of all Americans and to secure
a support which the bill would not re-
ceive of it were known generally that
its provisions are extended to all of
the cabinet officers and all foreign am-
bassadors and ministers to the United
States.

The purpose of the bill, the report
says, is to set apart these four dozen
men as a superior and distinct class
entitled to_a higher degree of protec-
tion than~other officials, citizeng and
inhabitants of the United States. The
minority members say they ‘“yield ta
none in their desire to protect the pres-
ident and punish the enemies of the
government and social order, but in
the accomplishment of this laudable
desire we are unwilling to put upon the
statute books a law that will invade
and destroy the most valued principles
of republican institutions; which will
take from the states their rightful
jurisdictions over crime, which they
have never surrendered to the general
government; which will overturn the
recognized policies and procedure of a
hundred years, and which, not content
with the provisions respecting the
president, sets apart some forty-five or
fifty other men as ga separate class
whose persons shall be more sacred
in the eye of the law than others of
the 80,000,000 inhabitants of the United
States.”

It is declared that the jurisdiction
conferred on the federal courts in the
first section is in violation of the con-
stitution of the United States,

Object to Coastwise Bill.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 5.—The
views of the Democratic members of
the houge committee on merchant ma-
rine and fisherles, including Represent-
atives Spight, Small, Davis, McDer-
mott, Goulden and Lucking, on the bill
extending the coastwise laws to the
&hilippines July 1, 1905, were filed in

the house today. The American con-
sumers of Philippine products will be
the greatest sufferers next to the Fil-
ipinos themselves by the operation of
the law, according to the report. The
users of hemp, such as for binder
twine, the report says, will pay the in-
creased freight rates that will be
charged under the bill. Mr. Lucking
supplements the report with a discus-
sion of legal features of the bill.

SUIT AGAINST NEELY
IS FINALLY CALLED

United States Seeks to Hold the Cash
It Has Attached.

NEW YORK, April 5.—After many
tedious delays, the suit of the United
States against Charles F. W. Neely,
former director of finance for the post-
offices of Cuba, was commenced today
before Judge Lacombe and a -Jury in
the United States circuit court.

The suit is brought by the govern-
ment nominally to have a court deter-
mine exactly the amount of the alleged
Neely defalcation in Cuba, but in real-
ity the United States seeks to hold the
$20,000 in cash which it has attached
and which was deposited by Neely as
bail, and about $15,000 of other prop-
erty belonging to him which is also
under federal attachment. :

According to Special Attorney Gen-
eral Jones, the alleged defalcation
amounts to: about $140,000. The defense
will be that the general amnesty act of
Cuba, not alone released him from
criminal liability but discharged at the
same time any civil liability that the
United States might hold against him.
Mr. Jones, while admitting that the
-amnesty act released Mr. Neely from
prison, denied that it discharged his
civil repsponsibilities.

Catholic Dignitaries Confer.

WASHINGTON, D. C. April 5.—A
national missionary conference of lead-
ing Catholic dignitaries to the number
of about fifty will begin at the Catholic
university tomorrow night and con-
tinue for a week. Bishop Maes, of
Covington, will be the presiding officer,
and Father Doyle, of the Paulist order
of New York, will be the secretary of
the conference. The gathering, which
is regarded as of considerable impor-
tance in Catholic circles, will be de-
voted to the reading of papers and dis-
cussion of the subject of home mis-
sionary methods and is incidental to
the opening of the apostolic mission

house on the grounds of the university,
which takes place on the 14th inst.

DIVIDEND ON STEEL

Regular Quarterly on Preferred
‘Stock Is Declared.

NEW YORK, April 5.—The directors of
the United States Steel corporation today
declared the regular quarterly dividend of
13; per cent on the preferred stock. The
amount thus applied to the dividend was
$6,304,919, and in order to meet this pay-
ment a deficit for the quarter of $1,857,120
was created.

Earnings for the last quarter (March
estimated at $5,800,000) amounted to $13,-
208,886. Although the lowest in the cor-
poration’s history, they were better than
the most extravagant estimates made by

outsiders. They were less by $1,828,295
than earnings for the fourth quarter of
last year.

The balance of $4.447,999, applicable to
dividends, was struck after $1,945,645 had
been paid off to the sinking funds of the
constituent companies, depreciation and
reserve funds, and $6,815,442 was charged
to interest on the corporation’s bonds and
sinking funds for the quarter.

Earnings for the first quarter of 1903
were $25,068,707, and for the correspond-
ing period of 1902 were $26,715,457, In
both cases more than enough to meet the
dividends on both preferred and common
shares. Unfilled orders on hand for the
guarter amounted to 14,136,961 tons, an
increase of 925,889 tons over the quarter
ended Dec. 31 last. The preferred divi-
dend is payable May 16. o action was
taken on the question of a dividend on
the common stock,

COURT OF APPEALS
DECIDES ON TYNER

District of Columbia Tribunal Upholds
Judge Pritchard’s Ruling.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 5.—The
District of Columbia court of appeals
today sustalned Justice Pritchard, of
the criminal court, in holding that the
statute to punish conspiracy covers the
charges made iIn the indictments
against former Agsistant Attorney Gen-
eral James N. Tyner and former Law
Clerk Harrison J. Barrett, of the post-
office department. These indictments
were returned as the result of the pos-
tal investigation.

The appellate court holds that any
willful or corrupt misconduct of an
official that operates to impair the ad-
ministration of the department’s affairs
“works a wrong to the United States
and does it some substantial injury.”

Gregorian Festival at Rome.

ROME, April 6.—The great Gregorian
festival, which will begin tomorrow,
will be opened with divine service by
the vicar of Rome, Cardinal Respigpi.
Many distinguished persons from other
countries have already arrived in Rome
and it is expected that an imposing
concourse will be present at the great

‘rary secretary of the convention.

Gregorian mass to be conducted by the
pope in St. Peter’s, which will be the
climax of the festivities.

PORTO RICANS TRY
TO PLACE A LOAN

Want Government to Do as Well by
Them as by the Philippine Bonds.

WASHINGTON, -D. C., April 5—A
delegation of representative Porto
Ricans, including P. Willoughby, treas-
urer of the island, R. H. Post, auditor,
and Manuel Domemick, a member of
the insular house of representatives,
have arrived in Washington for the
purpose of placing a loan of $3,000,000.
They desire to secure recognition of
their loan by the national government,
which would give their bonds a good
standing in the market.

They have seen Secretary Taft and
Secretary Shaw, and expect to confer
with Col. Edwards, chief of the insular
bureau. They regard the financing of
the Philippine loan by the latter offi-
cer as a procedure worthy of their
adoption and think they have secured
from Secretary Shaw promises that
the bonds they propose to issue will be
given practically the same privilege as
to use as a basis for deposits of public
money and exemption from taxation as
were conferred on the Philippine
bonds.

Convicted of Conspiracy.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., April 5.—In
the United States district court today
former Deputy Sheriff Willilam T. Nasha
and Thomas K. Dempsey and Hon Toon,
a Chinese, were convicted of conspiracy
against the government. They will be
sentenced Thursday: ‘They were found
guilty of deporting old Chinese anxious
to return to China for young men who
had attempted to evade.the immigration
laws and had been ordered to be deported.
The testimony showed that about $250 had
been paid for each case of substitution.
Deupty Sheriff T. T. Burnett, also indict-
ed for the same offense, turned state's
evidence after obtaining a separate trial
for himself,
