DELAY OF SPRING
TANPERS TRADE

Distributive Business “Marks
Time” and Outdoor Ac-
tivity Waits.

NEW YORK, April 22.—Bradstreet’s
tomorrow will say: Unseasonably cold
weather all over the country interferes

with plant preparations ‘and growth
and interrupts outdoor actlvity in many
lines, notably building. Distributive

trade, both wholesale and retail, has
practically “marked time” during the
week. The effects of this and of past
unfavorable weather are reflected in
reports of slow business in shoe man-
ufacturlng and building, while in cot-
tcn manufacturing high prices of raw
and manufactured goods continue a
bar to activity. At the South cold
weather is complained of as interfering
with farming preparations and with
piant growth. These causes have com-
bined to give an air of unwonted quiet
to spring business and have unques-
tionably retarded coliections. Back of
weather and price conditions, too, there
Icoms up the political outiook, which
in most presidential years has induced
n tendency toward conservatism.
While fal] trade has opened fairly well
in some sections there ig a fair pros-
pect for future developments affecting
crop and other conditions.

Among the industries iron and steel
note an accentuation of the quiet ob-
servable last week. Orders for delivery
during the second quarter are as in-
siztent as ever in demands for delivery,
but makers of finished products, wit
e few cxceptions, observe hesitatio
in the plaeing of orders for the bal-
ance of the year, this hesitancy being
increased by the reduction in the price

market for raw wool is rather low at
the East, though higher prices than
last year are reported being paid for
the new wool crop at the West.

Raw cotton has weakened on a
rather less than anticipated move-
ment, inducing liquidation. There are
some exceptions to the quiet tone note,
especially to the rubber trade, which
is quite active; in lumber, which shows
more activity in some quarters; hard-
ware, which is selling well in antici-
pation of the usual monthly advances
and on continued cold weather. A fair
spring trade is being done in staple
growers and some lines which fluc-
tuate from year to year.

The poor trade in flour was a de-
pressing feature this week, the mills
refusing much businesg at .the lower
rates. Some export business was re-
ported done at the declines in wheat
and corn. Hog products declined
again, though receipts are smaller and
prices of animals_ higher.
clined slightly on larger receipts.

TELLS OF NORMON
PULL IN POLITICS

Judge Powers Gives Instances
of Saints Wielding Mundane
Influence.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 22.—A
thorough review of Mormon interfer-
ence in the political affairs of Utah
was given today by Judge O. W. Pow-
ers, the only witnesg in the Smoot in-
vestigation. Several times efforts were
made by counsel for the defense to
show that his story was based on
hearsay, but. the attempts were met
with an array of facts taken from
signed statements of merfibers of the
church, documents, which are a part
of the records of the state, affidavits
of persons present at various places
where the church influence was mani-
fested, and other evidence. He will
c¢ontinue tomorrow.

Judge Powers was appointed by
President Cleveland in 1885 as an asso-
ciate justice of the supreme court of
Utah. At that time prosecutions under
the Edmunds act were just beginning,
and during his incumbency said
there had been about 100 persons pros-
ecuted for polygamy and polygamous
cqhabitation, among them being Lo-
renzo Snow, then one of the twelve
aposties, who afterward was elected
president of the church. Mr. Snow
was convicted and sentenced.

Most of the prosecutions had been
for polygamous cohabitation. Few |
progecutions were had for polygamy,
as there was no marriage law and mar-
riages were secret An,%polygamy,there-
fore was hard to proVve. Judge Powers
reviewed the politi tory of Utah
to show the close relatiens of the Mor-
mon church with pélitical affairs; also
the intimate asSociation of the church
with the local and municipal govern-
ment. He showed that the church

controlled in civil as well as eecclesias-
tical affairs. Judge Powers told of lihe
when

these men were charged with “disobey-
ing the rules of the church by accept-
ing a nomination for office without first
taking counsel of the church.”

Among other matters of Utah his-
tory recounted was the reconvened
Democratic convention Oect. 22, 1895,
when was raised the question of re-
taining its ticket in the field or with-
drawing the ticket and opposing the
admissgion of Utah as a state. Judge
Powers spoke of Thatcher’s candidacy
for the senate, and said that four days
after Thatcher announced himself on a
platform opposed to church interfer-
ence in politics he was deposed as an
apostle. After his defeat an effort
wag made to bring about an investiga-
tion by the legislature of the charge
that the defeat was accomplished by
ecclesiastical interference in the elec-
tion. This effort was unsuccessful,
and, according to the witness, Thatch-
er then was made to recant his an-
tagonistic view of church interfer-
ence.

The witness also told of two teachers
in Mormon churches and schools be-
ing deposed from their ecclesiastical
authority because their political pref-
erences were not approved by the
church, and of Nichol Hood, who wrote
a letter adversely criticising the elec-
tion of Reed Smoot to the senate, on
the ground that high church authori-
ties should not accept such positions.

BOUND TO HAVE A
LAKE TRAINING STATION

Reconsideration of the Adverse Action
of Conferees I; Effected.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 22.—SA
full agreement was reached today On
the naval appropriation bill by the
conferees of the senate and house, The
house provision for the consolidation
of the power plants under the bureau
of yards and docks was restored, and
the senate provision permitting such
consolidation under the various bu-
reaus eliminated. The senate provi-
sion for a naval training station on
the Great Lakes was stricken out. The
house provision is restored providing
that tests must be made of submarine
boats before they can be purchased or
contracted for, and the senate provi-
sions permitting dontracts for sub-
marine boats on plans ig eliminated. -

When the agreement which elimi-

station became known to members and
senators interested, and before the con-
ference report had been presented to
either house, pressure was brought to
bear on the conferees to the end that
another meeting of the committee was
held and a'provision included in the bill
appropriating $250,000 to ‘purchase a
site for such a station; also $5,000 for
the expense of a commission of three,
to be appointed by the president,
whose duties shall be to view the sites
offered and recommend a selection to
the president. The president is given
authority to take final action in the
matter by selecting any of the sites he
may think fit,

CAR BARN BANDITS
ARE DULY EXECUTED

Mother of Van Dine Pleads With Gov-
ernor to the Last Moment.

CHICAGO, April 22.—Peter Nieder-
meyer, Gustav Marx and Harvey Van
Dine, the notorious young car barn
bandits and confessed murderers of
eight men, were hanged shortly before
noon today, twenty minutes apart.
Niedermeyer was the first to die. He
was so weak as the result of his at-
tempt at suicide that the jail guards
were forced to carry him to the scaf-
fold, This was the only unusual feature
of the executions.

Mrs. Van Dine, the mother of the
last of the bandits, was at Buda, Ill,,
pleading with Gov. Yates almost up to
the time of the execution. She sought
to delay the execution in the case of
her son on the ground that he was an
epileptic. The governor, however, said
he saw no reason why he should inter-
fere with the sentence of the court.
