NEW HAMPSHIRE
IS FOR JUDGE PARKER

But the Democratic Convention Sends
Uninstructed Delegates.

CONCORD, N. H,, April 27. — The
Democratic state convention was held
today.

Six candidates were nominated for
delegates at large, the question of se-
lection resting on personal strength
rather than from political issue. The
four chosen are John M. Mitchell, Jere-

Not Mediating Very Fast.

LLONDON, April 27.—Inquiries here
reveal no traces of any effort or inten-
tion to intervene in the Russo-Japanese
war. No step looking to a pacific set-
tlement of the conflict has been taken
by the foreign office, nor so far as
known in Downing street, by King Ed-

ward himself. Those who have dis-
cussed the war with the king within
the last few days say that such a step
is the last thing he contemplates. Such
a step, however informally taken, so it
is held here, might seriously endanger

the vital negotiations now pProgress-
ing between Russia and Great Britain
with a view to the settlement of out-
standing differences between the two
countries,

It is believed here that all rumors
bearing on the subject of pacific ef-
forts, royal or otherwise, are due to
misapprehension concerning the fact,
stated some weeks ago, that Foreign
Secretary Lansdowne informed the
Russian ambassador, Count Bencken-
dorff, that he would be glad to reopen
the negotiations looking to a settle-
ment of all matters in dispute between
Russia and Great Britain.

Puts Bomb in Battleship.

KRONSTADT, April 27.—A sensa-
tional story is afloat here of an attempt
to destroy the battleship Alexander IIL
According to the reports, a sailor saw a
stranger, wearing the uniform of an
officer, going down into the engine
room of the battleship, followed and
saw him attaching something connect-
ed with wire to the dvnamos. After the
stranger left the sailor examined the
attachment and found it to be a bomb.
The sailor at once cut the wires, ran
up on deck to tell what had- happened,
and found that the stranger had hang-
ed himself. The crew of the Alexander
IIL, it is added, were instructed not to
speak of the occurrence, and it is said
that the stranger was a madman or a
member of some revolutionary organi-
zation to whose lot it had fallen to
blow up the Alexander IIIL ;
