Hours at the City
Hall.

The funeral of Col. A. R. Kiefer will
take place Saturday afternoon at 3
o’clock from the People’s church, Rev.
S. G. Smith officiating. The services
will follow the public ceremony in the
mayor’'s parlor in the city hall, where
the body will lie in state on Saturday
from 10 a. m. until 2 p, m. The pub-
lic will not be admitted after 2 o’oclck,
the last half hour being given to mem-
bers of the family.

Health Commissioner Ohage has been
placed in charge of the public obsequies
in the city hall, and has arranged for
the guard of honor. There will be four
men on duty, one standing at each
corner of the bier, and each serving
for an hour. One of the guards will be
a policeman, one a fireman, one a
health officer and one a G. A. R, man.
This means that four men must be
furnished from each department and
organization, there being a relief every

hour. Dr. Ohage will attend to the
draping of the rooms, which will be
darkened and otherwise made appro-

priate for the occasion. The publie
will be required to enter one door,
walk by the bier and go out another
doof, this arrangement being made for
the purpose of avoiding a congestion.

The active and honorary pallbearers
have been selected, and will be an-
nounced as soon as they have accepted.
Mrs. Kiefer has decided that the fu-
neral will be direct from,the church,
and that therefore the body will not
be taken to Marienborn, the country
home.

William Clawson, formerly a brake-
man in the employ of the Northern Pa-
cific in this city, in a complaint filed in
the district court yesterday demanded
of his former employers the sum of
$20,250 as a balm for injuries sustained
by him in an accident which is alleged
to have occurred two months ago at
the Third street junction of the com-
pany’s yards in this city.

In enumerating his injuries, Mr.
Clawson includes about the entire list
that man is heir to, and, upon the alle-
gation that the Northern Pacific,
through its agents, is responsible for
his condition, demands a settlement.

Clawson's story, as told by his attor-
ney in the complaint filed with the
clerk of courts, says he is a resident of
Superior, Wis,, but at the time of his
injuries he was employed as a brake-
man in St. Paul.

Wild Cars Came Down the Hill.

He was in a caboose which had been
switched over to the main track at the
foot of the incline known among the
raflroad men as “St. Paul hill,” and was
in the act of performing his duties in
a proper manner when nine loaded cars,
detached from any engine, came down
the hill at a rate of speed which did
not bode good for anything with which
they came in contact. The cars crashed
into the cabeose, and according to the
complaint, Clawson wag thrown fifteen
feet, being stopped in his rapid flight
only when he came in contact with the
solid end of the caboose.

Clawson was removed to a hospital,
and when he had regained conscious-
ness, an invoice of his injuries was
taken, which enabled hitm to enumerate
them in his demand upon the company
for reimbursement. There were few
things he didn’t get in the smashup, if
his allegations are proved to be true,
and he believes he will never again be
able to perform manual labor in the
manner in which he was capable of
doing before the accident,

Mr. Clawson says he was thirty years
old at the time he received the injuries
mentioned, and that his expectations
of life at that time was 35.33 years,
which would give him an earning ca-
pacity of many thousands of dollars.
Now, that he has been robbed of this
earning capacity, and suffered in ad-
dition thereto from the numerous in-
juries, he demands $20,250. His losses,
according to his own manner of jotting
down figures, would amount to much
more, but he is willing to settle for
$20,250. 5 '

The Northern Pacific, not admitting
its respomsibility for the accident
which resulted so disastrously to Claw-
son, is inclined to look upon the figure
as a trifle high, and the settlement will
be adjusted in the district court.

ST. PAUL SIX TIMES

Robert A Smith Earns a Unique and
Unparalleled Distinction.

The trilumphant re-election of Robert
A, Smith for the third consecutive term
as mayor not only added another vie-

‘tory to a most remarkable career, but

the voters handed him the greatest
majority ever given a candidate for the
office.

The result is a fitting tribute to the
most remarkable political career in the
Northwest, Mayor Smith having proven
the falsity of the assertion that the
office of mayor is the political grave-
yard of the occupant. Instead of being
true of him the mayor's popularity has
constantly increased, and on Tuesday
the voters renewed their pledge of
confidence by giving him the unusual
?l(l)gsheretotore unheard of majority of
,035.

It would be difficult to find in the
country another man who has for
six terms served as mayor of a city
the size of St. Paul, and been elected to
serve a seventh term, and the fact that
he was re-elected by such a tremen-
dous majority over one of the leading
business men of the city demonstrates
that although he is now in his seventy-
sixth year he is able to command a
following that is not rivaled by any
publie man.

In 1886 Robert A. Smith first became
mayor. He was at the' time president
of the council, Mayor Rice resigning
the position to accept an election to
congress. The choice was made by the
city coyncil. In 1888 Mr. Smith re-
ceived the nomination of his party and
the Republicans were unable to secure
a candidate to make the race against
him. ' A. R. Kiefer declined the nomina-
tion.

1,000.
Shortly after the expiration of this
term he was appointed postmaster, and
served in this position until he was in
1900 named as the Democratic candi-
date for mayor in a conven#ion that
was noted for the effort of the so-call-
ed Bel] faction to gain control. Chester
R. Smith was the Republican candi-
date and was defeated by a few more
than 1,000 votes. Once more in 1902
he was the candidate of his party, hav-
ing F. B. Doran as his opponent. Mayor
Smith won by a few more than 1,800
votes. In 1904 the Republicans deter-
mined to make a strong effort to de-
feat the mayor, who had again been
nominated- by the Democrats. F. P.
‘Wright was selected as the strongest
man that could be secured. The result
is fresh in the minds of the people.

Personally the mayor is most agree-
able. Yesterday, the day after his re-
election for another term of two years,
he was the same gentleman who was
encountered during the campaign. His
democratic ways have endeared him to
the people, the nickname of “De Bob,”
having been given in a spirit of cor-
diality. It is an easy matter for call-
ers to reach the mayor, as he receives
all in turn.

That the mayor was pleased with the
outcome goes without saying. It was
his ambition to defeat Wright by fully
as large a majority as that secured by
Wright in 1892, and in this he was
gratified. Speaking of the outcome, the
mayor said:

“The voters did it, and it now de-
volves upon me to give the best ad-
ministration within my power.”

OSSINING, N. Y., May 4. — Sam
Parks, the New York labor leader, who
was sent to Sing Sing prison some
months ago after his conviction on a
charge of extortion, died in the prison
today. He had consumption at the
time of his conviction and had failed
rapidly since he was sent to Sing Sing.
Parks was prominent for years in labor
circles, being a leader in Chicago be-
fore coming to New York, and the loy-
alty to him of his associates in New
York was remarkable. He was walk-
ing delegate, or business agent, of the
local Housesmiths and Bridgemen's
union for several years, and it was
under his leadership that the big strike
of iron workers in New York last year
was inaugurated.

NEW YORK, May 4. — Ashbel P.
Fiteh, president of the Trust Company
of America and former comptroller of
the city of New York, died today at
the age of fifty-six years. In 1886

Mr. Fiteh was elected to congress on |

the Republican ticket and was re-
elected .as a Democrat, serving three
terms. Originally a Republican, he
joined the De ratic party because
of his low tariff views, and later re-
turned to the Republicans on account
of his belief in the gold standard.

LACK WATER TO PUT
- OUT THE FLAMES

Firemen Are Sericusly Handi-
capped Fighting Fire at
7th and Bradley Streets.

Lack of water seriously impeded the
| fire department yesterday morning in
fighting a fire that destroyed the three-
story brick Wild block, Seventh and
Bradley sireets, and two small frame
buildings, damaged a nimber of other
buildings and caused a loss of $45,000,
half covered by insurance.

The largest building burned was that
of the United States Bedding company
at 582 East Seventh street, between
the railway tracks and the south side
of Seventh. Ten feet back of the build-
ing a one-story frame structure was
destroyed in which the bedding com-
pany conducted a mattress factory. At
580 East Seventh street the frame
dwelling of J. Pulano was burned.
More than a dozen houses were dam-
aged, chiefly small dwellings.

On the Wild building, owned by
Samuel Bronstein, the total loss was
$22,500. Mr. Bronstein owned also the
building in the rear, worth $1,000. As
proprietor of the bedding company
Mr. Bronstein sustained an additional
loss of $15,000 on stock and $2,500 on
machinery and fixtures.. The loss on
the Pulano house and contents, not in-
sured, was less than $1,000. Mr. Bron-
stein carried with J. Q. Haas agency,
insurance of $10,000 on the brick build-
ing, $9,000 on the stock amd $1,000 on
the machinery and fixtures.

Including $2,000 or $3,00 loss on the
buildings damaged the total loss was
thus about $45,000, and the insurance,
approximately, $21,000.

How Fire Started.

“Cause unknown,” perhaps sparks
from a locomotive, started the fire
about 10:20 a. m. among mattress ma-
terial in the frdme factory back of the
Wild building, to which the flames
were quickly spread by a strong south
wind. Flying sparks, blazing frag-
ments of wood, cloth and straw soon
ignited the roofs of house# on the north
side of Seventh street. Dwellings two
and three blocks distant caught fire,
and at one time fully a dozen roofs
were burning. The construction of the
Wild block and the nature of its con-
tents were such that little hope was
entertained of saving this structure.

But abundant apparatus was sum-
moned to check the spread of the
flames to the northward. Seven en-
gines were called, three hook and lad-
der trucks and two chemical engines.

The first four engines to arrive found
themselves temporarily helpless. They
could get scarcely any water from the
hydrants at Seventh and Woodward
streets, Seventh and Bradley streets
and Bradley and Woodward streets,
and no water at all from the hydrant at
Seventh and Brook streets, opposite the
Lindeke flour mill.

While the engines were seeking oth-
er hydrants the firemen resorted to the
use of axes and extinguisher grenades,
and even formed bucket brigades to
put out flames on roofs.

Eventually, in response to a tele-
phone message,. the city. water board
turned additional water into the mains
near Seventh and Bradley streets. Thus
after the first hour of their struggle
the firemen were relieved of unusual
exertion.

Wild Block Wall Falls.

At noon the west wall of the Wild
block fel upon the railway tracks,
crushing several cars of a passing
freight train. .

Among the buildings damaged slight-
ly were Hagen & Johnson's saloon,
Seventh and Bradley streets; J. B.
Mathieson’s cigar store, 581 East Sev-
enth street; - Vanderbie’s ice house,
Burr street, near Patrdige, and dwell-
ings at 543 Burr street, 579 East Sev-
enth street, 499, 533 and 577 Grove
street; 492, 498, 499, 502, 504 and 506
Woodward street; 471, 473, 477 and 485
Patridge street.

Among the usual incidents of a fire
in a residential district were the
spraining of Mrs. Ida Anderson’s back
while she was trying to drag a bureau
from the second floor of 579 East Sev-
enth street; the going away of another
Mrs. Anderson, who locked up her
house at 506 Woodward avenue to keep
the flames out, and departed; the dis-
appearance of six-year-old Willie Wil-
son, of 477 Patridge street, who was
presumed by the women to be burnt
up, but who was found after a while
trying to mend a leaking hose with
mud.

As to the lack of water for the fire
engines, Secretary John Caulfield, of
the city water board, said last even-

ing:
Only One Main.

There is only one six-inch main to sug-
ply all the neighborhood—six or eight
blocks—where the fire was today. Up to
eight years ago there were three six-inch
mains for the same locality. Then the
board decided to cut off two mains and
divert them into the high pressure sys-
tem, leaving one main with low pressure.
So there must have been a little water
today in the pipes tapped by three of the
hydrants that wouldn’'t work, though not
enough water, apparently, to be of any
use.

The fourth hydrant, opposite the Lin-
deke mill on Seventh street, connected
with a pipe that was one of the many
pipes frozen by the seyere cold last winter.
We notified the fire department at the
time that this hydrant was frozen; we
haven't -been able to thaw out all the
frozen pipes.

As soon as I was informed today by
telephone that there was nof enough wa-
ter at Seventh and Bradley 1 drove over
towards the fire. I threw into my buggy
before starting the tools for openin?r ad-
ditlonal mains, if that should be found
necessary. It was so hot when I got down
near the fire that I couldn’t drive through
Seventh street, but I turned about and
hurried down town to a place where some
of our men were working. I gave them
the buggy and tools and sent them out

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around Lafayette avenue to the neigh-
borhood of the fire. Then they opened up
the gates in the two mains which used to
be In service there; they turned on the
high pressure and gave the engines all
the water they wanted.

Mr. Caulfield added that he did not
see Chief Jackson yesterday during
the fire, as was reported, and did not
speak to him about the frozen pipe.

What Chief Jackson Says.

“Yes, .our department was notified
that this hydrant was frozen,” said
Chief John Jackson, of the fire depart-
ment; “but I knew nething about it
personally. Such notifications are al-
ways sent to the captains of the differ-
ent companies, so they will waste no
time trying to use ‘plugs’ not in service.
But, of course, we don’t thaw out fro-
zen pipes; that is the work of the wa-
ter board. And whenever a hydrant is
put in service, after being frozen, we
are notified again.

“Now, in this case, the record kept
by. the captain of No. 2 engine com-
pany shows that on the 20th of last
February he was notified that the hy-
drant opposite the Lindeke mill was
frozen. The record also shows, as you
see, that the same hydrant was report-
ed again in service on April 9. That's
why we tried to get water from the

plug today. There was a mistake
somewhere; the hydrant is still frozen
apparently; but it isn’'t clear just how
the misunderstanding came about.

“There was probably a little water
in the three other Seventh street hy=-
drants that our engines had to leave,

Yet the supply was so limited that
these engines could throw no streams,
and one engine came near burning out

its boiler.”
