POST MORTEM.
The exasperating feature of the day

after election is the reading of those
publications which have for weeks been
reviling citizens who have been guilty

of the abominable crime of standing

for public office. If there is one thing
more offensive to the taste of a decent
man than the printing of base and un-

founded attacks upon the motives and
methods of men who have accepted
nomination for office, It is the perusal
in the sheets guilty of the first offense
post election explanations to the effect
that the first publications were purely
Pickwickian.

In the recent election it was shown
that the average voter is clean-minded
and is disinclined to accept the dicta of
partisan publications when candidates
for office are charged with base of-
fenses, the Charges being grounded on
nothing but the fact that the man ro
attacked belongs to the opposite polit-
ical party. The returns would indicate
that there was a general desire on the
part of the citizens of St. Paul to con-
demn this sort of attack.

Yesterday the voters who had been
aroused to indignation by the original

publications were told that, now that
the election was over, it might as well
be admitted that the candidates at-

tacked were only held up as scoundrels
for campaign purposes.

Practices of this sort make politics

to be avoided by decent men. They

should always be reprobated in the
manner followed by the voters Tuesday.
The Globe may fairly invite atten-
tion to its own conduct in the cam-
paign in refutation of the implication
of the Republican organs yesterday
that slander and vilification are neces-
sary during the stress of a campaign.
Decency should be required of news-
papers during the campaign period as
at other times.

If the result had been different the
incompetence of the kid campaign man-
agement would certainly have been
perpetuated In the police and other de-
partments of the city government.

A GENUINE SURPRISE.
To most of the world the remarkable

victory won by the Japanese land
forces comes as a thorough surprise.
About all that it knew of the military
qualities of the race lay in precon-
ceived ideas. Japan has had but two
opportunities to demonstrate herself in
action. The Chinese war really did not
count, because the enemy was bo ab-
surdly incapable. Her part in the oc-
cupation of China following the Boxer
uprising was creditably played, but
that was rather a show affair, ~lt
proved high discipline, but told noth-
ing of fighting quality. Probably
ninety-nine out of every hundred crit-
ics, remembering the desperate valor of
Russian troops in th« Crimean war
and the war with Turkey, and having
in mind the fact that the Japanese
army was at least untried against any
modern nation, would have given the
odds of victory to Russia.

For thi» reason the land success of
Japan is immensely more impressive
and more significant than her victories
«t sea. There she certainly had a pri-
mary advantage in familiarity

vvrlth the
element, with the machinery of war-
ships and .with tho alphabet of navai
servk'e. On land she was an untried
<jcantltj", and the "most that was ex-

' ,J>G"t<?d of her. was gallantry and dash.
Instead or that, her troops hay* jwshod

/orwteid week after week steadily into

a hostile country, haA'e overcome op-
position, have dislodged scouts and
flying bodies of troops sent out to

harass and prevent their advance, have
routed the enemy's artillery and thus

cleared a passage for crossing in force
in a difficult country a river three

miles wide, have then concentrated
their troops and have after desperate
fighting of five days' duration won a
most surprising victory and inflicted
upon Russia damage almost equal to
the destruction of her fleet.

In Japan, in Russia and all over the
world the effect Avill be pronounced.
It is likely, indeed, to lead to too ex-

treme conclusions and be accepted as
proof that Russia is no match for Ja-
pan, and that the latter can dictate
terms. We may, at any rate, go so far
as to say that Japan has won an ad-
vantage and a position almost as great

as her leaders could have expected or
hoped to achieve as a final result of
war. She commands the sea. She has
undisputed control over all Korea. She
has so far occupied the enemy's coun-
ery as to hem him in from access to
the sea and to obtain a position where
she can, if desirable, sit down for
months and keep the adversary under
tremendous expense and great annoy-

ance without suffering particularly her-

self. Although Russia has displayed
amazing incapacity, indolence and un-
readiness, still the uninterrupted suc-
cesses of Japan have been worthily
won, and appear at this time to be as
practically decisive as they are bril-
liantly scientific in plan and in exe-
cution. •

WHERE OUR INTERESTS LIE.
The following letter to Mr. James J.

Hill, from a gentleman in the Orient
connected with the public service, gives
a valuable pointer to the farmers and
manufacturers of Minnesota. They
may see very clearly, through the eyes

of an outsider who is in a position to
judge, where their opportunity lies an<2
what alone stands in the way:

I have read *vith much pleasure an
extract from one of our home news-
papers stating that you have begun a
campaign with the view of educating
the farmer up to the importance of
finding new markets in the Orient, and
that at a recent meeting of the Min-
nesota Agricultural society you strong-
ly urged the exploitation of the mar-
kets of, Japan and China. Now that
you have taken up this important sub-
ject with ,your characteristic energy, I
feel no doubt of the outcome.

There are immense possibilities in
South China for American trade and
American enterprise. For the last four
years I have been persistently pegging
away at that fa<t in my trade or com-
mercial dispatches to the siute depart-
ment. In flour alone Minnesota, with
her remarkable railroad and other fa-
cilities, ought to corral the Chinese
market, not only in Canton and the
other treaty ports, but wherever a
junk or even a sampan navigates Chi-
na's inland waters.
If the farmers, millers, manufactur-

ers and other home producers are de-
sirous of capturing trade here and
throughout South China. I will give
them all possible help. They should
not hesitute to apply to me for any de-
sired information. I am here prepared
to give it to them and aid them in
every way. I want that sort of work
and plenty of it.

In the language of the day, "it is
up to" the peeple of Minnesota. Most
men and most communities, when dis-
appointed, complain -of hard luck or
unfriendly conditions or at least of lack
of opportunity. Our people have only
to reach out and grasp the great op-

portunity that has been made ready
for them. They have but to ally them-
selves with their friends instead of
with insincere and selfish enemies.

The great market is there, in the
Orient, waiting for the first and' most
enterprising comer. This is no dream

of the sanguine mind, it is a fact tes-
tified to by every man informed as to
conditions; by those on the ground
most heartily of all, as this letter will
show. We have no other outlet in
eight for our surplus products. On
the contrary, we may see on every side
signs of contracting areas for commer-

cial exploitation and of closing doorf.
How shall we win this mighty trade,
so peculiarly fitted to advance the
prosperity of the Northwest?

Every agency has been prepared.

The country has been spied' out A
disposition friendly to trade with us
has been created among these peoples.

They have been educated into a de-
mand lor our products. And the most
stupendous work of all, that for lack
of which most schemes of commercial
expansion fall to the ground, has been
completed by the provision of trans-
portation facilities adequate to the car-
riage of this business at a rate incred-
ibly low. Certainly It is "up to the
people." They must do the rest.

Are they to be made to stand forever
in the light of their own Interests?
Are they to be denf to appeals, Hkethf \
we have printed, from their own di \
Interested representatives? Are the /

to be driven, for political or personal

reasons, into unreasoning hostility to
the agencies at work for their upbuild-
ing? Are they to be alf&ned with
forces that would-forever exclude the
Northwest from the benefits of a dol-
lar's share in this, trade? Will they
set aside this opportunity with con-
temptuous, rejecting hand? We do not

INCIDENTS OF THE VOTE.
An examination of the details of the

vote as published down to the last \
figure in The Globe yesterday morn-
Ing is worth while. Several interest-
ing and vaitiable lessons may be
learned therefrom, and some prevailing
misconceptions corrected.

The vote for assemblymen shows to
what a remarkable extent the people
of the city went outside political pref-
erences and exercised the privilege of
independent voting. One Republican
candidate for the assembly slipped in
over his lowest Democratic competitor.
Mr. Keller's great popularity stood him
m good stead, and it is not the fault
of Mr. Giesen, whose fitness is unex-
celled and whose defeat is lamented on
all sides, that he happened to fall a
trifle below the leading Republican
candidate. The closeness of the vote
for several of the assemblymen, how-
ever, shows that the independent voter
was out in full strength. By the same
argument it will appear that the splen-

did indorsement given to the heads of
the ticket voiced the judgment of in-
dependent voters, as well as straight
Democrats, upon this administration.

The same hard fighting is found in
the vote for aldermen in the several
wards. Leaving out the Seventh,
where there was no contest, the old-
time big majorities in party strong-
holds are swept away. The biggest
majority anywhere was only a littie
over 600 votes. The largest in propor-
tion to the total is found out in the Elev-
enth ward, where Mr. Lynch appears
to be still running. The redemption of
the First ward by Mr. Nyberg was the
surprise of the campaign and was a
magnificent victory.

The only Democratic loss suffered
anywhere was in the Tenth ward,
where Mr. Dobner went to an easy de-
feat by his opponent. This was due
partly to the fact that Mr. Hackney is
an extremely suitable and popular
man, whose presence in the council
will be a distinct gain, and more par-
ticularly to the fact that Mr. Dobner
has been so closely associated in the
past in his aldermanic capacity with
the Twin City Rapid Transit company
that it probably cost him his seat. It
will be well for all other members, old
and new, of the council to bear this
in mind, and to stand with the people
and their interests as against the cor-
poration that has received such enor-
mous favors and repaid them by high
fares and grudging concessions or out-
right refusals as to service.

The more one looks Into it the more
he concludes that Tuesday was a great
day for the American system of Inde-
pendent judgment and fair play. The
hope of The Globe first, last and
all the time was expressed more than
once by its motto, "May the best man
win." Looking at the general result
we can say very emphatically that he
did,

and are happy accordingly.

VINDICATED.
Next after the expression of confi-

dence by the voters in the'gentleman
who headed the Democratic ticket and
in the general quality of the admin-
istration that has been given, the
splendid majorities of Tuesday should
be interpreted more particularly as a
vindication of the police commission
and a strong indorsement of the pres-
ent police administration of St. Paul.'
Chief O'Connor was not a candidate
to be voted for on any ballot cast in
this city, but these big majorities were
for him just the same. He and his offi-
cers and men and all the members of
the police commission were splendidly
vindicated.

By an extraordinary reversal of its
own acts and contradiction of its own
terms, the Republican campaign after
the beginning rested wholly upon vi-
cious assaults upon the police system

of St. Paul. Although the leading Re-
publican organ of the city made a
strong point of it at the outset that
the police commission could not be
changed within two years, and that
therefore business men of the city
might vote for a Republican mayor
without fear of impairing their ad-
mirable police system, yet within for-
ty-eight hours all this was thrust aside
and every speaker was denouncing al-
leged and imaginary conditions which
could have existed only if the polite
department were totally inefficient and
totally corrupt. The charges made by
the Republican representatives all
through the last weeks of the campaign

assumed that the police officers and
the police commission were among the
vilest and most corrupt of men.

It could not be otherwise than that
the community should visit this with
the crushing rebuke that it received.
Of all departments of the city govern-

ment the police department is least
open to juat criticism. The police com-
missioners are honorable and able men,
or they would not have sanctioned this
management and retained such a force.
No line of conduct more imbecile could
have been followed, and nothing could
have conduced more to Democratic suc-
cess than the Republican plan of mak-
ing the police system of St. Paul the
center of attack. The calumnies
against it have been magnificently an-
swered, and it and ail connected with
it have- received the indorsement that
they deserved.

Lake Superior Company Drops

Part of Its Name.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., May 4.—The
details of reorganizing the Consolidated
Lake Superior company are in such shape
that the plan of reorganization will be
declared operative either tomorrow or
Friday. The charter of the new com-
pany, which will be known as the Lake
Superior company, has been drawn
up and the company will be incorporat-
ed in Connecticut.

The Lake Superior company will
have a capital of $40,000,000 first mort-
gage bonds of $10,000,000 and incoming
bonds of $3,000,000. The new company
will Btart operations with $10,000,000
cash. This will be secured by an as-
sessment of $3,000,000 on the stock-
holders, a $5,000,000 subscription to
bonds and a $2,000,000 loan guaranteed
by the Ontario government.

Speyer & Co., of New York, who
bought the old company's properties
at the Soo at foreclosure sale, has con-
sented to transfer the properties to the
Canadian Improvement company, when
the firm's direct share in $5,000,000 and
foreclosure expenses are- paid, all of
which amounts to about $2,000,000.

FINES OF LODGES ARE
TOO HEAVY TO PAY

Amalgamated Association Will Consid-
er Case of Outlawed Members.

CLEVELAND, Phio, May 4.—At the
annual convention of the Amalgamated
association, now in session here, one
of the most important matters to be
taker* up will be the question of the re-
instating lodges whose members fail-
ed to stop work or returned to their
places during the strike in 1901. These
lodges are said to be located in Mil-
waukee, Wis.; Chicago and Joliet, 111.
The lodges were each fined $10,000.
They have been unable to pay these
fines, and as a result have no standing
in the organization. It is reported that
the delegates at this convention are
divided as to whether the Western
lodges shall be reinstated without pay-
ing the fines.

The report of the secretary-treas-
urer showed a satisfactory progress of
the order during the year, in spite of
the stringent condition of the trade.

HEARS TESTIMONY
ON FRAUD ORDERS

Court Gets Deep in the Trial of Tyner
on Conspiracy Charge.

WASHINGTON, D. C. May 4

Richard M. Bester resumed the standtoday in the trial of James N Tynerand Harrison J. Barrett on charges ofconspiracy in connection with theirduties as assistant attorney general
and assistant to the assistant attorney
general, postoffice department. A S
Worthington, counsel for the defense
cross-examined the witness In regard'
to his testimony as to the procedure inlottery cases and the rule by whichfraud orders are recommended. Thewitness said that the cases of suspen-
sion reported from the office of thefourth assistant postmaster general
were first submitted to Huebner a
member of the office force.

Hayes Morgan, formerly a clerk in
the office of the assistant attorney gen-
eral for the postoffice department
identified a list, which he had prepared',
of bond investment companies whichwere under examination at the request
of Mr. Barrett. letters were received
from concerns, said the witness, in re-
gard to whether certain companies
would be permitted to use the mails so
long as they made no new contracts.
Mr. Morgan answered these letters in
the absence of Messrs. Christiancy and
Barrett, basing a negative reply on the
general opinion which had previously
been issued by Mr. Barrett concerning
bond investment companies.

When Mr. Barrett and Mr. Chris-
tiancy returned, Mr. Morgan told
them of hla answer to the letters, and
he was informed that he had taken the
wrong view of the situation. The let-
ters were then recalled and modified by
the dictation of Gen. Tyner, who in-
formed the companies that they would
be permitted to continue the use of the
mails until the department ordered
otherwise and fixed the date when such
use should cease. The witness said
that Mr. Barrett had most to do with
the bond investment companies and
that he assisted Mr. Barrett in the
work.

Mr. Morgan detailed a conversation
between himself and Gen. Tyner to
show the latter's attitude toward the
bond investment companies. Gen. Ty-
ner was reported to have expressed

the opinion that some of the companies

had broken their promises to the de-
partment, and If such were the case
the companies should be dealt with
criminally. "Gen. Tyner decided to
send me," said Mr. Morgan, "to make
a general investigation to determine
just what companies were livingup to
their agreements to change their plans
of business so that they would be in
compliance of law."

Mr. Morgan had not finished his tes-
timony when the court adjourned.
