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NEWS OF THE CITY
CELEBRATION WILL

BE HELD THIS FALL
Sem'-Centennlal Plans Are Dis-

cussed by General and Ex-

ecutive Committees.

Unable to learn when the new state
capitol would be completed the general
and executive committees appointed to
prepare for a joint-celebration the semi-
centennial of St. Paul, the completion of
the capitol and the completion of Fort
Snelling improvements, failed to decide
last night, at the' Commercial club par-
lors, when the celebration would take
place. The two committees did not
adopt the opinion of.one of the executive
committeemen, previously published, that
the celebration should "be held during the
first week of October. "Some time in the
fall" is again the most definite estimate.

The whole programme was once more
submitted to the executive committee
with the understanding that, during the
next sixty days, the committee shall
agree upon the details of the celebration.
At the end of two months the commit-
tee can probably announce when the capi-
tol will be practically completed, and
when, therefore, the celebration can be
held. Plans can be made public and can-
vassing for subscriptions can begin.

Too Early to Fix Date.
In the opinion of Charming Seabury,

chairman of the state capitol commis-
sion, it would have been premature last
night to declare that the commission
would co-operate with the celebration
committee.

"The dedication of the capitol," Mr.
Seabury explained, "is too far in the fu-
ture; we have too much work to do yet.
The commission hasn't given it a single
thought. It has never been mentioned
at any meeting."

Mr. Seabury then suggested that, if
the committees would wait sixty days, he
would probably be able to make a guess
at the date for completing the capitol.
He understood, of course, that it would
not be necessary or advisable to wait un-
til -every part of the building was fin-

£ ished.
Asked whether the commission sympa-

thized with the local celebration project,
Mr. Seabury answered that he didn't
know the opinion of any commissioner ex-
cept himself. He believed, though, that. the other members, living, as they did,
outside of St. Paul, were not interested
in the St. Paul semi-centennial or the
Fort Snelling improvements. .

"Personally," he added, "I think the
capitol celebration ought to stand by it-
self. It's an important event to the state
at large."

"Do you think," someone asked, "that
the addition of the St. Paul and Fort
Snelling celebration will magnify. or min-
imize the capitol celebration?"

Seabury—"l'm not certain about
that."

Chairman Stringer insisted that the
local idea was to magnify the capitol
celebration. Then he explained: '.•\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0 -"A semi-centennial celebration will cost
something. If people are called upon for
that, and then later for a capitol cele-
bration It's a question whether sufficientfunds would be available the second time.

\u25a0 Some business men are getting rather
tired of frequent collections." .

In the course of the informal discussion",
Mr. Seabury mentioned as a reason for
being unable to estimate when the capitol
would be finished the fact that work Isnow in progress on twenty contracts con-
nected with the building. Material and
fixtures are being made for the capitol in
half a dozen cities. A strike anywhere
might tie up all or part of the work for
weeks.. The talk drifting upon the subject ofexpenses. Mr. Seabury agreed that thecapitol commission would probably beable to pay the cost of dedication exer-

GET STASTISTIC
AS TO WAGES PAID

state Labor Inspectors Are Busy
Gathering Useful Information.

Inspectors of the state bureau of
labor, who are engaged in making the
annual inspection of factory condi-
tions throughout the cities and towns
of the state, will include data as to
the scale of wages being paid for vari-
ous classes of employment.

The department now has six in-
spectors at work in different parts of
the state, and in addition to the usual
statistics gathered relating to the con-
ditions under which labor is employed,
there will be returned to the depart-
ment statistics as to compensation
paid employes. The field covered will
Include the number of apprentices,
their working hours and rate of wages,
as well as the hours and rates of
wages of journeymen. The value of
the statistics will be estimated by
comparison with reports of other states
and of Minnesota from time to time.
The ascertainment of the cost of liv-
ing will not be attempted by the state
bureau, but this will be left to the at-
taches of the United States bureau of
labor and commerce.

WILL PLACE EXHIBIT
That of Twin Cities Soon to Be

Stewart P. Patterson, assistant di-
rector of the Twin City exhibit at the
Louisiana exposition, left last night
for St. Louis to take charge of the ex-
hibit and to assist in placing it in the
Minnesota building.

ON FELLOW SERVANT

ROVIG AND CALDWELL
EXCHANGE POSITIONS

Latter Give*Up Traveling Because of 111
Health.

Reider D. Rovig, ,city passenger agent
of the Milwaukee, \u25a0 has been appointed
traveling agent in charge of the terri-tory comprising North Dakota andManitoba. He succeeds Joseph Caldwell,
who takes Mr. Rovig's position in St.Paul.

The trade in positions wag made to
enable Mr. Caldwell to remain in St. Paul.

Supreme Court Decides Impor-

tant Damage Suit in North-

ern Pacific's Favor.

WASHINGTON, D. C. May 16.—The
supreme coj|rt of the United States laid
down the principle that a telegraph ope-
rator for each rail-road company and a
fireman on a railroad engine are "fellow
servants," and that the negligence of the
former causing the death of the latter
In the operation of trains was a risk the
fireman assumed, and was not grounds
for damages against the railroad com-
pany.

The case was that of Allina A. Dixon
against the Northern Pacific for damages
for the death of her husband, C. A. Dixon,
a fireman on the road killed in a collision
caused by the negligence of a telegraph
operator.

The opinion delivered by Justice Brew-
er answered two questions certified from
the United States circuit court of appeals
for the Eighth circuit, as follows:

"First, when a local telegraph operator
is called upon specially by a train dis-
patcher to give information relative to
the arrival of a train at his station, to
enable the dispatcher to formulate orders
for the movement of other trains, does thelocal operator in the matter of giving
such information act as a fellow servant
of train operatives in such sense that the
master is not liable to train operatives
who are injured by obeying an errone-ous order of the dispatcher that was in-
duced by false information given by the
local operator?"

The answer to this question is:
The telegraph operator was, under

the circumstances described, a fellow
servant of the fireman."

MILWAUKEE OFFICIAL
IS CLAIMED BY DEATH

J. N. Barr, Assistant to the President,
Is Victim of Heart Failure.

J. N. Barr. assistant to the president
of the Milwaukee, is dead at his home
in Libertyvllle. 111., of heart disease. Hewas fifty-two years old,

Mr. Barr was one of the best knownrailroad mechanical engineets in the coun-try. He started early in life as a rail-
road employe, occupied various positions
and was appointed superintendent of mo-
tive power for the Milwaukee. On Nov. 1,
1899, he was given the place of mechan-
ical superintendent of the Baltimore &
Ohio. Not long* after that he accepted
the same position with the Erie. He re-
turned to the Milwaukee and became gen-
eral superintindtnt and in April of last
year was named ias assistant to the presi-
dent. •

Answer: "The negligence of the ope-
rator was the negligence of a fellow
servant of the fireman, the risk of which
the latter assumed."

A dissenting opinion was delivered by
Justice White and concurred in by the
chiST justice and Justices Harlan and
McKenna. In this dissenting opinion the
view was expressed that the operator was
the agent of the employer, and as such
his negligence rendered the employer liable
for damages or death caused thereby.

The opinion was further expressed that
the court's decision would create much
confusion.

LONDON, May 17.-The Shanghai correspondent of the

Post says that the Chinese government is addressing an iden-
tical note to all its ministers abroad renewing China's dec-laration of neutrality and that an imperial edict will be issued
enjoining the Chinese people to strictly observe neutrality.

SERIOUS FOR KUROPATKIN.
LONDON, May 17.—The London newspapers this morn-

ing comment on what is believed to be the precarious posi-
tion of Gen. Kuropatkin, who is menaced by the possibility
of the Chinese rebels cutting his communications as well as
by the difficulty of divining the Japanese plan of campaign.

The Standard, which is rather inclined to be pro-Russian
in its views, admits that Kuropatkin has at his disposal south
of Mukden at most 100,000 troops of inferior quality, only
75,000 of whom are available for active operations, while
Gen. Kuroki certainly has 140.000 first-clase troops, the equal
of those in European armies. "Under such conditions," the
Standard says, "the issue of battle is very seldom doubtful."

Kerr bay by striking a submerg-ed
mine. Eight casualties are reported.
The Miyako was lost while assisting in"
the operations of clearing the Russian
mines from Kerr bay, northeast of
Ta-lien-wan bay, on which Port Dalny
is situated. Admiral Kataoka, com-
mander of the third squadron, returned
there Sunday with a detachment of his
squadron, protecting two flotillas of
torpedo boats which had been detailed
to complete sweeping the harbor by
the removal of mines. Five mines
were discovered and exploded and the
•work was being suspended for the day
\u25a0when the Miyako struck an undiscov-
ered mine, which exploded under the
stern, on the port side, and Inflicted
immense damage on the hull. The
Miyako sank In twenty-two minutes.
Two sailors were killed and twenty-

two men were wounded. The rest of
the crew were rescued.
