Telegraph Company Refuses to
Serve Race Results in
New York.

JNEW YORK. May 17.—Col. Robert C.
L.lowr_\;, pn,—sndent. and general manager of
the Western Union Telegraph company,

suddenly shut off all sources of racing
news to all classes of subscribers in this
eity today.

This action of Col. Clowry's, which

was taken entirely on his own initiative,
without instructions from his board of di-
det-t{u:_s Or any pressure from the au-
thorities, was the result of claims re-
cently made public by police officials that
the pool rooms of New York city could
not exist without the Western Union
service.

.Reoently a civil organization, called the
City club, made public charges that if
the Western Union wwuld assist them
the pool room evil in this city could be
overcome. The action of Col. Clowry is
the result. %

Commissiorer McAdoo, of the police
department, when told about Col. Clowry’s
statement, said:

“If the Western Union Telegraph com-
pany has cut off, not only the direet wircs

leading from the central office to the
pool rooms, but connections from the
exchanges with which they have been
under contract. and which in turn, rve-
tailed the news to pool rooms for gam-
bling purposes, then_this vice has re-

ceived a most damaging blow, and if it
survives at all, it will have to do so under
other forms and devices.

“If the information is correct no onc
will be more gratified than myself, both
personally and officially. I am especially
pleased, as it anticipates a reply to the
resolution passed by the executive com-
mittee of the Western Union company
which I was this day about to mail to
President Clowry."”
