the enormity of the cffense.
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scolds him, punis him, talks to him
sternly of the enormity of his oifenses,
but all the time ponders in he
heart upon the sources of his instinets
and wonders whether some of the fam-
ily ancestors were cruel folk and had
sent down a dreadful heritage to their
descendants.

Surely the little boy who delights in
torturing animals, or even boys who are
smaller than he, becomes the young
man whao is the greatest hazer in col-
lege, and will pour cold water down
the back of the new student with glee
and do other absurd and reprehensible
things which are considered very clever
by other young men. It is difficult to
find words severe enough to condemn
young men who will torture or frighten
raw scholars at colleges to break them
in, although the young men who in-
dulge in these ridiculous and wicked af-
fairs are much hurt if danyone tells
the truth about them. There is a great
deal of nonsense talked about college
graduates, and a very absurd senti-
mentality wasted on a man who hap-
pens to be a “college man.” Edueation
is very desirable and a cellege man will
always command some attention, but
there are excellent and learned men
who never saw the inside of one, and
some very stupid ones who graduated
with hcnors.

If mothers and fathers would start
in early and impress upon young minds
that there is nothing worse than caus-
ing unnecessary pain upon people or
animals, much might be done for hu-
mane education. The subject of the
protection of birds is now being agi-
tated and urged in schools, and should
be brought up frequently at home. The
robbing 'of bird nests is a .particular
delight to the infant masculine mind,
and it is difficult to persuade SeRy O
boy to give up the practice, It would
be well for the father to step in and
threaten to punish severely the boy
who indulges in this cruel pastime, for,
alas, mothers are not always taken as
seriously as they might be by young
men. It is strange, but true, that a
son can persuade his mother into be-
lieving that the sun goes round the
earth, so gullible is she in regard to
the reliability of her hopeful. About
the only thing to do with ecruel boys
is te give them the sort of medicine
they administer to others. Stray cats
are the delight of cruel boys; in New’
York some humane folk have taken the
matter in charge, collect the cats and
give them as painless a death as pos-
sible, which is much better than allow-
ing them to roam the streets and fall
into the hands of cruel street hoys.
