Wright, with his sinister delivery
\u25a0was exactly what the Saints had been
waiting for, and before he got down to
real business it was too late to save
even a piece of the game for the Blue
Grass gentlemen. Chech was another
disheartening element for Dexter, who
evidently came to the conclusion that
hi? team could get any great number
of hits anyway, so what was the use of
trying another pitcher in Wright's
stead.

BY CLOWS ORDER
Western Union Shuts Off Race

Service Throughout the
Country.

NEW YORK, May-18.—Following his
action of yesterday in discontinuing to
all subscribers in this city a report of
the racing at various tracks in this
country, Col. Robert c. Clowry today
notified the general superintendents of
the company at New. York, Chicago,
Atlanta and San Francisco that the col-
lection and distribution by the West-
ern Union Telegraph company of horse
race reports would be discontinued
forthwith.

The effect of this order is far reach-
ing and will result in the discontinu-
ance of what has been called the racing

of the Western Union com-
pany. This department has collected
and distributed racing news from all
the various tracks in the country to
subscribers. Hereafter the company
will transmit only such messages con-
cerning races as are regularly filed
with it for transmission.

For the present Western Union offi-
ces, as has been tjhe habit -in the past,
will be maintained at race tracks for
transmission of gresg dispatches andprivate messages, but these offices may
be discontinued later.

The -executive g committee of the
Western Union had a brief meeting to-
day, at which were present Chauncey
M. Depew, Morris K. Jes^sup, Russell
Sage. Samuel Sloan and\ Jacob H.
Schiff. President Clowry reported his
action, and the executive committeeapproved it.

Telephone Company Quits.
The New York Telephone company,

which also is accused of "aiding andabetting" the service to pool rooms,
advised Police Commissioner McAdootoday that it would at once remove the
telephone wires from the East Forty-
second street house, which was raided
yesterday, and which is said to have
been the headquarters, or "central," of
a chain of poolrooms. Further, the
company promised to see that both
wires and instruments are taken out of
the subsidiary places—poolrooms which
received accounts of the racing from
this "central."

With the exception of the arraign-
ment of eleven prisoners caught in a
raid on an alleged poolroom yesterday,
the investigation of the Western Union
Telegraph company's alleged connec-
tion with poolrooms in this city was
practically at a standstill today. Dis-
trict Attorney Jerome, when asked
what was to bo the next move in the
investigation, declined to make any ex-
tended statement, answering the ques-
tion with "Nothing doing today."

It was learned that no summonses
or subpoenas for Western Union direct-
ors had yet been issued.

District Attorney Jerome, when in-
formed of the action of President
Clowry. Isueti a statement in which he
declared that he was satisfied that so
far as the directors of the Western
Union Telegraph company are con-
cerned, -this action is fair and honor-
able, and is intended to accomplish
what the authorities of. this city would
have been probably unable to accom-
plish without their action.

Moral Question Involved.
"My ov.n interest in the matter," he

said, "has been more because of the
large moral question involved than be-
cause of any narrow technical crimi-
nality. If a great corporation is will-
ing to sacrifice large profits which it
perhaps could continue to make with-
out being amenable to law, because to
make such profits would be an immoral
thing, we have had an illustration of
corporate morality entirely unexpect-
ed and the influence for good of which
may be incalculable."

When the prisoners taken in yes-
terday's raid were arraigned Deputy
Police Commissioner Lindsley ap-
peared as prosecutor and asked for an
adjournment of one week, but counsel
for the prisoners objected. Finally
John Barton, one of the defendants,
after a long argument, offered himself
to the court to be held in default of
