Vatican Exhibit Waits,

ST. LOUIS, Mo., May 25.—Consider-
able interest is being manifested in
the seventeen unopened boxes contain-
ing the Vatican exhibit, which arrived
recently and are lying in the basement
of the Anthropology building. Inquiries
have been made on all sides as to when
the contents of the boxes will be placed
on exhibit, but, notwithstanding the
impatience of the exposition company
to have the exhibit placed, the boxes
will not be touched until the arrival of
Francisca Cagiato, an attache of the
Vatican, who recently arrived in New
York, now in Washington, and who
will personally supervise the unpack-
ing, according to the stipulations
agreed upon when the Vatican decided
to send an exhibit. Jefferson guards
watch over the Vatican boxes day and
night and will continue to do so until
the arrival of Mr. Cagiato.

The report of the committee on book
concern was adopted without debate.
Its recommendations are:

First—We approve the general prin-
ciple of unifying the book concern by
consolidating its manufacturing depart-
ments and placing them under one official
committee,

Second—We recommend that the bish-
ops be required to appoint a committee
of one from each general.conference dis-
trict and one or two at large so as to
prevent an uneven number in the con-
vention, and not including therein mem-
bers of the book committee, but at least
half of the persons so appointed shall be
laymen, to which shall be referred the re-
port of the bodk committee with power.

Third-—That after having duly consider-
ed the recommendations of said report
the committee, if it shall adopt a plan,
shall proceed to outline and determine
the same for consolidation of the manu-
facturing departments of the book ‘con-
cern and for their future administration
under one official management.

Fourth—That upon completion of said
general plan the book committee shall at
once proceed to carry it into effect and
shall present to the next general confer-
ence (the necessary disciplinary -changes.
It is provided, however, that the status
of the purchasing agent selected at this
general conference shall not be affected
during the quadrennium.

ONLY DIFFERENCE IS
COLOR OF A BOOK

Methodist Protestants Try to Absorb
the Primitive Methodists.

WASHINGTON, D, C., May 25.—The
Methodist-Protestant conference today
provided a radical change in the con-
trol of its foreign missionary work.
The present board of five members
elected by the conference is to be add-
ed to by a member elected from each
state conference of 2,000 members or
over. This will increase the size of
the board by twenty-five members. Its
meetings are to be held annually. Some
opposition developed, but not suffi-
cient to defeat the proposition.

Another proposition for union was
presented to the conference at the aft-
ernoon session by Rev. G." E. Ogg, of
the New York conference. The pro-
pesal contemplates a union between the
Primitive Methodist and the Protes-
tant Methodist ¢hurches. The Primitive
Methodist - denomination has 6,000
members in the United States. It is a
branch of an English church of that
name. It was said that the only dif-
ference in the book of discipline of the
two churches was the color of the cover
of that document. The basis of union
is representation on an equal basis in
conferences, amalgamation of church
property and funds and.the name to
be left for the decision of the first
joint session of the general conference,
This plan was referred to the commit-
tee on:church union, which organized
today with the election of Rev. Dr. J.
L. Mills, of Maryland, as chairman, and
A. L. Reynolds, of Ohio, secretary.

The recommendations of the com=
mittee on Sabbaths, although calling
forth some comment, also was adopted.
By this' report the conference con-
demns all forms of Sunday amuse-
ments, including  trolley. car riding,
bathing, carriage riding, bicycling,
boat and all Sunday excursions. The
buying or %¥eading of secular newspa-
pers -alse " is discouraged.

Arbitration Prevents Strike.

CHICAGO, May 25.—City Clerk Ben-
der this afternoon gave a decision as
arbitrator in the dispute between the
Truck Teamsters and the Team Own-
ers’ association. Drivers of single
horses are given $11.25 per week,
against the *$12 they asked and $11
paid last year.” Drivers of teams are
to receive $14 against $15 which they
demanded and $13.50 paid last year.
The decision removes a dispute which
a month ago seemed likely to end in-a
strike of 10,000 men and a general dis-
~uption of business.

Unitarians Have a Deficit.

BOSTON, Mass., May 25.—At the
session of the American Unitarian as-
sembly today reports were received
from various committees. Total re-
ceipts of $177,628, including $25,750 in-
come from invested funds, were re-
ported. Endowments aggregating
$331,759 in the past six years have
been received. There is a deficit, how-
ever, of $6,000.

Rothschild Bends to the Rod.

NEW YORK, May 25.—David Roth-
schild, who was convicted of nd lar-
ceny in connection with the eral bank
failure and sentenced to serve nine years
in state's prison, today instmcteg his at-
torneys to withdraw their motion for a
certificate of reasonable-doubt. Assistant
District Attorney- Sandford announced
after Rothschild’s conviction that if the
foermer bank- president made a fight he
would immediately call to trial other in-
dictments now pending against him, and
it is sald that Rothschild has concluded
not to invite this action but to begin his
sentence at once.

Cuban Bonds In Demand.

NEW YORK, May 25.—Indications
point to a considerable oversubscription
to the Cuban bonds, bids for which will
be opened by Speyer & Co. tomorrow. Ap-
plications have come largely from small
investors here and abroad. In all proba-
bility the subscription books will be closed
almost immeédiately after they have been

opened.

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Cumberland Presbyterians Re-
fer Matter to Presbyteries,
With Favorable Action. -

DALLAS, Tex., May 25.—Tonight the
general assembly of the Cumberland
Presbyterign church, by a vote of 162
to 75, voted to submit to the presby-
teries, with a recommendation that it
be adopted, the report of the commit-
tee on fraternity and union.

Northern Body in Doubt.

BUFFALO, N. Y., May 25. — The
leaders in the movement in the gen-
eral assembly of the - Presbyterian
church in the United States for union
with the Cumberland church, one of
the Southern bodies, were at sea to-
night. The big fight over this ques-.
tion comes up in the general assembly
hére tomorrow. The leaders had hoped
they would go into the fight tomorrow
with the prestige of a resolution of the
Cumberland assembly, now meeting in
Dallas, Tex., declaring in favor of
union.

The leaders waited up to nearly mid-
night for word from the Dallas body,
but nothing definite came. The only
rumors that reached here were dis-
quieting. They were that the action
taken by the Cumberland body would
probably be in some indefinite shape
that would require further conferences |
instead of permitting of final action.
The report of the special committee on
church co-operation and union, which
is a special order for tomorrow in the
general assembly here, recommends an
out and out union with the Cumberland

body. D¥Y. Roberts, stated clerk of the
assembly, is the chairman of that
committee, :

Whether the Cumberland body votes
definitely for an immediate union or
takes action that wiil require further
conferences and the putting over of
the matter for another year, the op-
position to union in the Northern as-
sembly will make a strong fight to-
mMOorrow. .

The assembly reconsidered its action
on the question of marriage and di-
vorce and passed the original recom-
mendation submitted by the commitee
advising Presbyterian ministers against
uniting in marriage® members ~of
churches whose marriages would be
against the laws of these churches.

Foreign Mission Work.

Rev. Dr. C. B. McAfee, chairman of
the committee on foreign missions, re-
viewed the work of the committee in
the Philippines, in Japan, China, India®
and other countries. He recommended
the following be re-elected as mem-
bers of the board for three years:

Rev. Willilam K. Paxton, Rev. John
Balcolm Shaw, Alexander Maitland,
John Stewart and@ William E. Stiger;
that Rev. James S. Dennis, D. D., he
elected in.place of Rev. Dr. David
Gregg and Rev. Dr. Eben E. Cobb be
elected to succeed Rev. Dr. John D.
Wells, deceased; that better training
in the Sunday schools be provided for
the foreign missionary work; that the
forward movement among men be em-
phasized; that native workers be in-
creased and better equipped for the
work in the field. The Presbyterian
church was styled “a ‘missionary so-
ciety whose chief business is the prop-
agation of the gospel to the uttermost
parts of the earth.” 5 >

The report of the committee was
adopted.

The report of the committee on pub-
lication and Sabbath school work was
presented through its chairman, Dr.
French, of South Dakota. The chair-
man asked for $200,000 for work in
the coming year. The report was
adopted.

Color Question Comes Up.

The report of the committee on ter-
ritorial limits was next taken up. This
committee has been working upon the
problem of amending the laws of the
church so as to provide separate
churches for the colored and the white
people in sections of the country where
they are desired.

Statistics show, the report says, that
this process of segregation has already
been carried out to a certain extent.
The committee, while recognizing and
deploring the antagonism which exists
between the races, is of the opinion
that it has found a way to remove
the difficulty and at the same time
protect the interests of both parties.

“To open the way to such an ad-
justment,” the report continues, “it
will be necessary to make an amend-
ment to our form of government. Your
committee, havhgg carefully considered
the whole quéstion of the relations of
the white and colored races and of
the measures that would tend to bring
them into harmonious co-operation in
the work of the church, are of the
opinion that the present conditions de-
mand a modification of the general
rule. They would therefore recom-
mend that the general assembly send
down to the presbyteries for their ac-
tion the following overture:

Overture Is Suggested.

“Shall chapter 10, section ~ 2,' be
amended by adding to it the following
words, ‘But in exceptional cases a
presbytery may be organized within the
boundaries of existing presbyteries, in
the interests of ministers and churches
speaking other than the English lan-
guage, or of those of a particular race;
but in no case without their consent.’

“Such an amendment, if adopted,
would give equal liberty to white and
colored churches, in cases in which a
separate presbyterial organization was
deemed wise and necessary. It lays
compulsion on no one; it makes no
discrimination between the races; it
violates no rights; it secures the unity
of the church in that representation in
the general assembly is not affected.
It would not in the least change the
present status of the colored presby-
teries, but in the judgment of your
committee, it would in its operation be
to their advantage by bringim; them
into closer relations with whit>
churches and presbyteries, should they
be organized in the same territory.”

In presenting the report Dr. Samuel
J. Nichols, chairman, requested its im-
mediate consideration. It was made
the second order of business for to-
morrow.,

There were three presidential ele-
ments involved. The  Heaypst men
originally wanted instructions, but fi-
nally limited their opposition to the
unit rule. The friends of Col. J. Kil-
bourne, of Columbus, who was the
Democratic candidate for *governor
three years ago, wanted “indorsement.”
The friends of Judge Judson Harmon,
of Cincinnati, who was attorney
general under Cleveland, wantad
neither indorsement nor instructions,
but the unit rule. The Harmon men
evidently won out.

Briefest of Platforms.

The platform, the briefest ‘in .the
history of such state literature, was
adopted as it came from Cincinnati,
with the exception of a plan favoring
two-cent fare that was added at the
instigation of Mayor Johnson, of
Cleveland, in the convention.

The rural delegates who were co-
operating- in other matters with the
conservatives, voted for a two-cent
fare plank, also some from the cities
who insisted that it would be incon-
sistent this year to defeat a resolu-
tion which was a feature of the state
platform last year.

Myers finally
turned to the audience and apologized
by saying Johmnson was a good fel-
low _personally, but in politics.”
Myers was championing Moore for
delegate at large while Johnson was
champiéning Gerrard. Mpyers later
promenaded the hall with a banner
showing his favorite winning and
Johnson’s as an “also ran.”

The delegates and alternates at large
are claimed by the conservatives, who
claim thirty of the Ohie district dele-
gates. Their poll of the Ohio delega-
tion to St. Louis is 36 conservatives
(friendly to Harmon), Hearst 6 and
Folk 4, and that under the unit rule
the conservatives will have the Ohio
delegation more than three to one.

UMBRELLA SAVES CHILD
FROM FATAL INJURY

She landed in
a sand cut, uninjured. The fireman,
who had happened to be looking back,
saw some person leave the train. The
train was stopped and was run back
until the child was met. She was
trudging along the track. One of the
passengers on the train recognized the
child and brought her safely home.

PARKER GAINS AGAIN

Tennessee Democrats Instruct
for New York Jurist,

NASHVILLE, Tenn., May 25.—Late to-
night, - after wildly exciting scenes, the
Democratic state convention adjourned un-
til 10" o’clock tomorrow morning. James
D. Frazier was nominated to succeed
himself as governer and a platform in-
structing delegates to the national con-
vention to vote for the nomination of
Judge Alton B. Parker, of New York, for
president, and to vote as a unit on all
questions, was adopted.

The platform demands a reformation of
the tariff and an investigation of the
‘postoffice and other alleged frauds in the
departments at Washington. In arraign-
ing the present administration, the plat-
form says:

“It is especially necessary to restrict
the executive head of the federal gov-
ernment within the constitutiona]l limits
of his authdrity and no argument of tem-
porary expediency can justify the as-
sumption by him of powers conferred ex-
clusively upon the legislative department
of the government or the violation by him
of plain provisions of constitutional,
statute and treaty law.

“President Roosevelt, by his official ac-
tion, has wantonly precipitated the race
issue in a manner invelving as a logical
and necessary sequence social equality be-
tween the white and colored people of this
country and deserves in consequence
thereof the condemnation of all right
thinking people. 'We believe that the ne-
8ro is entitled to just treatment and full

rotection of the law, but we also be-
ieve that the welfare of botb races and
the hope of intelligent free government
depends upon-the unquestioned social and
political supremacy of the. white man.

RATES OF INSURANCE

Bill in Changery. Against "Catholic Mutual
Benefit - Association.

ANN ARBOR, Mich., May 25.—A bill in
chancery will be filed here tomorrow ask-
ing an injunction restraining the supreme
officers of the Catholic Mutual Benefit as-
sociation from enforcing the increased
rates of insurance adopted last October
at Pittsburg.

The case of Michael Williams, of Ann
Arbor, was agreed upon for a test case by
protesting members. Williams entered
the order at the age of forty-nine, paying
$39 a year on a $2,000 policy. He is now
sixty-five and, under the new rules, would
have to pay about $75. Being too old to
enter another order, he asks the courts to
establish his life membership in the asso-
cjation.

It is proposed to
issue $13.506,000 of 5 per cent bondge par
value $1,000, each to mature in 1924. For
each share of preferred stock the holder
will get one-twentieth of the new bond
and eighty-five two hundredths of a
share of new stock. For each share of
common stock will be given fifteen hun-
dredths of a share of new stock. The New
York Security and Trust company and the
Illinois Trust and Savings Bank of Chi-
cago will be the depositories under the
terms of the exchange.

Two hours later Cardinal
Merry del Val, not receiving word from
the ambassador, sent a communication to
the embassy saving that he was at M.
Nisard's disposal, and prepared to ‘give

an answer, but no reply to
munijcation was received.

On Saturday morning M. Nisard again
visited the secretary of state and in-
formed him that the insistence upon a
written form of questions had been in-
terpreted as a desire to elude the subject,
and that therefore he had been instructed
to leave Rome on vacation. The Os-
servatore Romano concludes:

First, that Cardinal Merry del Val not
having given an answer, the recall of the
ambassador was not justified; second,
that the answer which the cardinal would
have given within an hour would have
been exhaustive and thoroughly satisfac-
tory; and, third, that the request of M.
Nisard to be informed as to the contents
of the notes sent to the other Catholic
states was contrary to diplomatic usage
and that there was no rule which obliged
the papal government to send a collective
note.
