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CHAUFFEUR’'S LAWYER TURNS
STATUTES ON THE JUSTICE

James B. Dill, Famous Corporation Attorney, Convinces Judge That Court Should Be Fined
Instead of Defendant Under Arrest For Fast Driving—Schwab’s
Secretary Is the Offending Culprit

Oliver Wren and His l_awless_Auto

EW YORK, June 4.—James B. Dill,

the greatest trust lawyer in

America, whose fees run into the
hundred thousands, recently appeared in a
New Jersey recorder’s court on behalf of
an automobilist, accused of fast driving,
and not only won his case, but convinced
the recorder that he should fine the court
and not the defendant.

Oliver Wren, secretary to Charles M.
Schwab, was summoned to appear in the
Montclair, N. J., police court for violating
the speed law of New Jersey. He con-
sulted his attorney, James B. Dill.

The case came on to be heard before
Recorder Yost in the Montclair police
court Tuesday morning at 8:30 o’clock.
Recorder Yost is an elderly man and a
veteran of the Civil war.

Policeman Pierce swore that Mr. Wren’s
automobile went by the police station at a
rate of twenty-five miles an hour.

Mr. Dill moved for the discharge of
the prisoner on th2 ground that sufficient
evidence had not been adduced to prove
that he had violated any law.

‘“Motion denied,” gaid Recorder Yost,
severely.

‘“Very well,”” sald Mr. Dill. “Your honor
will permit me to call your honor’s at-
tention .to_the fact that this defendant
was served with two summonses, neither
of which eomplied with the provisions -of
§§3§13n 219, chapter 427 of the Laws of

. ““What does that law say?’ asked the
recorder.

“It provides,” replied Mr.- Dill, ‘‘that
when an action 1s brought in the reeord-
er's court by an informer on a penal
statute the information must be indorsed
with: a statement. of the day, month and
hour of the commission of the offense,
and that such action shall be a record
from. that time and not before. Further-
more, the statute has this further pro-
vision: ‘“Any judge or clerk issuing a proc-
ess contrary to this provision shall forfeit
to the party against whom such process
is issued $10 for each offense.’

‘“I"have called your honor's attention
% the law of the state of New Jersey.
‘The facts are that two summonses, both
improperly indorsed, were issued out of

this court for this defendant. Therefore

this court is indebted ‘to this defendant in -

the sum of $20—$10 for each summons,
and the costs of this.-court being $3, $6
for costs. T move that your honor direct
your honor to pay to this defendant the
sum of $26 forthwith.” .. : - S

The recorder’s face. was a study-in still
life. Evidently he hadn’'t heard before of
the provisions of section 219, chapter 427
of the Laws of 1903. City Counsel E. B.
Goodell was in court and the recorder
concluded ‘that he had better retain a
lawyer at once. The court and Mr. Goodell
talked the matter-over, and  then - Mr.
G_oodell suggested that the record be so
amended as to permit of the proper in-
dorsement. Mr. Dill wouldn’t admit of
such a proposition. s

“We cannot prevent the court from
amending its records,” he said, “but this
record cannot be antedated. Hence, if the
record is amended in compliance with the
suggestion of counsel the court would
have no jurisdiction in the case and I
wotu,l.d move the discharge of the defend-
ant.

““Well, Mr. Dill,” said the recorder, “do
you expect me to fine myself $20 and
costs and turn ‘the money over to Mr.
Wren?"” 5 :

*“‘I have made ‘a ‘motion to that ‘effect,”
replied Mr. Dill; “and I ask your honor
to pass on it.”

‘““But the -city ‘counsel,” rejoined the
recorder, ‘‘drew this process, and I sup-
pose he knew his business. If this court
must fine itself, it respectfully submits
that the city counsel pay half the fine.”

“A very excellent suggestion, your
honor,”” said Mr. Dill, “and if I might add
to my. former motion, I would move that
your honor fine your honor $13 and fine

. the city counsel a like: amount,;’the latter

to stand committed until paid.
“‘As counsel to the recorder,” said Mr.

Goodell, “I move that the court fine the -

prisoner $26, and- when he has paid the
fine the court will liquidate its account
with this defendant.” : :

“I fear,” said Mr. Dill, “that such a
proposition would ' come- perilously near
being a transaction in indigestible se-
curities, which ig.strietly. prohibited by
the laws of .the state of New Jersey.
Besides, I submit that, under the cir-

cumstances, the heaviest fine that the
court could impose on this defendant
would be not more than $15.”

‘““After mature deliberation,” said the
recorder, ‘‘the decision of the court is
that this defendant be sentenced to pay
a fine of .$15 and costs.”

‘““Then,” said Mr. Dill, “will your honor
be good enough to direct the court to pay
to this defendant the sum of $8, and all
accounts will be squared. In addition,
your honor will permit me to take an ap-
peal from your henor’s decision to the
court of commeon pleas.”

The permission to take an appeal was
granted, and Mr. Wren immediately filed
a bond, to cover the costs of the appeal,
should he lose, for the sum of $30.30.
Frank Delano, commonly reported to he
worth about $3.000,000, went on the bond.

Mr. Wren did not insist upon an im-
mediate collection of his claim against
the recorder, and he and his friends and
attorney left the court room. As he was
getting into his automobile, a biﬁ red
Mercedes which used to belong to Charles
M. Schwab, the chief of police of Mont-
clair remarked that he had to go to
Newark.

‘““Ride with me,” said Mr. Wren. “I'm
going to Newark.” The chief accepted
the invitation and the machine shot away
down the Bloomfield road.

Then the New York lawyer happened to
think that he had some business in the
court room. Later he came back, got
into his - own automobile and went to
East Orange. A short time afterward a
telephone. message reached police head-
quarters in Montclair that Mr. Wren
and the Montclair chjef of police had
beenn taken into custo at East Orange
for violating the speed law. It was fur-

" ther stated that the two, having made

satisfactory explanations of how the ma-
chine got temporarily beyond the control
of Mr. Wren, were allowed to go after
being detained in the police station for
about fifteen minutes,

When Mr. Dill wag asked later if he
had anything to do in bringing about the
arrest of his client in East Orange, he
replied that the insinuation was of such
a character that he would not even dig-
nify it by a reply.

SHOCKS FOREIGNERS

Britishers and Others Stand
Aghast at Weird Accounts
of Games

NEW YORK, June 4.—An English gen-
tleman, actively interested in the field

-sports of his own country, landed in New

York not long ago, and to the friends
who met him, expressed the wish to see
a game of baseball, the national pastime
of which he had heard so much, but with
which he had not the slightest acquaint-
ance. His willing friend was anxious to
please, and suggcsted that before making
a pilgrimage to the baseball grounds it
might be well to read some of the re-
ports of the games as described by the
able young men employed by the sport-
ing departments of the New York daily
newspapers.

Their expert criticism and explanation,
it was assumed, would make the stranger
more or less conversant with the game
in advance. Taking this advice he bought
a newspaper of that morning’s date and
before long was clamoring for an inter-
preter, a. dictionary and cold towels with
which to enfold his madly whirling head-
piece. In less than one column of space,
these are some of the fragments which
staggered his understanding:

“Chesboro’s slants were too crooked for
Bay to size up. Bradley boosted a cloud-
-skim to Fultz. Turner turned Keeler's
swift hopper over to Schwartz. Fultz
got first by bouncing a slow one over
Dusty Rhoades’ noddle. Elberfeld wal-
loped wickedly, but Lush grabbed it as it
was sailing over his head. Fultz got too
gay around second, and was pinched a
mile by Rhoades’ quick snap to Tur-
ner.

‘“Schwartz slashed a hot one that near-
ly took off Chesboro's pedals, but Wil-
liams dug it up in style and got it over
in time. Rhoades rapped a liner through
Chesboro’s flippers, and the latter after
chasing it up made a crazy chuck to
Ga(;xzel, and the batter ambled to sec-
ond.

“McGuire aimed at Lush and the latter
didn’'t have to take a step to get the
globule. Keeler's tabasco .tap bounced
out of Rhoades’ hands. After Flick
lambasted a screamer to right, Elberfeld
endeared himself to the hearts of the fans
by getting in a luscious one-time soak
over second. Flick flocked to the plate
on the lick, Williams tossed Bemis’
grasser to Elberfeld, blanketing Turner,
and Rhoades rapped the breezes. Four
dopey chucks started Lajoie, Rhoades
made three mutty stabs at three step-
ladder shoots and sat down.
