PASS STRICT RULE

Colleges Will Not Permit Any
“Summer Baseball”

CHICAGO, June 5.—A stringent rule
against ‘‘summer baseball” for college
athletes was passed unanimously by the
conference committee of faculty repre-
sentatives at a’special meeting in Chicago.

Kansas Floods Recede
