referendum vote and favered returning to
the old convention plan. A committee was
appointed to make an effort to secure the
1907 convention of the international union
for St. Paul

Some years ago the International Typo-
graphical union began the practice of
electing officers by the direct or referen-
dum vote, and for a time the plan worked
to the apparent satisfaction of the mem-
bers. During the two past elections tl:xere
has been considerable personal campaign-
ing, and the efforts of the international to
regulate the criticlsm of general officers
have proven unsuccessful. The passage
of what has become known as the ‘‘gag
lJaw’’ did not stop the publication of
charges and countercharges, and St.
Paul union has led with a demand that
the forthcoming international convention
in St. Louis submit to_the locals a prop-
osition repealing the law providing for
a referendum vote and again placing the
election of the officers in the hands of
a delegate convention.

The delegates to the international con-
vention were instructed to secure, if pos-
sible, the sy@mission of the amendment,
and the folfbwing committee was named
to urge the holding of an early conven-
tion in St. Paul: A. J. Williams, chair-
man: P. J. F. Sanders. E. C. Ives, J. C.

ard. F. (. Callan. Don Lilly, C. A. Barton,
J. H. Wilson and T. F. Thomas.
Too Many Rows Start

The reason given by the press com-

mittee of the union for favoring the re-

turn to the convention plan, as opposed

to the referendum vote, is that the latter
method has resulted in creating factions
within the union and that the result will
continue to 8roy more aggravating with
the passage of time. It is claimed by the
committee that a number of the more in-
fiuential unions in the country will have
declared for the plan before the meeting
of the international in St. Louis.

SIGHTSBUMPERCROP

Rains Mean Big Harvest In
Minnesota and Dakotas

The rains of last week, extending from
the Atlantic seaboard to the Rocky moun-
tains, have ‘been of inestimable value .to
the crops of the great Northwest, and
the prospects of a bountiful harvest could
not be better, according to estimates of
Col. C. M. Creel, of North Dakota, who is
stopping at the Merchants hotel.

Col. Creel, whose home is at Devils
Lake, is government crop statistician for
Minnegota, North and South Dakota and
Wiscorsin, and is in a position to tal_k
of crop conditions, though naturally he is
averse to giving information to the public
in advance ofghis official reports to the de-
partment of @griculture.

““The rains of last week were badly
needed in the Dakotas,” said Col. Creel
vesterday. “The crops were not exactly
suffering for moisture, but the rains were
timely and the whole country has been
benefited beyvond computation as a result
of the rains of four or five days, which
extended clear to the Rockies. Prospects
are for the best crop in the Dakotas that
has ever been harvested.

“General rains throughout the Dakotas
mean big cops. Local rains may bring
good results in certain localities, but I
have never known a bumper crop where
the rains at about this season of the year
were not general in character.

“And the wheat acreage is fully as large
as usual. Wet weather in the Red River
valley country retarded seeding opera-
tions, but it did not reduce the total
acreage sown. The hay croR promises
to be above the average. Our hay in both
the Dakotas is largely wild hay, and early
rains are necessary to its quality and
quantity. We must have either snow or
raing in March or April or our hay crop
suffers, This year we had both snow and
rain. June rains, while helpful to grain,
crops, do not seem to specially benefit hay.

“I look for a fairly wet season, as the
snows in the Rockies we:a heavier than
for many years. I do not know for a cer-
tainty that heavy snows in the mountains
mean heavy rains in the summer, but it is
a notable fact that in seasons when the
snow fall has been heaviest in the moun-
tains the prairie country to the east of the
mountains has been watered by big rains
during the next summer season. Thus far
this season seems to be bearing out that
theory. The pasturage is fine throughout
the Dakotas and the dairy industry is
thriving.”

Col, Creel mails his report for May to
the department at Washington today, but
declined to give its contents for publica-
tion. It covers acreage, conditions of the
various crops and estimates of the prob-
able yield of small grains.

CHINA WITH JAPAN

_geliqus_ Future Is Bound Up
in Outcome of War

Le Tun Ling, an educated Chinaman
and an exhibitor at the St. Louis expo-
sition, spent yesterday at the Ryvan hotel,
en route from his home city of Hongkong
to the exposition city. He said that so
far China was but very slightly affected
by the war in the far East. 2

‘“While China is Japan’s next door
neighbor, and -many people think that the
destiny of our country is bound up in
the outcome of the war between Japan
and Russia, we know absolutely nothing
of the developments of the war further
than what we see in the newspapers. Re-
ports that are circulated through China
are very uncertain as to their reliability,”
he said; “and Japan is given all the best
of the newspaper reports,

“Naturally our sympathies are with
Japan, for it cannot_be denied that to
preserve the integrity of China she went
to war with Russia. We would be guilty
of “ingratitude in its lowest form were
we not to sympathize with Japan in the
struggle into which she has thrown her-
self and all her resources with character-
istic impetuosity.

“China had a pretty-good object lesson
of the prowess of the Japanese army and
navy only a few years ago, and it does
not surprise us-that the Japs are making
S0 good a showing against their big op-
ponent, the Russian bear, Of course, the
Chinese are hopeful that Japan will win
in the long run, but they do not forget
to estimate, in figuring on the chances of
the termination of the war, that Russia
has a great domain and vast resources at
her command. We believe that the re-
sults of the struggle so far are largely
the result of incompetence on the part of
the Russian commanders, both military
and naval, and are no discredit to the
courage and fighting qualities of the men
of the Russian army and navy.”

The Chinaman at the Ryan speaks Eng-
lish without the trace of an accent,
though he said that this wyas his first
visit to America. Others from the Orient
who were guests at the Ryan during the
day and who left for the East last night
were- Vietor -Heller and Max Kutschera,
Yokohama, and O. Winter, Shanghai.

that a determined effort would be made
within the aext forty-eight hours to
move as many of the big boats as were
loaded and in waiting at the docks.

The
time has been: utilized in completing
the cargoesron the different vessels,
and if conditions are ripe, a general
and concertad effort will be made, all
along the greatlakes, to put an end to
the. trouble. ' Secret terms are said to
have been made with many members
of the Masterstand Pilots’ association,
and “when the necessity arrives for
them to take eommand, it is asserted
that further and more sweeping resig-

nations from the union will be an-
nounced, '

Twenty Boats Stalled

No less than twenty boats are now
in the Duluth and Superior harbor,
awaiting an opportunity to sail. Their
cargoes have been taken on, and it Is
only necessary for the word to be given

-to enable them to loose their hawsers

and turn their noses to the open sea.
Another fleet is at anchor at Two Har-
bors, and. still others are occupying
berths further down the lake. These,
together with the big freighters which
have been tugging at their cables in
Eastern ports, are expeeted to deal the
death -blow to the present controversy.

It is announced that the disruption
of the Masterscand Pilots’ association,
in the event it is consummated, is only
the entering wedge whereby it is hoped
to break the sirength of unionism on
the great lakes. One year ago, before
a vessel owner could carry out his first
cargo, it ‘was necessary to come to
terms with ‘thirteen different unions,
representing -~ as many different
branches of the service. The present
fight is directed-against the command-
ers of the boats, and, it is said, will
eventually fall to the humblest em-
ploye of a boat. It is the announced
purpose to break the strength of every
labor organization which has to do
with the movement of a vessel or the
handling of its eargo.

Although the members of the Mas-
ters and Pilots’ association are being
urged to stand firm on their prineci-
ples, it is said that the support which
is being given them by the other
unions, especially those which are kept
idle on account of the strike, is only
half-hearted.

Mines on :the two Minnesota iron
ranges have exhausted their stock-
pile room and have been compelled to
close down because there was no more
room to store ore as it was hoisted.
Every othersclass of labor identified
with the handHng of ore, including
the shovelers en the docks and the
employes of the three roads which haul
the product to the water front, is now
kept idle, and it is said that the men
whose families have been reduced al-
most to the verge of want are neot in a
mood to bestow sympathy or encour-
agement to their co-workers, the mas-
ters and pilots, whose yearly earnings
are more tham triple that of a common
seaman or g miner.

Look for Events

Under such ecircumstances there is
every reason to believe that the com-
ing week will be an eventful one, and
that it will bring about a relief from
the stagnation which has permeated
to almost every interest which is in
any way identified with the maritime
trade. The Masters and Pilots’ asso-
ciation members insist that they will
stand firm to the end, and they belittle
the desertions from their ranks, insist-
ing that this is only a drop in the
bucket. They point out that for every
boat that has been moved there are
hundreds which are lying idle, and
that vessel owners, with hundreds of
thousands of dollars invested cannot
long hold out and withstand the de-
mands whieh have been made upon
them,

“Representatives of the Lake Carriers
in Duluth claim that the deadlock ex-
isting between their association and
that of the Masters and Pilots is
broken, and that boats will now rapidly
enter commission from all the princi-
pal lake ports. Six are to clear from
here tomorrow and vessel owners and
managers say they are receiving appli-
cations from masters from many points
to be placed for:boats.

The feeling of apprehension among
the members of the association is said
to have grown' so strong that many
others are breaking away, and the
prospect now is that the stampede
will soon be general.

LORAIN, Ohio, June.5.—The barge
Steinbrenner, a Lake Carriers’ associa-
tion boat, cleared from this port today,
the first of the season. It is bound for
the upper lakes and is loaded with coal.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, June 5.— Paul
Howell, district captain of the Masters’
and Pilots’ assaeciation, is undismayed
by the seeming break in the tie up of
the lake traffici He said tonight that
he was net yielding an inch,-and there
was no possibility of his doing so; that
with a membership of 3,500 some few
desertions was not unusual. . He be-
lieves that if the strike is settled that
those who have gone to work will be
released from lake service.
