Ford has lived in St. Paul since 1899,
but two years ago his eyesight began
to fail, and later he found it impossi-
ble to follew his trade of machinist.

INAUGURATED FOR
ANOTHER TWO YEARS

Mayor Smith Takes Oath of
Office and New Common
Council Is Organized

It required but a little more than
twenty minutes during the noon hour
yesterday to -inaugurate the Demo-
cratic city administration for the next
two years.

Robert A. Smith, for the seventh
time, took the cath as mayor of the city
of St. Paul, and all the members of the
city council, with the exception of As-
semblymen Whitcomb and O'Brien,
were obliqated. the two latter having
previously prepared for their absence
by taking the necessary oath.

Compared with some of the inaugura-
tions during the past few years there
was not a large attendance in the city
council chamber during the ceremony,
but what the crowd lacked in numbers
it made up in enthusiasm. The dem-
onstration on the occasion was confined
to two bouquets, one for Mayor Smith
from the women stenographers in the
eity hall, and one for Ald. Nyberg from
First ward admirers.

Ald. Corning and Lynch and Assem-
blyman Keller were appointed a com-
mittee to escort the mayor to the coun-
cil chamber, and upon the appearance
of the trio there was a demonstration
in honor of the mayor who, after be-
ing sworn in, said among other things:

Mayor Addresses Council

“The unprecedented expression of pub-
lic confidence and approval by the electors,
made plain in the resuit of the recent
election, should not be allowed to pass
without some fitting recognition on my
part. 1t is, of course, a source of the ut-
most gratification to the members of your
honorable body, as well as to the admin-
istrative officers of the city, including

myself, that the conduct of the affairs of
the municipality during the past two years
should have been thought worthy of such
approval. While expressing our gratitude
to the people we owe it to them, as wel
as to ourselves, to bear in mind that at
least a like measure of prudence, intelli-
gence and disinterestedness should dis-
tinguish our discharge of official duty dur-
ing the next two years.

“‘Our constant effort must be to reduce
the burdens of the taxpayers to the mini-
mum consistent with adequate protection
of their personal and preperty rights.

“As you are aware it has been found
necessary for the public betterment to
expend during the past four years an ag-
gregate of over $§1,300,000 above and be-
yond the ordinary expenses of municipal
administration. Of this burden ever
$1,000,000 was borne directly by the tax-
payers during that period. This resulted
in an increase of the tax levy to 31 milis
in 1902 and 29.10 mflls in 1903. As the
result in great measure of the issuance
of municipal bonds to the extent of $200,-
000, in part payment of these needed
public’improvements, the tax levy for 1904
has been reduced to 26.50 mills.

Tax Levy Must Be Further Reduced

“No administration of government, no
matter how progressive or efficient, can
find warrant for its existence when the
burdens imposed by it on the tax-paying
community becomes unreasonable. The
present tax levy must be further re-
duced. By the most rigid economy in
public expenditures, combined - with the
Judicious use of the proceeds of the fur-
ther bond issue of $400,000 which is au-
thorized to be made, it ought to be prac-
ticable to reduce the annual tax levy to at
least 24 mills on*the present ratio of as-
sessed valuation. The attainment of
this end, I respectfully suggest, we ought
to keep steadily in mind during our term
of office.

‘““My relations with the members of the
preceding common council were unusually
pleasant, personally and officially: It is
an added pleasure to reflect on the almost
certain prospect of like relations on my.

THREATEN CORN CROP

Large Fields Are Reported Under Wa-

“When I first 1ocated in Lyon county
a good many years ago,” said Senator
Schultz, ‘“the farmers sowed no corn,
as they did not believe that it could be
successfully grown so far north. With
the advent of a large population from
Illinois and Towa, however, corn culture
became general and now it is no un-
common thing fo se¢e corn fields of more
than a hundred acres. Any ggneral in-
jury to the corn-crop would prove a
very costly thing to the farming inter-
ests of my part of the state.”

Associated Wheelmen Propose
to Arrest Those Using Paths
Without Licenses

The Associated Wheelmen of St.
Paul, at a meeting last night in the
Globe building, decided to cause the
arrest this week of at least six bicycle
riders eaught using the paths without
licenses, and to prosecute all persons
driving on the paths or allowing their
catile to tramp on them. ‘The first
measure was resorted te in order to
compel persons riding bicycles to pur-
chase tags, and the second to protect
the paths, which in some sections of
the city, have nearly been obliterated.

Only 3,200 licenses have been issued
so far this season, while last year over
6,600 tags were sold, and members of
‘the Associated Wheelmen’s organiza-
tion declared at the meeting last night
that if bicycle riders are to be made
to realize the necessity of having li-
censes a number of men must be ar-
rested and fined.

Will Arrest Tagless Wheelmen

The stx specthl policemen of the
‘Wheelmen’s association were instruet-
ed to pick up all the bieycle riders
without tags found on the paths. It

Was said that six arrests at least could
be made before Sunday.

The condition of the outlying paths
many of which are impassable, was de-
clared to be due to cattle tramping on
them, and measures will be taken to
compel owners of cattle to keep them
off the paths. The names of owners of
cattle found on the paths will be learn-
ed and warrants will be sworn out
against them.

The path leading to Lake Phalen was
said to be in a bad congition as a re-
sult of cattle walking on it, and dairy-
men and others owning cattle in that
vicinity will be prosecuted if the ani-
mals are not kept away.

The wheelmen also decided to print
and post 200 placards warning persons

Versatile Actor Will Produce
- Two New Plays Next Week

The most interesting living actor is
next week.to’ come to this “eity. His
name is Richard Mansfield. He is the
only actor who continuously, consist-
ently and generously backs his artistic
judgment ‘with money; he is the only
actor who permits himself te play a
wide range eof parts year after year,
and in se doing runs the risk of serious
failure. He is one of the few actors
who knows something aside from his
trade—languages, music, art, polities,
men and wemen. Several Englishmen
of the stage have some of these ac-
complishments, but not four in this
country possess them in anything more
than a smattering degree.
field has. been objected to in many
quarters and at many times.

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NO ROOM IN CAPITOL

‘State Art Society Can’t Be

Housed in New Building

In common with the state officers
and the various departments of state
government, the State Art society
would like to live in the new state
capitol when it is completed. The state
capitol commission is said to be op-
posed to housing the governing board
of the Art society, @and there is pros-
pect of trouble between the two
branches of state administration,

The governing board of the Art so-
ciety is appointed by the governor, and
the office of the secretary is in the old
state capitol. There is no denial of the
right of the society to remain in its
present quarters, but the commission-
ers who have charge of the buildirg
and arrangement of the big marble
state house are said to have issued a
pronouncement against the Art society
becoming an occupant of the new cap-
itol. The refusal is based on the
ground that there is no room in the
new building for the Art society, but
members of the board of governors of
the society say that they see no rea-

son why their board should be singled”

out for exclusion from the new capi-
tol.

“The law is on our side,” said a
woman director of the Art society yes-
terday, “and our board can see no rea=
son for our exclusion from the new
state capitol. The reason advanced by
Mr. Seabury, of the capitol commis-
sion,* is that there is no room in the
new building for us. A new buailding,
just nearing completion, and not large
enough to accommodate the different
deparifments of the state! Why didn’t
they build it larger? They knew what
was required, did they not?”

The Art society threatens to test the
power of the capitol commission to ex-
clude it from quarters in the new
building, unless some concession is
made by the commission.
