The reports of wheat harvesting along
southern line of Kansas proved very ef-
fective bear aids during last hour. "Min-
neapolis was the chief dispenser of bull
items. Stocks there decreased 425,000 bu
in onr days. There was reported a better
inquiry for cash wheat from millers,
and country elevator receipts were said
to be again light. Minneapolis is re-
ported as bidding 3c over Kansas City
July for new No 2 hard. On basis of
Tuesday night's close this is equal to
SBe at Chicago. Liverpool closed un-
changed to %d lower.

STOCKS MORE ACTIVE
BUT THE DAY OF SMALL THINGS

HAS BY NO MEANS PASSED

Trading Becomes VeVy Languid at the
Higher Level and the Buying Movement
Gives Evidence of Speedy Exhaustion—
Feeling Over Crops Is Hopeful

NEW. YORK. June B.—Tuesday's up-
ward movement of prices was carried over
into today's market, and with some showof energy on the part of the 'professional
operators, a respectable and Quite repre-
sentative showing of gains was establish-
ed. There .was nothing in the tone of the
market, however, nor in the tone of the.dealings, nor in the width of the fluctua-
tions to warrant the supposition that the
day of small things in the 'stock markethas passed away. The trading became
extremely languid at : the higher level and
the buying movement gave evidence ofquick exhaustion. It is not very -Import-
ant to discover the cause for so insignifi-
cant a movement. But so far as general
causes operated, a distinctly hopeful feel-ing over the progress in the making of
crops was perceptible. The day's weath-er news fostered this feeling and prepared
the. speculative mind to discount to some
extent any unfavorable features of the
government's monthly report of grain
condition as of June 1 to be given out on
Friday. ....--..\u25a0-

--, The cheerful reports from the anthracite
trade made no new contract with unfavor-
able general conditions, but they were-given more consideration today, in fact,; the strength in the coalers wag the back-

;bone to the whole market. The recentspeculative advance in Ontario & West-ern was an influence: on that group, al-though the movement in stock itself halt-
ed on profit taking. \

! Official reports place the output of an-
thracite for May at 5.285.079 tons, an in-crease of 128.630 tons over the very fa-vorable business of May last year. Trade
authorities also reported a large current
traffic. Some effect was produced-by re-
ports of an unexpectedly large volume ofpassenger traffic as a result of travel to
the St. Louis exposition and extendedto the East.

Northern Securities Story Denied
„Some attention was paid also to a pub-lished story that a plan for the settle-ment out of court of the Hill-Harrimandispute over the distribution of NorthernSecurities assets was under discussion al-though this story was officially denied.Expressed belief that the vesselmen'sstrike on. the Great Lakes was approach-
ing a settlement was a helpful factorI on the market. .' . . •

The softness of the London . discount'market, which yielded to below 2 per centfor open market discounts, gave ground
; for an expectation that the Bank of Eng-
land would reduce its minimum rate ofdiscount tomorrow below 3 per cent/; This
would tend to avert any movement ofgold from New York to London and wouldindicate that the supply of capital has
reached repletion at London as well as atParis. The Western Union's statementof net earnings for the June quarter were
studied with interest, although the cur-rent month's earnings are estimated. Thedecline of 1 per. cent in the earnings in-dicated, compared with the correspond-
ing quarter of last year, is regarded asthrowing light on the relative volumeof general business activity. Recoveriesin a number of low priced railroad stocksjwhich have been under pressure recently
presumably flue to covering by shorts'made up an important showing in thedays advances. The rise in NationalLead was on rumors often revived of acombination in the trade. The largely ex-perimental character attached to the ad-vance was pretty clearly indicated by theeasy yielding of the later market on theregular professional profit taking TheIIron Age's discouraging view of the trade

Twine and cordage has been made 20
per cent under British preference, in-
stead of 15 per cent. A provision is to
be inserted in the Canadian tariff to
impose special duty on "dumped" goods
equal to the difference between the
price at which these goods are held for
delivery in Canada and a fair market
value in the country of production.

ST. LOUIS. Mo., June B.—Don Man-
uel Cervera, a Spaniard, who was in-
troduced, last Sunday, when the bull
fight was attempted and stopped by the
authorities, as the favorite matador of
the king of Spain, was. shot through the
heart and instantly killed today by
Carleton Basis, known as "the Ameri-
can matador." Bass and five other bull
fighters were arrested. The shooting
resulted from a quarrel regarding the
bull fight fiasco.

Phipps Keeps His Children
DENVER. CoL, June S.—Judge P. L.

Palmer, of the district court, has is-
sued an order giving the absolute cus-
tody of the Phipps children to their
father, L. C. Phipps. until further no-
tice. The judge has signed writs of
injunction not only preventing th«
United States Steel corporation, the
United States Trust company and J. P.
Morgan from paying further dividends
to Mrs. Phipps, but also ordering them
not to allow a transfer of any of the
Phipps securities in their possession.
