WASHINGTON, D. C., June 11.—A
circular issued at the land office today
declares the following six classes of
persons cannot make entry for Red

Any person who has made a home-
stead entry after Feb. 20, 1904, and is
not entiled to make another entry un-
der the act of April 28, 1904.

A married woman, unless she has
been deserted or abandoned by her
husband,

One not a citizen of the TUnited

States, and who has not declared his [’

intention to become such.

Anyone under twenty-one years of
age, not the head of a family, unless
he served In the army or navy of the
United States for not less than four-
teen days during actual war.

Anyone who is the proprietor of more
than 160 acres of land in any state or
territory.

One who has acquired title to, or is
now claiming under any of the agrl-
cultural public land laws, in pursuance
of settlement or entries made since
Aug. 30, 1890, an amount of land which
with the tract now sought to be en-
tered will exceed in the aggregate 320
acres. —Walter E. Clark.

His would-be as-
sassin was arrested. He is a Russian
named Ilinitzki. He complained that
the Russian authorities had confiscated
an estate belonging to him.

Ilnitzki is an engineer and was for-
merly a Russian officer, but now is a
Turkish subject with a Turkish pass-
port. The Russian minister received
several threatening letters from I!-
nitzki which he turned@ over to the
police. Today Ilnitzki qguestioned the
minister regarding his claim, but ob-
taining no satisfactory reply, shot him.
