Benjamin Bruce Wallace, Son
of Dr. James Wallace, Presi-
dent of Macalester College,

Will Represent the State of

Minnesota at Oxford Univer-
sity for the Next Three Years
—Is One Out of Thirty-eight
Young Men Similarly Hon-
ored in This Country

A St. Paul young man will represent
Minnesota at Oxford university foV the
next three years, and the Cecil Rhodes
scholarship fund will defray his ex-
penses if he is not too extravagant.

Benjamin Bruce Wallace, son of Dr.
James Wallace, president of Macales-
ter college and a graduate of that in-
stitution, was selected yesterday from
the three young men eligible from this
state by the Minnesota committee. He
expects to leave for England in time
to be present at the opening of Oxford
in October, and will take three years'
work in that famed institution of learn-
ing.

The selection was made by the com-
mittee, consisting of President North-
rop, of the University of Minnesota;
President Sallmon, of Carleton college;
President Uhler, of Gustavus Adolphus
college; Dr. George H. Bridgman, of
Hamline university, and President
Wallace, of Macalester.

In addition to young Wallace, the
other eligibles were N. L. Mitchell, of
the University of Minnesota, and C. K.
Chancy, of Carleton. Of the six can-
didates who had taken the examina-
tion submitted April 13-14, on papers
sent from Oxford, these three had been
successful according to the markings of
the Oxford faculty committee in charge
of the Rhodes scholarship fund, and
the selection of one was made by the
committee yesterday at Dr. Northrop's
study.

DIAMONDS WIN SUIT
St. Paul Jeweler Held toße

Their Owner

After hearing the testimony intro-
duced in behalf of the government yes-
terday in the case of the United States
vs. Ninety-nine Diamonds; Judge fcoch-
ren granted the claimant's motion to
direct a verdict in his favor. The suit
ended thus abruptly in favor of Henry
Bockstruck, the St. Paul jeweler. It is
possible that the treasury department
may order District Attorney C. C.
Houpt to appeal the case to the United
States circuit court of appeals.

The action of Judge Lochren was on
the theory that Bockstruck is the own-
er of the diamonds and had a right to
enter them in his own name insead of
the name of the New York firm of im-
porters, who the government insisted
were the real owners of the stones.
There is very little question of fact in
the case, but therfc are said to be two
questions of law involved in its* con-
sideration. The first is whether or not
under the act of congress goods im-
ported can be forfeited in the absence
of any intent to defraud the govern-
ment, or any evidence of fraud, and
the second is whether the fact and
circumstances connected with this
transaction constituted a sale of the
diamonds to Bockstruck.

Yates, of Illinois,
for the person of Joseph Prentiss, alias
Venne, a Chicago burglar, who was
serving time at Joliet and who violated
his parole of June 16, 1898.

Prentiss was later arrested and sen-
tenced to Stillwater, and on his re-
lease was delivered to Under Sheriff
C. E. Church, of Chicago. The criminal
will be returned to Joliet to complete
his term of sentence.

Train Coming Home Today

Miss Amy L. Olson, the St. Paul
young woman who fell from the ed-
itors' special on the Minneapolis & St
Louis near Millard, Mo., a week ago
last night, is expected to reach St. Paul
this morning. She will be accompanied
by her mother, Mrs. Frances Buell Ol-
son, and Mrs. W. A. Potter, who was
her chaperon on the Minnesota editors'
trip to the St. Louis fair, and the party
will occupy a compartment placed at
their disposal. Miss Olson will be taken
to her home at the Virginia fiats, cor-
ner Summit and^Minnesota.

A letter received yesterday by an
aunt of Miss Olson, Miss Johnson, 57
West Summit, said that Miss Olson
was recovering as rapidly as could be
expected. She is entirely rational, but
as yet has not been able to tell the
story of her fall from the train. She is
suffering from a heavy cold contrac^d
from her exposure to the dew and
the night air while lying all night in
a ditch by the railroad near Millard.

While her accident is thought to
have occurred about 11 o'clock, she was
not found until 6 o'clock the next
morning. No bones were broken, but
Miss Olson sustained severe bruises
and a bad cut on her face.

success in out-of-door sports, qualities
of manhood, truthfulness, courage,
kindliness, unselfishness and fellow-
ship were all considered, and the com-
mittee gave the scholarship to Wallace,
while admitting that both the other
final candidates were fully qualified
from an educational standpoint, and
were excellent young men morally.

Benjamin Bruce Wallace is midway
between twenty-one and twenty-two
years, and since his graduation, in 1902,
from Macalester with the degree of B.
A., he has been tutoring in the college.
He will enter the sophomore class at
Oxford if he decides to take up regu-
lar work, but it is probable he will do
graduate Tvork, intending to fit himself
for a chair in. some college or univer-
sity.

As the term at Oxford is little more
than six months of each year, Wallace
expects to travel and study quite ex-
tensively on the continent. He will be
one of about thirty-eight young men
who have won Rhodes scholarships in
the various states and territories of
the Union, and who will form quite a
Yankee colony in the staid old English
university town.

CONDEMN STAND
TAKEN BYROOSEVELT

Bookbinders Declare His Action
In Miller Case Encourages

Capital to Kill Labor

After making a declaration of its po-
sition on the Miller rase, the Interna-
tional Brotherhood of Bookbinders yes-
terday elected officers and adjourned
the ninth biennial session, which has
been in progress at the state capitol
since Tuesday.

The brotherhood condemns the posi-
tion of President Roosevelt on the open
shop, taken in the Miller case, as hav-
ing given organized capital the peg
upon which they "hang their determin-
ation to kill organized laboi\" contends
that the open shop will not work for
the greatest good to the greatest num-
ber, and that the declaration by Roose-
velt is not in the interest of the people
of the United States.

The committee, consisting of five
delegates from widely scattered points
in the United States, presented its re-port yesterday morning upon the re-assembling of the brotherhood. It was
debated at some length in the meeting,but the officers say was passed unani-
mously.

The action taken by the Bookbinders'brotherhood is not considered drastic;
the American Federation had monthsago taken the same ground, and a re-
afflrmation by the bookbinders—whoare the trade wherein the incident ap-
peared—was to be expected. The re-
port of the committee, which had
wrestled with the subject matter con-
tained In the declaration for several
days, is appended:

Encourages Organized Capital
"Your committee on the Miller case

beg to report that having given such
consideration of this matter as time
at our command permits, feel that some
pronouncement should issue from this
convention that will indicate our posi-
tion so far as the importance of the
personality of W. A. Miller is con-
cerned. Your committee feels that the
character of the criticism of the press
since this occurrence lifts the reins of
importance clear from the original cir-
cumstances. The importance given to
the pronouncement of President Roose-
velt in which was declared that gov-
ernment manufacturing establishments
must be regarded as open shops is now
the peg upon which organized capital
hang their determination to kill organ-
ized labor.

"The American Federation of Labor
in or about October last issued to the
world their declaration in opposition
to that of President Roosevelt. The
philosophy of this declaration has been
accepted by organized labor as their
position also, and organization after
organization has so declared. Rec-
ognizing this, your committee feels
that this International Brotherhood of
Bookbinders, now in convention, should
take this opportunity to add their pro-
test against the pronouncement of
President Roosevelt, declaring the open
shop to be in the public interest.

Blow at Industrial Reform
"The history of industrial reform of

the past stands out as the strongest
protest against such a position. The
general betterment of the masses of
the people of countries where organ-
ized labor obtains can, beyond success-
ful contradiction, be traced to the di-
rect influence of organizations of the
workers. The labor movement is an
unselfish movement, its purpose is
abolition of all conditions that do not
operate for the general weal. This
ethical desire is in contradistinction to
efforts of organized capital which seeks
at all times to reduce living possibili-
ties and maintain such to bare exist-
ence lines of those who toil. Does not
a resonable understanding of duty of
public government indicate that such
government should be directed towards
the greatest good of the greatest num-
ber?

"This being so, we submit that the
open shop, menacing as it does in the
light of experience, a weakening and
ultimate demoralization of the reform-
ing influences of organized labor, is
not in the interest of public welfare.
This, in brief, your committee feels,
should be the attitude of the Interna-
tional Brotherhood of Bookbinders.

"We therefore submit that the sense
of this convention, representing the in-
terests of the International Brother-
hood of Bookbinders, is that the decla-
ration for the open shop by President
Roosevelt was not in the interest of
the people of the United States."

Louis Roth, St. Paul, third vice presi-
dent; James W. Dougherty, New York
city, general secretary; J. A. B. Espey,
Washington, financial secretary-treas-
urer; Jacob G. Hales, Baltimore, sta-
tistician; Otto Wasem, Chicago; John
Haddie, Akron, Ohio; Bert Fox, Buf-
falo; William Kelly, Washington;
James Fitzgerald, New York; Jacob
Hales, Baltimore; Albert Peterson,
Denver; William G. Booth, San Fran-
cisco, executive committee; John J.
Pleger, Butte, for the Northwest; Wil-
liam Glocking, Toronto, for the Cana-
dian district; William Razall, Dallas,
Tex., for the Southwest; Warren W.
Hallock, New York, for the East, gen-
eral organizers for the brotherhood.

It was voted yesterday to put both
the president and general secretary on
a salary basis, paying the incumbents
$1,500 per year, and requiring all their
time in the discharge of the duties of
their offices.*

Washington was selected as the
next place of meeting, the next bien-
nial to be held there the second Tues-
day in June, 1906.
Condemn Gov. Peabody and Gen. Bell

A resolution was adopted condemn-
ing the action of Gov. Peabody and
Adjt. Gen. Bell, of Colorado, In the
military rule of certain portions of
that state because of outrages alleged
to be due to the lawless acts of organ-
ized labor as represented by the West-
ern Federation of Miners.

Resolutions were adopted just be-
fore the close of the convention thank-
ing Mayor Smith, Gov. Van Sant and
the members of the St. Paul and Min-
neapolis local unions for courtesies ex-
tended during the session of the 1904
convention. The convention completed
its work just before noon yesterday
and adjourned.

Many of the delegates left last night
for their homes, and the others go to-
day. Delegates are universally out-
spoken in their praise of St. Paul as a
model convention city.

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TO TRAIN TEACHERS
Summer Schools Will Open

Monday in Normal Schools

Teachers' summer training schools
will begin in the five normal schools of
the state on Monday, the. presidents of
the schools being the respective con-
ductors of the schools. Work com-
pleted in any given subject will be
credited to students on their future
normal courses and for teachers' cer-
tificates, the intention being to make
the record of the work taken by stu-
dents of the summer schools of a per-
manent character.

Six-week sessions will be held in
each of the union training schools, and
from five to eight instructors, taken
from the faculties of the schools, will
be assigned to each of the schools. An
aggregate attendance of about 1,500
students will attend the five schools,
and inasmuch as the St. Cloud school
will draw from eleven counties, it is
expected that that school will have the
largest enrollment of the normal sum-
mer schools. Dr. Robert Forbes, of
Duluth, has been secured to deliver a
course of lectures on literary-educa-
tional topics in the summer schools.

The university summer school will
open at Minneapolis Monday, with Dr.
D. L. Kiehle in charge. It, too, will
give its students a six-weeks' course
and a corps of twenty instructors has
been selected for the work. The ex-
pected attendance at the university
school is 1,000 young men and women.

A number of the county summer
schools, which win have four-weeks-
sessions, will open July 5. There are
twenty-two of these schools, each of
which is to be equipped with a con-
ductor and from one to four instruct-
ors.

Examinations for state certificates
of the first and second grade wilt be
given in each county on Aug. 1, 2 and
3, and for professional certificates the
examinations will be conducted'at the
state university, beginning Aug. 3 and
continuing through the week.
