Kilpatrick Goes East in Search
of Position

MADISON, Wis., July 6.—Charles H.
Kilpatrick, coach of the University of
Wisconsin track athletig team and grad-
uate manager of the Badger Athletic as-
sociation, is in the East on a quest for a
position as coach of the track team of
one of the big Eastern universities, A
report has reached Madison that he has
been chosen for the position at the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania, but his friends
here profess to know nothing of it. They
say, however, that he has taken to heart
the persistent adverse eriticism which
blames him for the loss of some $12,000
in Wisconsin athletics during the past
year and will accept one of 2 number of
good offers which Eastern institutions
have made for his services. While the
last vear has been a disastrous one finan-
cially to Wisconsin athletics there are
mwany reasons wry the suggestion of bad
business management on the part of Mr.
Kilpatrick is harsh. The football team.
which is usually expected to earn enough
money to maintain baseball, tennis, track
athletics and aquatics, was not up to the
big-receipts standard last fall, and after
the early-season deteat by the Chicago
team the atendance was light. However.
the athletic association has become sad-
dled with a debt which in comparison with
the cash on hand a year ago represents a
loss- of nearly $12,000. Mr. Kilpatrick is
the holder of the world’s record in the
half-mile run and is particularly strong

as a coach in developing long distance
runners.

distinction with which she has been hon-
ored. It is figured out that her sharp
nose will meet the heavy seas, which the
challenger is bound to contend with at
Montreai, better thans heavy bow beat.

Delta’s Good Record

Delta made a splendid. showing in her
trials over Wihuja, bt has only beaten
Alpha once. The two boats met in the
morning race of the Fourth, and Delta
beat Alpha by something over a minute.
In several races last week, in which the
wind blew alternately light and strong,
Alpha won from the' Massasoit model.
There is one thing eertain, and that is
Alpha can sail rings- -round Delta in a
very light wind, as was demeonstrated in a
race held at White July 1.

There has been some racing at Oshkosh
between the Alberta, the Oshkosh, War-
rior and the White Bear boat, Sigma.
Sigma was built by Jones & La Borde
at Oshkaosh, for White Bear club.

Should Alpha win out in the additional
trials at Oshkosh. beginning with the Sat-
urday races, it is not the intention to
bring her back to St. Paul before shipping
to Montreal. but to ship her direct from
Oshkosh. This will save useless handling
and a strain on the boat which it is in-
tended to save as much as possible.

The Royal St. Lawrence Yacht Club of
Montreal will sail its trials for the selec-
tion of a cup defender on July 9, 16 and
23, which are the official dates set by
the club. There has been some informal
racing between the new boats built this
year, and the defendérs of previous years,
and reports indicate that last year’s de-
fender, . Thorella ‘¥, “has morethan held
her own with any of , them. Montreal
vachtsmen put great faith in Thorella IL
and believe she will be named again to
defend the cup. .

FIRES  FOSTER OUT

Horseman Judged Guilty of
Fraud at Hawthorne

CHICAGO, July 6.—At the conclusion of
Hawthorne’'s meeting a decision was
handed down by President Judge Trev-
elyvan ruling off the turf the racing firm
of J. Gray & Co. and its connections and
Jockey C. Gray.

This is the outcome of the victory of
Pgseur at Tiarlemn June 9, when that mare
won after having been backed for a big
“killing” in the betting ring. She had run
but once before on a local track. That
was at Hawthorne, June 1, when she had
finished absolutely last in a field of seven.
In this 7ace she was beaten twenty
lengths in 1:15 4-5. At Harlem she won in
1:14 4-5. There was but four pounds’
difference in the weights and in view of
this the befting fraud was apparent. The
Harlem officials suspended the stable
pending investigation, but decided to
leave the affair to Hawthorne, as Poseur's
bad race was run at that track. Accord-
ingly the Hawthorne officials yesterday
-announced their decision, which puts
James Gray, Fred and Matt Foster, and
Jockey Gray out of racing on the so-call-
ed legitimate tracks. Of these men Fred
Foster is the most noted. He first gain-
ed fame by winning the Brooklyn handi-
cap in 1894 with Dr. Rice. Subsequently
he got in bad odor in America and went
abroad.

As is frequently the case in matters of
this kind. the men who have been pun-
ished in this case made little out of the
episode that brought them into trouble.
It is said the Fosters and Gray had noth-
ing to bet on Poseur. They told their
secret to ‘“"Patsy” King, and it was he
who made all the money. It is further
charged by Foster's friends that King
divided little of his winnings with the
stable, which is now down and out.
