IS DISCOUNTENANCED
SYMPATHETIC STRIKE

President of Longshoremen Uses Very
• 'Emphatic Language

. MILWAUKEE. Wis.. July 11.—Long-
-feheremen to the number of 150 from
throughout the United States and Canada
attended the opening session of theLongshoremen. Marine and Transport
Workers' association today. Plans were
discussed for uniting all longshoremen,
in .whatever department of the marine
service and under whatever flag. Presi-dent D. J. Keefe, in his annual addresstonight, said:

"Sympathetic strikes should never be
countenanced or sanctioned by this or-
ganization. We may give our moral sup-;
port or we may lend financial assistance
where the same may be merited and thecause found worthy. But our honor andintegrity as an organization is bound up
Jn our contracts and agreements, and ourvery manhood is at stake. To violate
these agreements and contracts by a sym-
pathetic strike would be suicide "and dis-
honor. Public sentiment says that arbi-
tration is the most equitable mediumfor the solution of differences and dis-
agreements between industrial forces.

It is a common and dangerous error ofa portion of the public and some of our
members to believe that we must havea law to govern all our relations withour fellow men. The clamor of com-uulsory arbitration is not the desire Of any
laborer who may have given the matter a
moment's consideration. No friend oforganized labor can long regard compul-
sory arbitration other than a two-edged
sword. The many injunctions of lateby federal judges are but so many strawsIndicating how labor would fare withcompulsory law. Until the spirit of justice
and equity is more manifest in the
courts of law. we of the labor movementcan have no confidence in governmental
arbitration' compulsory or otherwise "President Keefe advocated the organiza-

Meeting Will Be Held at Time That
Judge Parker Is Notified

ST. LOUIS, Mo., July 11.—National
Democratic Committeeman Norman E.
Mack, of New York, tonight sent the
following message to W. H. Sheehan
at New York, making clear the exact
status of the new national committee,
and when it will hold its first regular
meeting, in order to dispel all'rumors
that have arisen regarding the or-
ganization of the new committee:

"Senator James K. Jones will, under
the instructions given him by the res-
olution passed by the convention Sat-
urday night, call a meeting of the na-
tional committee as soon as he con-
fers With Judge Alton B. Parker and
his friends and learns from them the
date fixed" for notifying the nominees
of their selection by the convention.

"He, will then call a meeting of the
national committee to be held in New
York city, it being Judge Parker's wish
to meet as many as possible of. the na-
tional committeemen. It is for this
purpose that Chairman Jones will first
consult with Judge Parker in order to
make the dates of the notification and
the national committee meeting coin-
cide and thus afford the candidate an
opportunity to meet the men who will
lead this campaign in the various
states.

"At this meeting the national com-
mittee will elect a chairman, secretary,
treasurer and Sjergeant-at-arms. The

. '^cc will, of course, consult
Judge x-arker and his friends before
organizing."

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., July 11.—
Thomas Taggart arrived from St. Louis
today:- 1

"Iam.perfectly satisfied with the re-
sult or the national committee meet-
ing," he said. "But for my own action
the committee would have elected me
chairman at yesterday's meeting. Iam satisfied that there is no intention

that of Cuneo Bros. John Crescio, an-
other brother of Mr. Cuneo's assailant, 'married a sister of Mr. Cuneo and after
